WHO DOES IT BELONG T0 ?

Ephraim Parsons Koden Has a Deed for
Half an Acre of Land on Broad-
view-Avenue, But——

The Board of Control has been summon-
ed for 11 o’clock to-day to consider a very
peculiar state of affairs in relation to a
claim against the city, now under arbi
tration. The case in question is that of
Mr. E. P. Roden, secretary of the Works
Department, who has made a claim for
$8000 damages to certain land alleged to be
owned by him on Broadview-avenue, by
reason of being deprived of a frontage on
the Don River by the straightening of the
river. Mr. Roden has posts set around a
plece of land havlnﬁ an area of 26 acres,
which he claims as his property. Corpora-
tion Counsel Fullerton has been - looking
into the matter; and has advised the City
Solicitor to lay before the Board of Con-
trol the following facts, which he has
learned from searching the title deeds !

In 1833 a plece of land, one-half acre,
more or less, was conveyed by the then
owner of what is now known as the Jail
Farm to Francis Collins. The description
of the property shows that it extendied
from the centre of the bed of a creek on
the south side to the centre of ‘another
creek on the north, and was bounded on
the west by a road leading to Mr. John
By the same descrip-
tion, this lot was subsequently, In 1879,
deeded to Mr. Roden. In 1856 all the re-
mainder of the farm was conveyed to the
city by the owner. A plan has been pre-
pared by the City Surveyor, showing the
roads and the land conveyed to the ecity
by that conveyance. Counsel Fullerton con-
tinues :

Two things are clear to my mind : First,
that the conveyance to Collins, and the
subsequent conveyance to Roden, do not
convey land to the Don River, and if Mr.
den became the owner of land to the
Don River, he has done so0 by reason of
trespass and occupation of city land for a
period of upwards of 10 years. Upon the
evidence taken in the above arbitration, I
have come to the conclusion that Mr. Ro-
den has not obtained possession of any
land that was the city’s land as yet by
reason of length of occupation, nn({I am
of opinion that he Is at present, by his
fence posts, which are not closed with
boards, in occupation of land belonging to
the City of Toronto. If this be so, and it
to occupy its
own land as against Mr. Roden, I am of
opiniog that the eity ought to mark the
boundaries of its own land now by a fence
put upon the proper boundary .line.

I do not recommend that the present
posts be disturbed until it becomes appar-
ent whether Mr. Roden will contest the
boundary line to be made according to the
g]nnn submitted by the City Surveyor.

CHICAGO’S CRIME RECORD.
