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ONTARIO DENTISTS

Stoutly Protest Against What They Con-
sider Unfair Methods in the Profes-
ston-Ninth Annual Meeting.

Advertising through proper mediums
is evidently appreciated by the Ontario
Dental Society. Fakirs and illegitimate
advertisers came in for vigorous eriti-
cism at the ninth annual three days’
session of the society, which opened in
the Toronto Dental College yesterday.

Legitimate Advertising.

In a paper on “Advertising,” Dr. J.
E. Johnston of Hamilton cqmplamed ot
the painful prominence which the ad-
vertising dentist had acquired in Ontario
in the last two or three years. He ad-
vocated a proper use of the proper ad-
vertising mediums, the newspapers. He
knew of clergymen and others whq h;ul
patronized improperly advertised “pain-
less” dentists. He requested that the
newspapers discontinue publishing un-
professional advertisements, apd advised
that advertising dentists be induced to
return to proper methods.

Stores Not-Guiitiess,

Dr. C. P. Lennox .of Toronto, dis-
cussing the paper, deplored the fact that
yvoung men graduates sauquld descend to
dishonorable methods, and blamed the
departmental stores for l_mvmg inculeat-
ed the improper advertising methods re-
sorted to.

In Toronto a dentist was often looked
upon as a cross between a barber and
a physician, with the: barber element
predominating. [ Laughter].

Toronto dentists were, he went on to
observe, as proficient as any in the
world, and as the matriculation stand-
ard was higher—[ “hear, hear’’]—he could
not understand why people who cursed
the American flag weuld go to Buffalo
to have teeth filled. All a man had to
do was to set up a sign, “Teeth pulled
by the New York painless method,” and
he had plenty of business, He ae-
tually knew of one practitioner who had
openly boasted that he had pulled =
lady's leg for thirty dollars! This kind
of business was unique in Canada, but
for such men might prove profitable.
They might even pull two legs at $a0)
a pair. He did not believe in a dentist
joining a church for advertising pur-
poses, but if he did join should do 80
“to spend and be spent for Christ.” He
thought there was no use in trying to
convert dishonorable dentists to better
methods. )

Teach a More Exceélleny Way.

It was finally agreed that the best
way was to have the public of the fu-
ture educated to the hygiene of the
teeth in the schools.

ANDREE'S ASCENT,

The Great Balloonist is Confident of the
Success of Hils Polar Ship.

Berlin, July 19.—The best sclentific o)pln-
fon here is not sanguine of the success of
Herr Andree’s undertaking. Further de-
tails have been received as to the excltln'g
circumstances’ unhder which the ascent was
wade Irom toe Istand ot Tromsoe, in the
midst of a strong wind, which frequently
blew in fierce gusts. - The cook had care-
Ltully stowed in a small barrel the first
dinner to be eaten aloft, and Herr Fraen-
kel took along a few bottles of beer for
unmediate use, From the west side or
the - balloon waved the Swedish colors, side
by side with a whnite silk flag adoined
with a blue anchor, the gift of a wouman
friend of the aeronaut. Immediately unn-
der the balloon was fastened diagonally a
piece of bamboo, to which were attached
sails like wings, which the aeronauts hoped
to- e able to maunipulate; from the car by,
means of ropes. .Shortly before 2.30 p.m.,
July 11, Andreé was ready. He shook
hands heartily with those who were as-
sembled in the balloon house, nodded to
the astonished trappers, who stood wateh-
ing him, and addressed warm and heart-
ful words to all whose hands he could not
reénch. Then the trio, Andree, Strindberg -~
and Fraenkel, standing in the car, severed
the roves holding the balloon, while An-
dree counted, “‘One, two, three.” The bal-
loon rose majestically, while Andree gazed
ine happy confidence upon those who re-
mained behind. Then all three waved thelr
caps and shouted “Greetings to all. at
home in Sweden.” After the narrow es-
cape from being driven against the rock
in Sweerinburg Sound, the balloon was
scen moving northward easily, as Andree
wished, over the flat peninsula of Hollaefid-
ernaes. It will probably be driven toward
Greenland or the north coast of America.
