Rev. T. BE. Bartley, Collingwood, stated
sthat he had been told by Major Campbell
Mhat canteens were In full operation at
‘Camp Niagara.

Viectoria University.
; Chancellor Burwash presented the report
jof Vietoria University. He sald 315 stu-
‘dents had been enrolled during the past
\year, of which number 115 were students
d§n theology.

He reported a deficiency of $7878. A com-
umittee, consisting of the general superin-
tendent, the Secretary of Educatlon, the
President of the College and Drs. Mills,
McLaren, Hough, Dewart and Sutherland
appointed to inqguire into the financial con-
dition of the college, reported ‘‘equal work
is doné much more cheaply in Victoria than
in the other colleges.”.

A Million Asked.

The Chancellor read a resolution of the
Board of Victoria ~Callege: “Resolved that
this board earnestly appeals to the Metho-
dist Church thebugh the coming annual
conferences and General Conference, for the
inauguration of a plan to secure an addi-
tional endowment through the proposed
twentieth century million dollar fund, suf-
ficient to meet the current expenses of our
University.” Appended to the Ohancellor’s
report was a condensation of the treasurer’s
report.

The assets amount to $625,134.55; the lla-
bilities were stated to_be the same, Includ-
ing a present indebtedness of $15,743~

The income of the college Is 525,3§7. and
the expenses $33.5266.

Dr. Potts, in speaking to the Chancellor's
report, proposed a million dollar fund for
the opening of the twentieth century. He
paid that an English Methodist lawyer nam-
ed Perks had proposed a million guinea
scheme for English Methodism. He thought
if England could raise a million guineas,
Canadian Methodism could surely raise a
million dollars.

Dr.- Langford moved a resolution fa-
. voring the taking hold of the miilion dol-
Jar scheme .proposed by Dr. Potts. The
Jast clause of the resolution reads as fol-
Jows:

“That the conference has heard with
great pleasure and satisfaction. the propos-
gl of Rev. Dr. Potts, that the Methodist
Dhurch of Canada should contribute one
million dollars to a twentieth century mil-
lion dollar fund.”

Hearty Endorsation.

Senator Cox seconded Dr. Langford's re-
solution. He felt there was a great ne-
cessity for additions to ‘the Methodist
funds. It needed great.energy to raise a
mifllion dollars, and he exhorted all Metho-
dists to work hard to this end. It was not
creditable to the Methodist Church that
Broadway Tabernacle shou}dy be so pressed
by its liabilities. It was Mot creditable
that the educational institutions were not
supported as they ought to be. He thought
it was possible for the church to raise the
needed million.

Dr. Dewart also spoke. To attempt great
things inspired those who attempted. He
considered all that was needed was a larger
portion of the spirit of God to open the
purses of Canadian Methodists.

Dr. Henderson said this scheme was fas-
cinating to him, because of its bigness. He
thought the proposal was preparing the way
for the biggest. blessing the church ever
recelved.

The church should attempt something

commensurate with her ability. He believed |-

in bringing “‘the regiment up to the colors.”
Je advocated a' raised standard of giving.

Rev. J. E. Lanceley thought that a two
million dollar scheme was more feasible
than a million dollar scheme. - He raised-
much laughter by declaring that million-
mires were fretting to < put §100,000 in-
to. such a schéeme He advocated the
liberating of the giving power of the church
of God.

Drs.. Tovell, Stone and Briggs also spoke
In favor of -the scheme,

John T. Moore said he laid greatest stress
upon Senator Cox’s speech, because he
knew whereof he affirmed when he sald
the million dollars could be raised. He
thought that this scheme should not leave
any other department of the church uncar-
ed. for. He didn't favor the money being
nsed to wipe out church mortgages.

The resolution was carried without a dls-
penting voice.

Those Professorships.

Rev. George Webber hit at the manage-
ment, of Vietoria.College when he sald it
was not necessary to have filled the pro-
fessorships of French and German, which
fell vacant during the past year.

Chancellor Burwash replied to Mr. Web-.
ber; and said: ‘“We could not help filling
these positions, unless we wished to give

p our collége work altogether,”

fhis did not seem to satisfy the objec-
tion, but before further discussion could
go on the Broadway Tabernacle deputation
was ushered in.

Broadway Tabernacle.

Mr, ¥. W. Winter read a memorial from
the trustees of the church. They appealed
to -the Conference, as the real owners of
the property. He said the Star Life Com-
ipuny had agreed to accept $60,000 in full
payment of all clalms, if $§10,000 were paid
by July 1, ,and the remaining $50,000 were
sccured by a mortgage on the church and
twenty personal bonds for $1000 each from
responsible parties. He asked the Con-
ference for $5000.

A committee, consisting of Rev. Dr. Par-
ker, Rev, Dr. Briggs, Mr. W. T. R. DPres-
ton, Hon, E. J. Davis, Mr. J. J. Maclaren,
Mr. John T. Modre and Rev. A. B, Cham-
bers, was_ appointed to confer with the
trustebs and report to Conference.

Before the session adjourned for Ilunch
i committee, consisting of Drs. Harper,
JGerman and Mr. W. T. R, Preston, was
fappointed to convey fraternal greetings o
the Congregational Union at 11 to-day.
