The Song of the Elect—*“He Hath Put a New Song Into
- My Mouth, Even Praise Unto Our God.”

“And I heard 'the voice of harpers
herping with their harps; and they
sung as it were a new song before the
throne . . . and no man could learn
that song, but the hundred and forty
and four thousand.”—Rev. xiv,, 2, 3.

"The world knows its bacchanalian
scngs, and its foolish dittie® and its
plaintive melodies tinged with pain
and sorrow; and the latter are most
in favor with its thcughtful because,
asx the scriptures declare, “The whole
creation is greoaning and travailing in
pain.” :

It is amongst the Liymns /of Chris-
tianity that we find the nobfest, grand-
est, most sublime éxpressions of tne
human soul, because their authors, un-
der the influences of the precicus pro-
mises of God’s Word, look with hope-
fu! eye " beyond the clouds and shad-
ows of their present pilgrim way to-
wards the glorious things which God
hath in reservation for them that love
Him. Some of thése have well been
styled “ageless hymns,  so mnew are
they every morning and so fresh every
evening. :

Who has not nroticed the exultant
songs of :he prophets and the apostles
—that notwithstanding their _trials,
tiseir difficulties, their persecutions for
righteousness’ sake, they were joyful

|in the house of their pligrimage; and

@ note of triumph may be found in all
of their messages ito- the ‘church. AsS
for instance, the apostle Paul states
exultantly in the midst of great trib-
ulation, ‘“‘Rejoice. alway! and again I
say rejoice!” He tells them of re-
jolcing also in tribulation, and in
everything giving thanks, Never do
we hear the note of murmuring Or
complaint, repining or despalir. But
with the passing of the first century,
with the death of the apostles, there
came upon the church gradually a
horror of great darkness. Of this our
Lord in His parable tells, saying, “But
while men slept, the enemy came and
sowed tares among the wheat.” (Matt.
xiil., 26.) Of the same lhe apcstle tells,
saying, “For 1 know this, that after
my . departing grievous wolves shall
enter in among you, not sparing ‘the
floock. Also of your own selves shall

1 men arise, speaking perverse things,

to draw away disciples after them.”
(Acts xx., 28, 30.) And again we read,
“Let no . man decgive you by any
means; for that d shall rot come,
except there come a falling away first,
apd that man of sin be revealcd, the
son of perdition.”—(ii Thess., ii, o)’

With the coming of the error of doc-
trine came multitudes of nominal
Christians who were in reality merely
“tares’” or imitation ‘“wheat.” Propor-
tionately the songs of iriumph and
confidence i’ the Lord faded frcm the
hearts and dled on the tongues ol
those who were the Lord's ncminal
nfouthpiecss.” A horror of grea: dark-
ness came upon the souls of men
reason of the “‘doctrine of devils” -
ing given a place in the gospel 1des-
sage. The true church is symbolically
represented as having gone into cap-
tivity to Babylon. Ulndoubtedly the
weorld was never left entirely without
witnesses for God, but the ‘conditions
were such then that few could sing
the songs. of Zion's triumph.

The condition of God’s fadthful dur-
ing that period of history kncewn as
the “dark ages”’ was graphically por-
trayed long before:r in the F'salms.
Speaking for these by inspiration the
prophet says, *‘By the rivers of Baby-
lon, there we sat dewn; yea, we wept,
when we remembered Zion, We hang-
ed our hacps upon the willows in the
midst thereof. For thete they that
carried s away captive required of
us a song; and they that wasted us
required of us mirth, saying, Sing us
one of the songs of Zion. How shall
we sing the Lord's soug in a strange
land?” (Psalm, cxxxvii., 14.)

The real story of the cross—the love
of God behind it, and the blessing of
God before it, first for the “eleet,” and
subsequently for the non-elect—is in-
deed a wonderful story; but let us not
forget that the Scriptures continually
declare that these things at the present
time are mysteries, except to those to
whom the Lord will reveal them. Thus
He said to His disciples at the first
Advent when they enquired respecting
‘some of his parables and dark sayvings,
“It is given unto you to know the mys-
teries of the kingdom of heaven, but
to them it is not given . There-
fore, speak I to them in parables; be-
cause they seeing, see not; and hear-
ing, they hear not, neither do they un-
derstand.” (Matt. xiii., 11-13); And again
the psalmist says, “The secret of the
Lord is with them that reverence Him;
and ‘He will show them His covenant.”
(Psa. xxv., 14).

The - real gist of this song, which
so few can appreciate and sing at the
present time, and that few -only the
“saints” and not the worldly, is stated
as follows: “Having the harps of God,
they sing the song of Moses, the serv-
ant of God, and the song of the Lamb,
saying, Great and marvelous are Thy

| saints. Who shall not fear Thee, O
| Lord, and glorify Thy name? For Thou
i only art holy; for all nations shall
come and worship before Thee when
fest.”
