A CANADIAN EMP.IRE ENGINEER.
Boston Christéan Science Monitor:

British East Africa, which has so great-
ly impressed former . President Roose-
velt as the white man’s country under
the equator, is rejoicing in the ap-
pointment of Sir Perey Girouard to the
governorship. For some gime the set-
tlers have felt that the colony was-en-
titled to greater - interest and encour-
agement and Sir Percy's advent is con-
sidered of great significance for its
progress. Sir Percy Girouard is ap em-
pire builder and engineer. He is main-
ly a railroad expert and administrator,
and since the colony is looking above
all to rallroads for its future develop-
ment, his advent may mark a turning
point in the history of British -East
Africa.

For the last twenty years Sir Percy
Ginrouard has been entrusted with rall-
road pioneering and organizing work
of ®he utmost impontance to British
imperial interests. After a thoro pre-
paration as traffic manager at the
royal arsenal at Woolwich, he distin-
guished himself as director of the Sou-
dan railways: and president of the
*Egyptian Railway Board. His imperial
activities became especially conspicu-
ous thru the extension of the new rail-
road thru Northern- Nigeria under his
governorship.
