NO LET UP TO BUILDING

Nearly Every City Shows Gain Over
August, 1908.

According to ‘“Construction” there
h‘as been no let up to building opera-
tions, returns from twenty imwporfant
centres in the Dominion for Auguat
indicating that the amount of build-
ing has shown an increase over the
same month of last year in seventeen.
Ottawa holds the premier position with
an increase ‘of 202 per cent; Calgary
holds second place with a gain of 183
per cent. and Berlin third with 150
per cent.

The amount of building in Toronto
aggregates $1,225,132, a gain-of three
per cent. over .August of last year.
Winnipez comes second with buildings
amounting In value to'$1,133,850. All
the Ontario cities, with the execéption
of Stratford, have made substantial
headway, the gains being: London 63
rer cent, Brantford 35 and Peterboro
21. ‘There is an average gain in the
whole Dominlon «f 34 per cent.

* JUNGLE ONGE AT POLE

Prof. McMillan Reports Evidences of
Former Luxuriant Vegetation.

SYDNEY, N.S., Sept. 23.—According
tc [Prof. McMillan, who aooompanled
the Peary expedition to the Arctic.
there is sufficlent evidence_to prove
the theory that the frigid zone was
once hotter ihan the - equafor is at
present. In an interview, he sald:

“] found large numbe#s of vegetable
and .marine fossils, which must jbe re-
garded as positive proof. In one huge
rock, spit :cpen by frost, there was
to be a perfect print of a great
tropl forn.. This was between lati-
tude 81° degrees and 82 degrees 30 min-
utes. In-the same region I discovered
the petrified stump of a tree fully 13
inches in diameter. - Evidences of whole

| forests in a state of petrification were

not wanting. From latitwde 81 degrees
up to 82 degrees 30 minutes, I found
some fine coal seams. At Watercourse
Bay, latitude -81 degrees, 44 minutes,
there was an’ especially rich vein, Near
Black Cape. latitude 81 degrees 25 min-
utes, fossil remains of trapical animals
were found.”

Professor McMillan pointed out that
ccal is only found where great forests
have previcusly existed.

“This gives material proof to the
well-known theory that the earth was
orce a hot molten mass,” he saild. The
first places to cool were the poles. As
the earth cooled gradually the zone
of vegetable growth moved from the
po!gg toward the equator.

““As far north as latitude 81 degrees
50 minutes I found traces of former
Iockimo habitation. This was at Lake
Hazen. In Grant Land I also found
ruined stone Igloos, broken sledges,
and other traces of anclent Eskimo vil-
lages. Now, the Eskimos are all Hv-
ing hundreds of miles farther south,
and the movement, is away from
rather than toward the north pole.

Professor McMillan views with
gzrave doubt any attempts which may
be made to Christianize these people.

- “They are perfectly happy now,” he
argued. ‘‘Why disturb them with a
religion which they do not understand ?
I doubt if the Introduction of our faitn
would improve them.”

Water Main Punctured.
In driving piles for the abutments in
the alteration of Dundas-street bridge,
one of the timbers punctured -a 12-inch
water main yesterday afternoon, and
the rush of water washed out about
20 feet of ballast from the C. P. R.
tracks before it could be shut off. The
main was laid 89 years ago, and its
exact location was unknown to the
present civic engineering staff.
