pounds of good average wheat = would
produce from 65 to 70 pounds of
highly bolted, so-called pure white
flour, while 100 pounds of wheat
would produce from 80 to 86 pounds
of stone ground flour, while 100
pofnds of wheat would produce about
99 pounds of whole wheat flour. This
would mean g saving ‘of from 10 to
26 per cent., and inasmuch as it was
estimated that 40,000,000 bushels of
wheat was required to keep the né-
tion in flour every year, by the adop-
tion of these regulations. a saving of
from four to eight million bushels
would’ be effected. In addition the
peeple would be better fed and a bet-
ter race of people would be developed.
