Ne ORMICK CHALLENGED

- Speed Awrtists From the Narrows—
A Visit From Fredericton Cur-
lers Disastrous as Both Local
Clubs Defeated Them

On Wednesday evening January 20,
1886, the skating season was auspicious-
ly ushered in by a race of much local
minutes before nine o’clock Surgeon Dan-
iel, who was to officlate as referee, and
the judges, Col. J. R. Am{strong, and
Captain Géorge B.g Seely,  with™ the
starter and timer, D. C. Clinch, and the
distance judge W. E. Wood, took their
positions on ‘the ice and called out the
contestants. The race was run in four
heats of onemile each. There were four
starters in the first heat, Samiuel Aker-
ley, Craft, Estabrooks and Rubins. The
men got a good send off, Rubins in
front, with Craft second and Akerley
third. Estabrooks fell before he hiad gone
many feet and in the third lap was dis-
tanced. Rubins continued in the race
{until the twelfth lap, when he fell out.
The race for the last two laps was quite
exciting. Akerley won, time 8 m., 84s.

Craft held the lead in the second heat
until the twelfth lap when Akerley pass-
ed him and won in 8m. 41 1-25. A foul
'wes made in the thirteenth lap of the
third heat and, although Akerley was in
first, Craft was awarded the heat. As
the former refused to race the last lap
Craft was sent over. the course alone.

McCormick and Akerley
Orf Wednesday, Jan.'27 more than 3,

000 people assembled in the Victoria'

rink for the races. The events were all
well contested and, in one or two in-
stances created profound enthusiasm
among the spectators. McCormick’s first
appearance on the ice that season, in his
contest with Akerley, was greeted with
prolonged applause. :

McDade won the final in the boys’
race, with Dingee second; distance two
miles, time 7 m. 1 s. The race was a
€ood one and was keenly' contested.

Craft won the 8 mile amateur event in
10m. 26s. Gilbert was a close second.

When McCormick and Akerley ap-
peared on the ice they received a per-
fect ovation. It was not. a. challenge
match, but was for a purse of $200 of-
fered by the directors. The distance was
three miles. McCormick took the start
end shot around the track for a few laps

. at a tremendous rate of ‘speed, closely

mick led for the entire race it was a
good contest.
