The 'railways here on Saturday any
yesterday have been confiscating com-
mercial coal in the railway yards for
use .on the locomotives when the strike
breaks. A large quantity of freight has
been held- here because of an embargo
placed by the .railways on the United
States side of the river against the trans-
portation ‘of eastbound freight from
Canada. :

The first vote on a sympathetic strike
in Canada was negative, the Winnipeg
branch of the Internationze Switchmen’s
Union deciding not to sanction any $ym-
pathetic walkout.

OTTAWA LEATHER
WORKERS ASK BOARD.

Ottawa, April 12—The members of
the Leather Workers’ Union of Ottawa
on Saturday afternon decided to present
an application to the minister of labor
for a board of conciliation to arbitrate
between the workers and their em-
ployers. This union represents about 150
workers in the city, twenty of whom are
women.

A proposed agreement submitted by
the union called for an eight-hour day
with a minimum wage of sixty cents an
hour for journeymen, forty-five cents
for helpers, and equal pay for equal ser-
vice. All firms refused to deal”with the
union on that basis.
