he felt such could be established here in |
much shorter time. ?'nva Scotia had qual-
ity, but New BrunsWick apples had both
quality and beauty.

Another great advantage the New Bruns-
wick orchardist had was the ready access
he possessed to the markets of England
and Europe. Land was also cheap and the
kind of apples that could be grown here
would sell on their appearance. The fruit
also lent itself to box packing which was
the most popular way of putcing up apples.
He mentioned the McIntosh Red, ¥Fame-
use, the Dudley, and the Wealthy as be-
ing varieties suitable to grow here. There
was the advantage in planting the Weal-
thy that the trees would yield in three
or four years.

At the conclusion of the speeches Mr.
