New York,June 22.—“Gene” Mercadier, 
the young Missourian, succeeded in swim­
ming the East river today, bound arms 
and legs, and carrying in each hand a 
two-pound iron dumb bell. The swimmer 
displayed a rare pluck, a dogged game­
ness, for, added to the difficulty of the 
task were adverse circumstances, and the 
performance is fairly entitled to class 
among the remarkable feats of the world. 
Twice it looked as if outraged nature 
would have her way, but each time 
Mercadier threw off the exhausting 
faintness, and, disregarding* his friends 
appeals, pluckily resumed his jour­
ney. His sufferings were intense. Hé 
was bound with 125 feet of rope and two 
broad straps. Owing to the bungling of 
the handlers, the rope was not wet before 
being used for that purpose, and the con­
sequent contraction with the water cut 
deep ridges in Mercadier’s arms and legs 
and the blood was streaming from him 
as he landed at Old slip. As on his 
former swim, Steeve Brodie accompanied 
him in his Paul Boyton suit The cham­
pion bridge jumper is a man of unques­
tioned courage, fear is a word not in his 
lexicon, but he displayed a nervous 
uneasiness concerning Mercadier’s safety 
that has not attended his own 
reckless feats. He knew, perhaps 
better than any other person accompany­
ing the party, that a moment’s uncon­
sciousness on the swimmer’s part would 
send the helplessly bound man to the 
bottom of the river, and he never left 
Mercadier’s side during the trip, his soli­
citude at times interfering with the lat­
ter’s progress. Twice he went to the 
swimmer’s aid, when heavy swells threat­
ened a catastrophe, and upon one of the 
occasions it seemed as if his support was 
rendered at an opportune moment, as 
Mercadier called feebly for help and ap­
peared sinking. Mismanagment marked 
the undertaking. There were too many 
advisers, and Mercadier was compelled 
to swim at least half a mile more than 
necessary—if his peculiar progress 
through the water can be called swim­
ming.

He was bound on shore and dumped 
overboard outside the navy yard. A fleet 
of row boats took part in the proceedings^ 
the occupants uniting in giving contrary 
advice. The consequence was that, after 
a quarter of an hour’s hard work, Mer­
cadier was nearer the Brooklyn shore 
than when he started. The water was 
very rough, and the waves of passing 
steamers made things uncomfortable for 
the swimmer. Brodie was all right He 
floated on top of the waves as buoyantly 
as an egg. When Mercadier got into the 
current he came along rapidly, and three- 

•or an hour after me start m 
landing was effected at Old slip. He was 
taken from the water and presented a 
rather wretched appearance ; the rope 
had cut the skin in several places and 
his legs were bleeding freely. His skin 
was of a purplish blue hue and swallow­
ing the salt water had made him slightly 
ill. His mode of getting through the 
water is a combination of snake-like 
wiggling and striking the water with his 
shins, the latter accounting for his cut 
legs. The South street piers were filled 
with cheering spectators and hundreds 
curiously watched the performance from 
the bridge. Brodie was so charmed with 
the feat, which he pronounced the great­
est ever accomplished, that be is out 
with a challenge on Mercadier’s part to 
swim any man in the world for $1000, 
bound either arms or legs, or both.

London, June 24.—Mr. Smith Mid in 

the Commons last night that the Govern­
ment had arrived at the conclturiaii that 
it would be impossible to pee the 
licenses clause of the local taxation bill 
in its entirety. (Prolonged opposition 
cheers.)

The clause contained three préposais. 
First, that a certain portion of the new 
taxation on intoxicants be appropriated 
for the purpose of extinguishing licenses; 
second, that power be conferred on the 
county councils to purchase and extin­
guish licenses, and third, that the’issne 
of new licenses be suspended.

The first proposal had received Jhe as­
sent of the house both on the second 
reading and in the committee stage, as 
far as England was concerned. The 
government would therefore proceed 
with the proposal r*s affecting Scotland 
and Ireland.

With the second proposal the govern­
ment would not proceed, bat they would 
ask the House to allow the money for 
the extinction of licenses to accumulate 
until parliament should direct otherwise. 
(Opposition cheers.)

The third proposal was approved by 
all sections of the House and would re­
main, in consonance with their deci­
sion. The government would ask the 
House to agree to an amendment where­
by the moneys allotted to 
licenses should be invested or 
lated until an act be passed directing 
>*.*'*»

The ministers trusted that the practical 
result of the change would be that the 
money would remain ear marked for the 
purpose of extinguishing licenses under 
any form of the licensing laws to which 
parliament might assent

After discussion, Mr. Smith asked the 
House to delay the discussion until the 
amendment was reached.

Replying to a deputation of publicans 
in the lobby of the commons,Mr. Ritchie, 
president of the local government board, 
said the principle of compensation for 
the extinction of licenses had been ac­
cepted by the house, and the money ac­
cumulated would have to be devoted to 
that purpose.

The Times, commenting on the gov­
ernment’s change of programme with 
reference to the licensing bill, says : "The 
government have again shifted their 
ground and have given their enemies the 
right to say that they know neither their 
own minds nor the minds of their fol­
lowers.”

The Chronicle says the government 
made the announcement only under 
pressure of a diminishing majority and 
a well grounded fear of impending de­
feat.
