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THE CROSSING OF
ESQUIMALT ROAD

City Barrister Is Considering the
Right of City to Tear Away
Obstructions.

Ald. Hanna, judging from a short
statement made by him at last even-
ing’s sitting of the council, has de-
cided to take a prominent part in the
settlement of existing troubles between
the city and the E. & N. Railway Com-

pany.

The city solicitor by request, explain-
ed the standing of the street crossing
case on the old Esquimalt road. He
said the railway commission had given
a decision against the city’s conten-
tion for a crossing. The matter was
now in the hands of the city barrister,
who was looking into the guestion of
the right of the city to remove the ob-
structions at the crossing.

If the city barrister decides that the
city has the right to do this and ihe
council acts on it, there may be a re-
newal of the old Craigflower road dis-
turbances.

Before the question was taken to the
railway commission advice was given
that the fences across the street should
be removed, leaving the street open.
In some quarters it is contended that
this can be done as the streets cannot
ba legally blocked. On the other hand,
however, it is said that an agreement
existg covering the subject and dating
back many years before Victoria West
became a part ef the city.

Ald. Hanna last evening seemed to
cause no little surprise to several of
the aldermen when he rose and stated
that he had been in telegraphic com-
munication with R. Marpole. He nad
glven Mr. Marpole to understand that
if the Esquimalt crossing was satisfac-
torily settled there might be a solution
of the Store street extension question.
Mr. Marpole had stated he anticipat-
ed no trouble respecting the Esquimalt
crcssing, and would go into the ques-
tion when he came to the city.

Ald. Hanna thought it best to al-
low the Store street matter to stand
also.

Nothing was done in connection with
either question by the council.

FIGHTING CONSUMPTION.

Y.ocal Anti-Tuberculosis Society Held
Its Regular Meeting Yesterday.

The Anti-Tuberculosis Society held its
regular monthly meeting in the city
hall yesterday afternoon, at which rou-
tine business only was transacted.

least thirty per cent. (30 per cent.), and
that this association in co-operation with
the Vancouver -association has securﬁi
the services of the expert hydraulic en-
gineer of the Canadian Fire Underwriters’
Association at Montreal, to report on the
water system, distribution, hydrants,
etc., and to show what work requires to
be done to place the city in the best pos-
sible position to fight fires. A copy eof
his report, when made, will be sent to the
couneil. /|

TRAVELLERS PUT
TO INCONVENIENCE

Complaints Are Registered Against
Governrents Lilyory Methods
in Bridge Construction

There -are at least fifty hunters in
Victoria who are only waiting for the
next provineial election to register
their dissatisfaction with the incom-
petent way in which the provincial
government is carrying on- its public

works. The fifty in question are those
who from time to time take holiday in
the Sooke Lake district.

Some ‘two years ago the old bridge
over Deer Creek became unsafe from
age. The government was asked to
renéw it. After much petitioning the
engineer was sent up to see if he
could find a better place to bridge the
stream. He went some two hundred
yards down the creek and built the
bridge in a much worse location than
the old one was. The difference between
the old location and the new is so great
that formerly a team of horses could
draw a load of nine passengers up the
walkhill. Now the passengers have
to walk up and the horses have a diffi-
cult matter to take even a wagon up
the steep.

Complaints have been made by those
who drive automobiles that their power
will not take them up the hill; so now,
just in the middle of the hunting sea-
som, the provincial government has de-
cided to build a new bridge on the
same site but about ten or twelve feet
higher than_ the other. . Two carpen-
ters have gone up and torn things to
pieces so that it is impossible for s rig
to cross the creek or get within two
and a half miles of the usual ren-
dezvous for hunters. For two weeks
this has been the case and at the pres-
ent rate of progress it will take three
or four months more to complete the
work.

Even when this new bridge is fin-
ished it will not be anything like as
convenient -as the old one that was
there two years ago. Those who have
visited the spot say that the work
shows gross incompetency @r care-
lessness and they condemn the pres-
ent government for the careless way
in which this as well as other public
works are being handled.

It has been stated that the reason
for putting only two men on the work
is so that the job may give favorites
of the government, work for a long
time. Several others who visited the
spot say that the men do not work all
the time and that it will take six
months® to complete the work at the
present rate of progress.

It is a certainty that those men who
have-to pack their kits two and a half
miles whenever they want to fish or

‘h;mt for a day, will have an opinion

when they have a chance to again ex-
press themselves at the polls and it
will not be favorable to the present
»government.

DIED' AT QUATSINO
Man Who Was Represented as

Quantrell Met Death on
West Coast.

He has for some time
been givan to drinking too freely and

and talkative. At such times he
elaimed to be the notorious outlaw
whose name at one time became a

| household -word in the southern states,

a name with which to frighten children

{ and to enthuse growing boys.

The story as it is brought down from
Quatsino, is that . John Sharpe was
drinking with a half breed and that
during a quarrel the old giant ‘'was
knocked down and badly beaten, from
the effects of which he died. Further
it is stated that in the bottom of his
trunk were found two pistols marked
with the initials W. Q. This is thought
by some to substantiate the claim of
the old man, but the difference in stat-
ure of the two men makes this impos-
sible. The probability is that he dig
actually belong to Bill Quantrell’s band
and that in some way he got hald of
the outlaw's pistols after his death.
It is further thought that Sharpe be-
came a brigand on his own account at
the close of the war, for he would tell
marvellous stories of his escapes when
he was in the humor.

EARTH UNREST IN
CENTRAL ASJIA

Women Killed by Falling Houses at
Samarkand--Seismograph Re-
cords Prolonged Shock

T.ondon, :Oct. 21.—A prolonged earth-
quake. shock, begnining at 5 o’clock
and lasting for several hours, has been
recorded on the instruments on the
Isle of Wight. The distance from the
disturbance is estimated at over.three
thousand miles.

Teiegrums received-from St. Peters-
burg, repoft an earthquake”shock in
Central Asia “at Lattakguan, Samark-
ani, Khokand and elsewhere, - which
caused the injury and collapsé of many
buildings. At Samarkand the shock
intermittently lasted from early morn-
ing until this afternoon. Two women
were killed by famng houses, and the
population of Samarkand is now camp-
ing out.
