WASHINGTON COAST

San Francisco, July 30.—Reporting
that a hull of a vessel floating off the
doast of Washington was sightéd by a

'INVESTIGATING

THE FISHERIES
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R.N. VENNING RETURNS
FROM INSPECTION TOUR

Industry Capable of Marvellous
Development — Big Cold
Storage-at Prince Rupert.

(From Friday’s Daily.g

Steamer William Jolliffe, which is be-
ing “used at present in the fisheries
protection service on this. coast, re-
turned last night from:s ‘eruise through
northern waters, carrying the superin-
tendent of figheries, R, N Venning, on
a tour‘of inspection. Mr,"Venning has
charge of the executiva branch of the
werk now, Professor Prihce confining
lt'ﬂs work more to scientific investiga-

ion

Speaking of his trip Mr. Venning said
he visited the fishing grounds where the
American fishermen ply their trade in
Hecate Straits and "Dixon Entrance.
There were hardly any fishermen to be
seen because this is the dull season
and most of the fishermen are engaged
in the salmon fishing. Further south
there were & few to be seen in Queen
Charlotte Sound and on the west coast
of Vancouver Island.

At the Queen Charlotte Islands the
rarty visited the wo.ks which are be-
ing erected by the Paciflc Coast Fish-
eries Company at Pacofi, on Selwyn
Inlet. The dock there has been com-
pleted and the substructures for the
buildings are ready for the superstruc-
tures. The works will be very large
and it is understood that the company
will engage in every branch of fizhing.

Coming down the west coasi the
whaleries were visited and were found
to be very busy.. The station at Kyu-
quot hag now forged ahead of Sechart
in the matter of catch. The number
taken up to the time the Willlam Jol-
liffe left Sechart was 197 at the latter
place and 205 at Kyuquot,

At Prince Rupert Mr, Venning said
they were planning for the installation
of some great cold storage plants. It
was proposed to underthke the curinz
and shipping of al] kinds of fish and as
soon 'as the line was in operation ihey
would be ready to engage in the fisher-
fes in a large way., Several more
trawlers would be brought from Eng-
land and everything pointed to mar-
vellous development of the fisheries of
the Pacific Coast. The company mak-

‘ing the arrangements are the Prince

Rupert Cold Storage Company.

Mr. Venning said that there were
great opportunities for development on
this coast. The field was very large
and it was impossible to say what the
value of the industry ' might be to the
country,

To-day Mr. Venning is inspecting ih.e
local canneries and he will also visit
the fish traps at Sooke. When. he has
completed his tour of inspection he will
meet the fishermen and discuss the
whole question with them. Conditions
are continually changing on the coast,

‘and Mr. Venning, 'when he has gone

over the ground .and has thoroughly
discussed the business with the oper-
ators, will then be in-a position to
make recommendations to the govern-
ment.

Mr. Venning wasg .on_ this coast be-
fore in 1898, when he was. especially
appointed by the government to in-
vestigate at the time of the Behring
Sea investigations on the sealing ques-
tion. At that time he visited all the

‘waters on fhis coast but has not been

here since. On this oceasion he joined
the Jolliffe at Prince Rupert and at
present ig using the Alcedo. He was
accompanied on his trip by E. G, Tay-
inspector for this dis-
trict. K

JUDGE’S QUESTIONS
RATTLED HARRY THAW

Witness Left the Stand Agitat-
ed and Apparently Quite
Depressed.

White Plains, N, Y., July 30.—Direct~
ing his attack at Thaw's statement
that he was at times legally insans,
District  Attorpey Jerome to-day
presseed Thaw for an explanation of
the term.

Thaw said that it was “defect of
reason,” but was unable to explain
what that was.

Replying to a question from Jerome,
Thaw said he was legally innocent of
the killing of Stanford White.

At the conclusion of the questioning
by Jerome, Justice Mills "took charge
of the examination of the witness and
succeeded in embarrassing Thaw to the
extent that when he left the stand he
was nervous, agitated and appeared
very much depressed.

Regarding Thaw's “exaggerated ego-
tism,” Justice Mills suggested that, al-
though Thaw was represented by ca-
pable counsel, he continually inter-
rupted them and apparently did not
trust them. This would seem to sup-
port the charge that Thaw was suf-
fering from- ‘“exaggerated egotism,”
Thaw started to make a rambling ex-
planation, The judge then asked -him
if he had anything further to say and
Thaw became confused, mumbled a few
words and left: the stand.

HILL TO INVADE

CALIFORNIA

THIS WILL MEAN A
BIG RAILWAY WAR

Contractors Said to Be in His
Employ Begin Work

Portland, Ore., July 30.—It is believ-
ed in railroad circles here that the
battle between the Hill and Harriman
interests for contre] of the Deschutes
river canyon, the key to central Ore-
gan, is a part of a plan on the part of
Hill to invade California.

