In explahation Mr. Tarte stated that
he had made use of the words in ques-
tion, and. that ‘he further had seen to
their :insertion in: the official report.
Surely, he added, Mr. Davin had net
taken them as being applied to him.
They were used only in a general way.
Mr. Speaker being called on for a raling
could find no*fault with the expression if
not applied to -an honorable member of
the House. He could not see, he added,.
that the remark was particularly rele-
vant to the subject under discussion.

Mr. Davis Answers Mr, Davin,

Mr. T. O. Davis (Saskatchewan) re-
sumed the debate on the address, his at-
tention being confined in the main to
matters of western interest and compris-
ing, too, a reply to some of the state-
ments put forward by Mr. Davin in his
lengthy oration of Friday last. He
comid not agree with the statement made
by Mr. Davin that the tariff of to-day
is not framed sp as to assist the farmer
in the purchase of the goods jwhich he
particularly needs. In support of his
proposition, Mr. Davis cited the redue-
tion of duties on springs and axles,
spades and shovels, wood screws, tar pa-
per and wire fencing. Mr. Davin was
extremely restless under fire and kept up
a continuous saccession of interruptions,
which were enjoyed to the full by both
sides of the House. Mr, Davis alluded
to the attitude of the member for West
Assiniboia since last session and cau-
tioned Sir Charles Tupper to look out
for deserters, He was able to show that
in = addition to substantial reduections
made in the general tariff farmers ehjoy
benefit in the farther reduction
under the preferential &chedule. “He
showed how the dire ‘prédfetivhs of the
Conservativé party as to thé ruin which
hovered over the country under Liberal
rule had been utterly ‘discredited. He
put the guestion seriously to the Opposi-
tion party as to what policy they -are
prepared to acknowledge and - support.
Surely there must be something more in
the line of suggestion than the ¢ontinual
scold -which is coming to- be ‘their only
stock in trade.

Railway Charters.

Mr. Davis pointed to-the .care which
the government of the day.is exemising
in the granting of railway charters
which he found to be in coaspicuous dis-
tinction to the policy of the late admin-
istration. - Mr. Davis challenged the op-
position to point to a  single instance
where they had in their years of office
attempted to safeguard  the  publie in-
terests. The:postal service,'he;was happy
to say, had been improved in many no-
table respects. ~The report of the Post-
master-General ‘shows many-instances
where reductions had been effected in
the cost of mail services throughout
Canada. One case in his own consti-
tuency he wished to bring prominently
to the notice of the House, it was that
of the contract between Saskiftoon and
Battleford, which for some years had
been let at $5,200 a year. When ten-
ders were called he had been approach-
ed by the contractors with an offer of
a thousand dollars if he would allow the
continunance of the contract for another
eighteen months, The contract was at
once -discontinued and let to another
party for two thousand dollars a year.

Mr. Davis held that the administra-
tion of the Yukon has been quite up to
the mark of that of other mining dis-
tricts ‘and indeed in every why equal
to that o™ Manitcba and the Territories
under the late government, whose policy
had, he contended, led to the two insur-
rections in.that district.

On he subject 'of the plebiscite ~and
prohibition, Mr. Davis ressed himself
as satisfled with the stand assumed by
the government of the day.

Mr. McClure did not | think
the government should accept the yotei
as final. As the commission was b:ised'
on an imperfect and one-sided view of
the evidence, presented by biased ‘and
partisan’ commissioners, so the plebiscite
vote failed to record the whole prohibi-
tion sentiment . The plebisecite was not
like an ordinary election, but was‘to as-
certain the strength of the prohibition
sentiment” and whether there was suffi-
cient moral sentiment to enforce a law.
Parliament having endorsed the abstract
principle of prohibition the plebiscite
was to answer the one unanswered gues-
tion whether the people were ready for
it. In' considering the vote those who
have stayed at home maust be taken into
account.

But for all that the vote
polled for prohibition was a magnificent
one, and one that would not and, could
_not be ignored. = =
The Government’s. Attitude.;

It was a perfectly ‘honest anslver for
the government to say that the ¥ote did
not warrant legislation, and®them was
‘o breach " 6f dny expressed ‘or TBhplied
proniise; but prohibitionists- would not
accept it entirely, and he ceuld net him-
self. The Liberal party-did evbryhing
it promised to do, but he hoped the day
would come <when that government
would make larger promises andr keep
them. The prohibition question had
been forced to the front as an issne and
it would stay there. His advice to pro-
hibitionists was to keep as clear 'as pos-
sible of party entanglements and make
their fight in the country. It shofld not
be made a party football, it would not
be made a means of putting one party.in
or keeping another out, but would be
fought on its merits. Prohibition was
the largest, most important and most
comprehensive guestion before the Can-
adian people. It stood face to face with
nineteenth century civilization and de-
manded an answer as a question on
which depended vital consequemces to
QOanadian homes and people. He for one
was looking for a way out and when he
saw,one he would follow it. He hoped
to sec -a declaration of policy by one
party or the other.

Mr. Clancy (Bothwell) quoted volumin-
ous figures with the object of proving
that neither by its general tariff reduc-
tion nor by the preferential reduction
had the government of the day redeemed
its pledges to the people of Canada. He
cited the government's course in the
article of coal oil,.the franchise act, and
the preferential tariff as evidences of its
incapacity. With respect to the reduc-
rate, Mr.
Clancy .claimed that the change bene-
fited only ten per cent. of the people and
increased the burdens .. of - the. “other
ninety. per .cent. . He also accused the
[Postmaster-General, of repudiating the
Jubilee stamps inasmuch as he refused
to exchange those of high denominations
for those of lower denominations.

Mr. Mulock said that five-dollar

' stamps were frequently used, and that

there was no repudiation.

With respect to the proposal for Sen-
ate reform bhe beld that any change
would terminate the Senate's usefulness.
Dealing with the question of prohibition,

i he held that the course followed by the

government was a repudiation of a plank
in the Liberal platform, and charged Mr.
Fisher. the prohibitionist of the Cabinet,
with “Skulking about the corridors,
when he should be in the House taking
part in the debate.” With regard to Mr.
MeClure,, .who was a prohibitionist, but
who said the day previous that the gov-
ernmert had acted honestly with the
prohibitionists, Mr. Clancy intimated
that he was “a renegade prohibitionist,”
and held that the cause of prohihition
would be advanced by getting rid of such
men. He charged that the Manitoba
school question had been fomented by
tha Liberals for party purposes, and said
it would be a lasting disgrace to that
party. ‘He comcluded by eulogizing the
old leader and the National Policy.
