On 
account of the pertuhations caused by its 
passage ifl&r Jupiter, 1856 to 1863, it is 
difficult to make the previous observa­
tions consistent with those later than 
1859. During the present appearance the 
conditions of visibility will be very diffi­
cult, the comet being one-fifth or one-sixth 
as bright as when seen in 1877.

Principal Roberts and the Bad Bey
(Fmm the Fredericton Reporter.]

Much interest has been manifested in 
the case of Hayes is. Roberts, tried this 
week before Police Magistrate Marsh. It 
appears that on Monday last shortly after 
the morning session was dismissed, Mr. 
Roberts, who is Principal of the School, 
when leaving the grounds noticed three or 
four boys snowballing a smaller boy on 
the public street He called to the boys 
to come to him, two of them returned but 
one, Willie Hayes, kept running away 
but subsequently returned, when Mr. 
Roberts took him by the collar and shook 
him, tearing the front of his shirt, charg­
ing him with disobedience, and striking 
him on the leg with his walking cane. A 
black mark was left on his leg from the 
blow.

J. A. Van wart, Esq., appeared for the 
prosecution, and E. L. Wetmore, Esq., 
was counsel for the defence. Several 
witnesses were examined for the prosecu­
tion, and for the defence Mr. Roberts was 
the only witness. The case was closed on 
Wednesday evening, and His Honor was 
addressed by the counsel on Thursday 
afternoon. The arguments on both sides 
evidenced great earnestness on the part of 
the counsel and familiarity with the School 
Law and Regulations of the Board of 
Education.

(5), He also justified the punish- 
ment with a cane, under the circumstances, 
and cited Common Law, and Statutes, in 
support of the Act

Mr. Vanwart commenced his exhaustive 
argument by at once pronouncing the 
Regulations above quoted ultra vires, aud 
asserted that the Board of Education or 
any other body had no power beyond 
what was given by the North America 
Act. The lad was on the Queen’s high­
way when punished. While assuming 
the regulations to le all right he held they 
did not give Mr. Roberta authority to 
punish Hayes as he was not a pupil in his 
grade, but belonged to Miss Atherton’s 
department. If anybody had a right to 
punish the boy it was Miss Atherton. In 
closing Mr. Vanwart said that in case His 
Honor concluded to fine Mr. Roberts, for 
assault Mr. Hayes would be well satisfied 
with a nominal tine, as he did not wish to 
put the defendant to any extra expense. 
To this statement Mr. Wetmore at 
dissented and said that Mr Roberts wish­
ed no favors from Mr. Hayes. At the 
conclusion of the arguments His Honor 
stated that he wonld consider the 
strictly from the point of law, and would 
deliver judgment at eleven o’clock 
"Monday morning.

The Chief Superintendent of Education 
was present on Thursday during the de­
livery of a portion of Mr. Wetmore’s ad­
dress. Rev. G. G. Roberts, father of the 
defendant, closely watched the progress of 
the rase, and among the other visitors 
were several school teachers and ex-in­
spector Freeze. The Secretary of the 
School Board was also present during the 
whole of the trial.

The Police Magistrate stated that this 
was ouly the second case of the kind he 
had ever tried in the city; although sever­
al application had been made to him for 
summonses, he invariably advised a more 
moderate course of redress.

One or two parties haxre 
imported hay from St. John and those 
who have it are obtaining a dollar a hun­
dred for it without difficulty.

Assessment.—The assessment list for 
the Parish of Bathurst is now made np 
and is the subject of much comment, in 
fact public opidion characterizes it as a 
most unjust assessment The discrimina­
tions in valuation in a number of cases are 
simply outrageous and call for the strong- 
est condemnation and afford strong grounds 
for suspecting that a little too much 
favoritism has been displayed in certain 
quarters. There is a little too much of 
this work going on in Bathurst.
