Harvard sent word to Yale that she
was eager to Mave the meet arranged
it possible, and Yale has just return-
ed word to Harvard that she is unan-
imous for the affair. With this general
understanding on the part of the Am-
erican universities, instructions will be
sent to the Harvard alumni who are
in England and who are close to many
of the Oxford and Cambridge alumni,
to begin formal negotiations for per-
fecting ‘plans for the meet. If the meet
is arranged, the Englishmen will com-
pete in this country in midsammer or
early fall

They last visited the country in 1901,

when Yale and Harvard defeated them
on the Berkley oval, New York city.
. Yake and Harvard have agreed in
their preliminary correspondence to
have the meet held at the stadium at
Harvard, as no track athletic fleld can
be secured in or near New York city
big enough to accommodate ‘the
crowds.

Yale and Harvard have =greed to
leave all the formal details of the meet
—such as the list of events, eligibility
and composition of teams—to the Am-
erican  alumni in London, who will
confer with the Oxford and Cambridge
alumni.

When the proposal for the meet was
first received from England, it was the
idea to have Oxford,which has already
won the dual English track meet with
Cambridge, meet the winner of the
Yale-Harvard meet. But Yale and
Harvard have decided that they would
prefer to meet Oxford and Cambridge
together. :

McBRIDE TO ASK
A LARGER GRANT

British Columbla Premer on
Way to England

e

Will Lay the Speclal Claims of the
Province Befors the Imperial
Authorities.

OTTAWA, Ont., April 18.—Premier
McBride, of British Columbia, spent
the day in the city on his. way to. St.
John, whence he sails on Friday for
England, on the Empress of Ireland.
Mr. McBride is going to London, at
the request of the Legislature of Brit-
ish Columbia, to lay before the Imper-
ial authorities ‘the special claims of
the Pacific province for better consid-
eration in the matter of the proposed
increased provincial subsidies.

It will be recalled that on the ‘occa-’

sion of the inter-provincial conference
in Ottawa last November, this ques-
tion was very carefully considered.
The premiers of the other provinces
conceeded that British Columbia was
by reason of her peculiar geographical
position, entitled to special considera-
tion, and it was suggested that this
should take the form of a grant ot
$100,000 for ten years, or one million
dollars in all over and -sbove the
customary per capita allowance.

Mr. McBride regarding this proposal
as fully inadequate when this offer
was made to him. His action was sub-
sequently endorsed by the people of
British Columbia, and the Legislature.
He goes to London now to ask for a
larger sum than $1,000,000 per annum
to be incorporated into the proposed
amendment to the British North Am-
erican Act.

Mr. McBride got his necessary cre-
dentials to the Colonial Office from
the State Department today.

Beilliant, Polished College Graduate Died
at White Earth Reservation,

PELHAM, Minn, April 18.—One of
the strangest romances found outside
of the pages of fiction was revealed

died at the White Earth Indian reser-
vation recently.

Young Brokaw was educated at St.

a prominent lawyer of St. Cloud. Few
young men in Minnesota began life
with brighter prospects than Enoch
Brokaw. Before completing his law
course he came to Pelham to assist
his father, who had opened a large
general store here. This visit was re-
sponsible for the strange change that
took place in his career.

It appears that Brokaw had fallen in
love with a young woman in Stearns
County. The elder Brokaw did not
consider it a suitable match for' his
son, and strenuously objected to his
choice. A bitter quarrel followed, and
in order to be avenged upon his parent,
young Brokaw went to the camp of
a band of Indians, then located a few
miles north_of Perham, and was wed-
ded to Fine Day, a full-blooded Chip-
pewa SQquUaw. |

The news of the marriage created 2
great sensation. It seemed impossible
to believe that the brilliant, polished
young man, who had been reared In
the lap of luxury, could take up his
abode with the Indians, who roamed
through the forests in true aboriginal
style. But such was the case. Culture
and refinement were abandoned, and
the dusky sons and daughters of the
forest became his friends and compan-
jons for the rest of his life.

George Buskin, agent and missionary
of the International Evangelical and
Colportage Mission, is making his an-|
‘nual visit to St. John in behalf of the
disseminating of the Holy Scriptures
and spiritual literature through the
Algoma and Northwest districts. For
thirty-two years the missionary has
labored in the gospel through the
sparsely settled districts, and by the
mission’s agency over 43,000 copies of
Biblical literature have been supplied in
twenty-two languages and eighty edi-
tions of books and tracts have been
published by the mission for its work in
five languages, thousand of which have
been given and no account taken of
them, and also 100,000 copies of annual
reports distributed. The second part of
the Ojibway and Emnglish dictionary for
the Indians is being published, which
will be sold to them at thirty cents a
copy, being about half the cost price,

the same cost, the tribe being scattered
over an area of 300,000 square miles.
The mission has no denominational
limit, being only in behalf of Godliness
and Christian knowledge. The dona-
tions of St. John in its behalf last year
were $18.26 which the missionary grate-
fully acknowledges.

The Assessors shall ascer-
tain, as nearly as possible, the partic=
ulars of the Real Estate, the Personal
Estate, and the Income of any person
who has not brought in a statement in
accordance with their notice, and as re-
quired by this Law, and shall make an
estimate thereof, at the true value and
amount, to the best of their informa-
tion and belief; and such estimate shall
be conclusive upon all persons who
have not filed their statements in due
time, unless .they can show a reason<
able excuse for the omission.”

“gec. 138, No person shall have an
abatement unless he has filed with the
Assessors the statement, under oath,
within the time hereinbefore required;
nor shall the Common Council in any
such case, sustain an appeal from the
judgment of the Assessors, unless they
shall be satisfied that there was good
cause why the statement was not filed
in due time as herein provided.”
