How is it that 
the farms in Ontario, and especially 
along the front of Lake Ontario, have 
been advancing rapidly in value in 
the past three or four years, while 
the values of farm lands In New York 
state, light across the lake, have been 
declining? Along the road between 
Port Hope and Cobourg farms cannot 
be bought now at less than $100 an 
acre. Up In Mariposa back of Lindsay 
there has been an advance of $20 an 
acre in the past three years. In Hal- 
ton county they sell at from $100 to 
$500 an acre, and everyone in Exsex 
knows how farm lands have bound­
ed up in value in the pu t three or 
/our years. Sales have been made up 
into the hundreds of dollars an acre. 
The average price of farms with good 
buildings—that is, the average grain 
and stock farm, and not fruit land, 
which is much higher—Is about $90 an 
acre, where four or five years ago the 
price was $65 to $75. Mixed farming 
and a magnificent home market for 
everything grown, have increased the

lng up land after a succession of 
wheat crops. The barley ripens before 
the seeds from the weeds ripen. Very 
little attention Is paid to barley so 
grown. Only a very small proportion 
is fit for malting purposes. The bulk of 

crop Is used by the farmers in 
northwest for feed and the re­

mainder is exported as feed barley to 
Ontario, Quebec, the lower provinces 
and Europe. Some is used by the 
distillers, none for malt by the brew­
ers."

This will be Interesting news and 
goes to show the utter Ignorance of 
the person who wrote this alleged In­
formation up for the Globe. The facts 
are that a large proportion of the 
northwest crop Is good malting barley. 
Two large malting houses at Winni­
peg are running night and day on 
Manitoba barley and several Montreal 
malt houses are running on Manitoba 
and northwest barley.

A Cunning Deal.

The Toronto Globe has come out 
from Its seclusion on the barley ques­
tion. It Is nearly two weeks since the 
Mall and Empire brought to the at­
tention of Ontario barley growers, 
the fact that Russian barley would 
come m free, If the Taft-Flelding 
deal was passed, and that as Russia 
produced more than ten times as much 
barley as Canada, and exported en­
ormous quantities, it would come up 
the St. Lawrence to Montreal and 
swamp our home market. Previous 
to that time the Globe has been shout­
ing out almost dally the advantages 
the farmer would derive it the Taft- 
Fielding deal carried, but suddenly 
barley ceased to be mentioned in Its 
columns. We have been waiting for 
the Globe to resume the discussion 
on this important matter. Now that 
it has resumed it, let us continue to 
discuss it, and the farmer will soon 
have all the facts before him. and 
will be in a position to form an In­
telligent conclusion before he cafcts 
his vote.

The day following our first state­
ment as to the Russian menace, the 
Globe said It was "a bogy." and the 
Star echoed that It was a "vision."
