Constantinople, Oct. 16—The Porte 
has recalled Its ministers at Athene, 
Sofia and Belgrade, The Porte Ig­
nores the Greek ultimatum regarding 
Greek vessels which have been seized 
and bases the recall of the Turkish 
minister at Athens on the admission 
by Greece of Cretan deputies to the 
Greek parliament.

The ministers at Sofia and Belgrade 
are recalled because of 
tory tone of the note sent by the Bal­
kan states, demanding the execution 
of reform in Macedonia. Technically 
the action of the Turkish government 
does not amount to a declaration of 
war because Turkey has not given 
passports to the ministers of those na­
tions affected and thus puts the onus 
of a declaration of war upon her op­
ponents.

Tbe government announces that It 
will release the seized Greek vessels 
which have foreign owned cargoes on 
board.

GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC NOTES.

Mr. B. J. Chamberlain, general man­
ager of tbe Grand Trunk Pacific Rail­
way, has returned to Winnipeg after a 
tour of the western lines of his com­
pany. He went as far as the end of 
steel beyond Fltzhugh. proceeding 
thence by trail to the Tete Jaune 
Cache.

At Edmonton Mr. Chamberlain stat­
ed that everything would be done to 
open up tbe road as soon as possible 
to the Fraser River, but In view of 
the exceedingly difficult nature of the 
work he feared that the route would 
not be open before June at the earliest. 
The chief hindrance met with Is the 
heavy rock work and some of the eon: 
tractors are putting on ahlfts so as to 
work both day and night.

Authoritative testimony as to the 
character of the work done by the 
National Transcontinental Railway 
Commission as well as to the Import- 
uuce to Canada of their work was de­
livered by Major R. J. Leonard, chair­
man of that body at the annual ban­
quet of the Brantford Board of Trade 
held recently, where he was the guest 
of honor.

"The Transcontinental," he declar­
ed, “Is being built 
moat durable manner known, 
also of great military advantage, giv­
ing Canada an unlimited width, and. 
in spite of the million* that will be | 
spent in its construction, the railway 
will prove a great national asset and 
not a liability.”

With reference to the construction 
work In progress on the Winnipeg- 
Moncton section. Major Leonard an­
nounced that a further expenditure of i 
$112,000,000 would be unavoidable./ 
With few exceptions, all of the 1,804 
miles were under construction and 
there were between 400 and 600 miles 
of track still to be laid.

He hoped by the end of next au­
tumn the line between Winnipeg and 
Cochrane would be completed, and, by 
the end of the ensuing season, the 
whole Une with the exception of the 
Quebec Bridge, that would require an 
additional outlay of $12,000,000. Ma­
jor Leonard also referred to the 400 
miles of clay belt in Ontario, whose 
fertility was equal to anything on the 
prairies, and which would be so much 
nearer the sea by rail as to greatly 
enhance the value of Ontario lands.

greater things in the way of awaken­
ing public sentiment against this 
great crime of national waste. Nat- 
ually the movement depends largely 
■upon the activity of tire Insurance 
men for Its success In the beginning, 
but It is to be hoped that, when our 
citizenship generally becomes fully 
aroused and the individuals come to 
a realization that It Is not an Indif­
ferent proposition in which they have 
merely a detached Interest, but that It 
is a personal mutter of Intimate Inter­
est to every property owner's pocket 
book, then the fire insurance agents 
and those who now see the large sig­
nificance of the fire prevention move­
ment will not have to do all the boost­
ing to work up Interest in annual fire 
prevention days. When the present 
effort has gr«rn to that point, every 
day will become fire prevention day 
and there will be unanimous co-opera­
tion to reduce the-fire waste. Until 
that time, however, the few will have 
to bear the burden of boosting the idea 
and making as much noise about it as 
possible. So let every fire Insurance 
man become a booster for fire pre­
vention day.

It your state is among the progres­
sive commonwealths "with an up-to- 
date governor who bas Issued a pro­
clamation for the day, make the most 
of this opportunity and see that it is 
a success. Now is a critical point In 
this movemept and It will be a lot 
harder to reawaken Interest next 
year If your state observed the day 
last year and does not this year. 
See to it that you do not slip back 
over the ground you have already 
gained. Some one must do it V It Is to 
be done at all. so do not wait for the 
other fellow and. If he has already 
started, line up with him and make 
the thing a big go.

If you live in a state that has not 
yet awakened to the importance and 
practicability of the movement, don’t 
wait for some one else to make the 
first move, but get busy yourself and 
start a sentiment that will put you In 
line with the progressive states of the 
present day. This Is a worth-while 
piece of public service and you will 
find a lot of satisfaction in being iden­
tified with it.
