"The Call of the New China” wna 
the sublet of an interesting address 
by Dr. J. G. Bond, at the closing ses­
sion of the missionary institute in St. 
David’s church last evening. Geo. A. 
Henderson was chairman of the meet­
ing and there was a large audleqce re­
presentative of the different churches 
of the city. The opening exercises were 
conducted by Rev. Miles McCutcheon, 
pastor of Brussels street church.

Referring to the centuries of China’s 
"splendid Isolation," 
she refused Intercourse of other na­
tions, Dr. Bond reminded his hearers 
that China had a history of centuries 
not a fabled history but a positive 
one. Two hundred years before Abra­
ham sought the Land of Promise, the 
Chinese astronomers were recording 
astrological observations. They had 
built great cities, and a perfected civ­
ilization. Five hundred years before 
we knew the art of printing from mov­
ing types, the Chinese had It.

Tills period of splendid Isolation no 
longer exists, however, for China has 
undergone a revolution which has 
made her welcome the Ingress of west­
ern thought.

With the realization of the necessity 
of keeping pace with the advance spir­
it of the west, which realization the 
speaker attributed to the Bible, and a 
book by a Chinese on "China’s only 
hope." reforms sprang up, and the past 
decade in the history of China marks 

of the greatest periods in the 
world’s history. In 1900 two hundred 
Christian missionaries were put to 
death. |n 1912 the first provisional pre­
sident of the new-born Chinese repub­
lic was a Christian.

Moving pictures of scenes In China 
were given during the evening with 
explanatory remarks by Rev. H. C. 
Priest.

In the afternoon addresses were giv­
en by Mr. Priest and Rev. M. E. Fletch-
