PARIS FAIR AND PAN-AMERICAN.

A Director of the Buffalo Exposition Com-
pares the Two.

P

Frederick W. Taylor, director of con-
cessions at the pan-American exposition
at Buffalo, recently returned from a tive
weeks’ Itrip to the Paris exposition where
he has made arrangements for the tr:
fer to the pan-American of some of
most popular amuzemenit features of
’aris fair.

On his return to Buffalo, Mr.
praised the Paris exposition as an exhibi-
tion of the products of the wor'd, but
criticized its management. Ile said, “the
amusement features of the fair were very
disappointing, both to the stockholders
and the visitors, as there was no especial
place provided for them, but instead they
were scattered in' a hap-hazard way about
the grounds, and therefore hard to nnd.
Besides this disadvantage none of the
buildings for exhibits were highted during
the evenings, and the principal porticns
of the grouwds were as dark: at nu..}n as
a deserted village.”” He attributed failure
of the many concessions to the fict thut
{hey were wokl outnight at <o mucda per
square foot {or the space occupied, instead
of being run on a percentage basis as s
being done at the pan-American exposi-
tion. 1n consequence of this outright saie
of privileges, the interesi of the company
ceased, and also many duplicate .couces
~ons were soid.

The South American countries ali had
elaborate displays,” says Mr. Tayloz, “al-
" though they were ovenhadowed ny the
older and richer countries. Dr. Day, our
-upelmtendcnt of mining, was wt Paris
in charge of the Standard Oil Compnay’s
exhibit. 1 had a long vis't with the South
American  representatives, and found
them enthusiastic about the pan-Amezican
exposition.

“Yes, I looked about for concessions
and exhibits, amd found any number of
Europen pecple who would like to com:
here if they were eligible, and also nnuy
concesaicnaires and- exhibitors who will at
ouce transfer their exhibits from cars
to Builalo.

“Many persons fear that it w1l cost an
enormous sum to wwt all the features of
our exposition, hut it is really going to
be surprivingly cheap. None of the Mid-
way features- will charge over cents
admission, and prcbably nct over four
will chargz over 15 cents. The animal
¢how, volcano and cyclorama, which will
serve no reireshments and sell no sou-
venirs, will charge a little more than she
vest, \\'l..ch will have esxtra attraciions
inside, fuch as shows in tne theatres oi
the different villages, where a small ad
mission will be charged.

“1 think $6 will admit a person to
meu imporiant feature of the Midway,
where will be located the cnly exhibits
for which an extra admittance fee will bz
dlm -ged, and for $10 or $12 at the outside,

Biggest Salvage on Record.
Wiien the hig American line steamship
St. Pauvl ran aground in a dense fog on
ile Jensey beach near the lower end of

.Long Branch, before daylight on January

25, 1896, Cuptain (Mark, Lloyd’s agent in
New York, got word of it at four o’clock
in the morning, he cabled instantly to
London, and Lloyd’s was in possession of
the nenws at 8.30 a. m. The St. Paul had
been induiging in a spurt of speed with
the swif: Cumarder Campania, which in
moderate weather is nearly a knot faster
than the American ship; she got far out
of her course, missing the IMire Island
light, and drove up on the sands of the
Jersey coast. She was held in the em-
brace of the shelving beach for ten days.
The Campania was also reported to have
toudhed bottom by an observant life
saver patroiling the beach. Her com-
mander and her agents declared that this
was not so, but she undoubtedly came
within view of folks along the shore.
In the cargo of the St. Paul were one and
a quarter millions in gold consigned to a
firm in New York. 1t was essential that
this should be lanaed. Arrangements
were made with the Merritt-Chapman
Wrecking Company to have the stranded
liner hauled off. She and her cargo, in-
cdluding the gold, were heavily insured.
After it was found that it was going to
be very difficult to float the big ship, the
consignees of the geld, who needed it in
their business, appealed to Caplain Clurk
ws Lloyd’s agent to have it landed. It 1e-
mained aboard the wvesel {hree days; the
fact of 'it being there rendered the under-
writers liable for a heavier tax in the
event of the vessel being floated. Natur-
ally, the American line did not make any
dtrenuous efforts to have the bmllion dis-
charged, and just as naturaily Lloyd's
were anxious to get it off as quickly as
possible; for in the event of a storm aris-
ing and causing the destruction of the
dhip, the gold would have added so much
more to the loss of the underwriters.
Captain (lark chartered a steamer and of-
fered to take charge of the gold and land
it. Thereupon the captain obtained a
promise that the gokl wourld be landed im-
mediately. Thus the underwriters were
relieved of the further risk and expense
of floating the sirinded ship. The gold
was tran<fererd to sthe lighter Haggerty
down a sagging shute sugpestive stretch of
canvas in bags, kegs, and boxes. Twelve
men armed with revolvens guarded the
ltreasure as it was transferred from i
pier to a truck and taken to a wvault in
Wall street. The award of $166,000 for
salvage service in the case of the St.
Paul was the larg ever obtained in
an admiralty couvt- The St. Paul was
aground ten days.

AMERICAN LEGISLATION.

Senator Hale Indicates the Subjects Con-
gress Must Deal With.

New York, Nov. 27—The commercial Ad-
vertiser’s Washington special  quotes
Senator Hale on the outlook for legisla-
tion at the coming session of congress: .

“We have won a great and deserved vic-
tory,” he says. “The people have express
ed their faith in the administration and
have committed the entire government to

congress. Our victory has been brought
!about by the votes of hundreds of thous-
'and of men who did not all agree on
everything that is claimed to be Repub-
licanism.

“The present conditions in China where
the administration has been singularly
wise and conservative, has shown us how
our Oriental experiments are likely to in-
volve us in every eastern complicatjon.

“What will be the best. thing to do in
the near future with the Philippine isl-
ands it is difiicult to say but the party and
the administration can be trusted.

“We must help the Cubans just as fast
as possible to set up their own government.
The business interests of ‘the island will
be in sympathy with us and all the Cuban
foreign policy will be largely subordinated
to ours but the Cubans have got to run
their own governmental machinery and the
sooner that is done the better,

“Porto Rico will take care of itself.

“Hawaii is showing that insular annexa-
tion is no easy thing to manage. Already
the popular vote has decided against- the
administration’s policy and against the
Republican party. I look for difficulties of
many kinds in the management of those
islands, but good sense and good judgment,
caution and conservatism will bring ehe
party and the country out all right.”

Senator Hale does not believe very much
will be done by congress this winter ex-
cept to pass appropriation bills.

“Perhaps the subsidy bill will pass,” he
says, “ and there may be some tinkering
with the army but sooner or later the lat-
ter will be found a hornets nest for con-
gress to deal with. I take it for granted
too, that we will pass a reapportionment
bill. I do not see anything at present that
will interfere with the prompt execution
of the work that is absolutely necessary,
which, if left undone would. necess1tate an
extra session of congress.”
