The city to furn-
ish to contactors pipes and other ma-
térials enterng into the construction.

The system will cover the entire town
plot of Fredericton and the engineer
thinks this makes ample provision for
futare growth. The plans proviie for 538,
000 feet of pipe which is 13,030 it excess
of the estimates made by Wills Chipma,
the Toronto engineer, a few ysears ago.
The main sewer pipe, which is w vary
in size from ten to eighteen in:ves vall
extend from old government huisw down
Brunswick street and out to the rver
bank at the foot of Lansdowuc avenue
where it will be emptied inio the river.

At the opening session of Coromer Ber-
ryman’s inquest Monday into the death
of Miss Edith F. Glark, witnesses ewore
that the deceased girl said Dr. Preston had
performed an operation on her.

The evidence of Mrs. Clark, Miss Rey-
nolds, Miss Maxwell and Miss Muir, Dr.
Roberts, Dr. Scammell and Dr. G. A. B.
Addy and Burpee Brown, druggist, was
taken and adjournment made #ill this
evening.

Solicitor General Jomes was present for
the crown, Scobtt E. Morrill and B. L.
Gerow, counsel for Dr. Preston, and A.
W. MacRae and J. A. Sinclair, counsel for
Camp. They merely heard tne evidence,
and did not question the witnesses.

The inquiry was conducted in the court
hcuse, and half an hour previous to the
hour of opening fully 100 people were as-
sembled about the ‘door. - Although pre-
cautions were taken to prevent an indis-
criminate entrance, the room- was closely
crowded; and long after the inquest was
opened the number endeavoring to be ad-
mitted did not decrease.

Previous to
the time the doctors arrived, a few weeks
ago, she was sick for a couple of days, but
she did not tell me the nature of ner
trouble. She was in bed. She asked me to
go and ask Miss Nellie Reynolds to get her
a doctor. The physician called was Di.
Roberts. He came on Wednesday after-
noon, Nov. 15. That day he said my
daughter had a heavy cold, and gave me
directions what to do, and on the follow-
ing day he also called. He told us then
that he thought she was suffering fromi
congestion of the lungs. On that day he
also changed the medicine.

“Pr:evious to this. time I dom’t know if
she was using any medicine, On Wednes-
day I saw in her bedroom a medicine boi-
tle, but I don’t kncw if she was taking
the contents. On Sunday Dr. Roberts cali-
ed in Dr. Scammell.

“On Saturday night I became alarmed
about Edith’s condition. I notified. Dr.
Roberts or rather asked Nellie Reynolds
to tell him. He gave Miss Reynolds a pre-
scription.