If the reported design of Hill eventu-
ates, ot will marke the beginning of a
tiantic struggle to dislodge Harriman
from his grips--on coast business.
Through a rumored plan of a possible
future agreement with the Waestern
Pacific, the new Gould line, it may
mean warfare throughout the Harri-
man territory.

C. P. R. WINS
APPEAL CASE

MR. JUSTICE MARTIN'S
JUDGMENT IS UPHELD

Owners of Chehalis Turned
Down Before Privy Coun-
cil in England.

jThe appeal ‘in the Chehalis case be-
fore the Privy Council has been de-
cideg in favor of the C, P, R. on an ap-
peal from the Full court of this'prov-
ince and sustaining the Jjudgment
originally given by Mr. Justice Martin.
Word of the decision was received this
morning in a cable from England.

The case was one for damages
brouglgt by the owners of the tug Che-
halis and also by relatives of the sev-
eral people who lost their lives in the
accident.

Vie-
toria was not to blame, when the tug
was run down in Vancouver Narrows,
but that it was the fault of those in
charge of the tug, This contention
was sustained by Mr. Justice Martin,
but when it came before the Full court
they reversed the decision of the trial
judge. An appeal was at once taken to
the Privy Couneil and the fesult was
not known until this morning. E. V.
Bodwell, K, C.,, who is expectéed home
to-morrow, appeared with Sir Robert
Findlay on behalf of the C. P. R., and
Joseph Martin with an English counsel
for the Chehalis.

The circumstances of the case were
that the Princess Victoria with Cap-
tain Griffin in charge was coming out
of the harbor at full speed when she
overtook the Chehalis with a party go-
ing north aboard. Just as ‘the Vie-
toria was abeut to pass the Chehalis, it
is allegdd she changed her course and
rar right across the course of the lar-
ger steamer. Before the Princess could
be stopped she had run down the Che-
halis and several people were drowned,
the tug going to the bottom.

RING ALFONSO'S HEALTH.

Hlb Plans—Before Insurrection Broke
Out.

In view of the developments in Spain
the following interview with King Al-
fonsp, written within the past fortnight
by the Madrid correspondent of the
London Daily Telegraph, is interesting:

In the course of conversation. his
Majesty (the King of Spain) told me
that nb surgical operation had been
performed on his nose, Dr. Maure hav-
ing merely sprayed theé nasal passage.
The King, who appeared to be in the
very pink of health, further told me
that the pains in his ears have com-
pletely ceased, and that the suppura-
tion by which he was tréubled was
due to cellulitis, caused, as Dr, Maure
explained to his royal patient, by a
slight ‘cold. This symptom has also dis-
appeared, and Dr. Maure informed the
King that there is no danger of a re-
currence.

I also learn that the date of King
Alfonso’s visit to England has not yet
been settled, but that it will be ar-
ranged at San Sebastian in a fortnight.
His Majesty proposes to pay several
visits to London, and, of " course, to
take part ‘in the Cowes regatta. The
King made a lengthy allusion to Eng-
land, in which country he had always
received so warm a welcome that it
had left an indelible impression on his
mind, Referring to  the regatta, his
Majesty told me that many Spanish
yachts will go to Cowes, and that his
own yacht, Hispania, will take part in
the races,

DOUBT THROWN ON
JEFFRIES” SINCERITY

Some People Think He Will Not
Face J_hck Johnson
After All.

San’ Francisco, July 30,—“Ringsider”
writes:

Somehow .or other there has been a
wonderful increase in the number of
native-born Missourians since Jim Jef-
fries posted $5,000 as a forfeit to bind
a match with Jack Johnson. These
skeptics will yelp “show me’ until the

dog is actually dead; that is to say,
until they see Jeff and Jack seated in
the opposite corners of a prize ring.

That Jeffriés’ sincerity should be
doubted is not in the least surprising.
His actions throughout have been of
the press agent variety. Feor this, Jef-
fries is not being blamed so much by
the eastern critics as is Sam Berger;
the big fellow’s sparring partner and
manager. Sam, it is charged, repeat-
edly gave the press typewritten state-
ments regarding .Jeff's alleged inten-
tiong without the least pravocation, his
sole desire being to keep the boilermak-
er's mname before the public, Jeff's
friends, so the story goes, begged Ber-
ger to change his tactics, as the-can-
tinual press agent chirping without
coming through with something that
looked like money, was creating a
strong sentiment against Jeff.

It is even stated that Jeffries and
Berger had a hot argument over Ber-
ger’'s literary work, but this Berger
denies. At any rate, the damage was
done, Jeffries’ popularity went to
smash, the box office receipts fell off
and the retired champion was hopping
mad. According to one story, he had
actually made up his mind four weeks
ago to fight, but the criticism that was
being heaped upon him got through
his hide and stung to the quick and
impelled by the force of public senti-
ment that Berger's statements arous-
ed, he decided to at least post his for-
feit. This, of course, he can draw
down at any time he sees fit. If he does
he will be the most thoroughly despised
man that ever won honors in the ring.
If he doesn’t, and goes through with
the fight—well, it’s wait until the bat-
tle’s over.
