TRAGIC DEATH OF
' GEORGE W. ALLEN

—

Died by His Own
Hand

Noted Fredericton Lawyer,
Despondent Over lil-Health,
Ends Promising Career--
Inquest Will Not Be Held——
Was M. P. P. of York and
Supreme Court Reporter.

Fredericton, N. B., Jan. 13—While in a
fit of despondency brought on by’ con-
tinued ill-health, George Winthrop Allen,
one of the leading lawyess of \New Bruns- |
wick, and M. P. P. for York, shot himself |
in the head at his home here this morning, |
inflicting a wound from the effects of |
which he died at 5 o’clock this afternoon.
The melancholy affair is the talk of the
city tonight and sorrow for the grief-
stricken relatives is universal.

Mr. Allen hgd not been - in the enjoy- |
ment of good health for several vears, und}
about a year ago he was obliged to give
up the active practice of his profession.
For three months preceding Christmas he
was confined to his house, but during the
last fortnight he was about the streets
quite frequently, and his health appeared |

ing very well, he remained in bed and had
breakfast served in his room.
Shortly after 10 o’clock Mrs. Allen went |

leaving her mother, Mrs. J. King Hazen,

inquiry for Mr. Allen over the telephone,
and Mrs. Hazen, going to the door of his
room, heard him- breathing heavily but,
believing him to be asleep, went away
without disturbing him.

Found Husband Dying.

Mrs. Allen returned home at 12.30 o’clock
and, a few minutes later, in going to her
husband’s room_to consult him in regard
to his dinner, made the shocking discovery
that he had shot himself. He was lying
on the bed in a pool of blood, which flow-
ed from a bullet hole in his forehead, and-
his right hand clutched a revolver.

T. Carleton Allen, brother of the unfor-
tunate man, who lives a few doors away,
was hastily summoned, and Dr. Atherton
was soon upon the scene, in response to a
telephone message. The doctor found Mr.
Allen unconscious and breathing very
heavily. He remained with the patient
for mnearly two hours, being assisted by
Mrs. Daniel Richards, trained nurse, who
conducts a private hospital near by. Al
efforts to restore him to consciousness
proved unavailing, and it soon became ap-
parent to the physician’s practiced eye
that he was beyond earthly aid. Shortly
before 5 o’clock he passed away without
regaining consciousness.

Dr. G. J. McNally, coroner, was called
in and, after viewing the body and ascer-
taining the facts, decided that an inquest
wage unnecessary. The weapon with which
the dreadful deed. was committed was a
92-calibre revolver, and is supposed to
have been purchased or borrowed by the
deceased very recently. The muzzle of the
weapon was evidently held only a few
inches from his head, the bullet entering
just behind the right temple and pene-
trating the brain. The room in which the
tragedy occurred is in the upper part of
the house, and Mrs. Hazen and Mre.
Burnside, being down stairs at the time,
did not hear the report of the weapon.

His Oareer. .

George Winthrop Allen, K. CaM P E,
was the second youngest son of the late
Sir John C. Allen, chief justice of New
Brunswick, and was born in this city forty-
nine years ago. His early education was
received in the public schools here, and in
1877, when only eighteen years of age, he
ccmpleted a course at the U. N. B., gradu-
ating at the head of his class. He taught
school at Canterbury a short time. After
taking the M. A. degree from his alma
mater, he went to the old country and
completed a course of studies -at the Uni-
versities of London and Edinburgh. Upon
returning to New Brunswick he was called
to the bar in 1882 and soon afterwards en-
tered into professional partnership with
the late George F. Baird, of St. John.
Some years later he practiced for a short
time in partnership with his brother-in-
law, J. D. Hazen, and upon returning to
Fredericton about ten years ago he formed
a partnership with the late E. Byron
Winslow, and about the same time was
appointed official reporter of the supreme
court, a position which he continned to ill
up to the time of his death. Tt was while
practicing in St. John that he actively in-
terested himself in politics, and frequent-
ly espoused the Liberal cause on the pub-
lic platform in that city.

Upon the ~elevation of Hon. F. P,
Thompson to the senate, Mr. Allen was,
in February, 1901, clected to the legislature
for York by acclamation. At the general
clection in 1903 he was re-elected along
with his ticket. His extensive knowledge
of law made him a most useful member of
the legislature and he was called upon to
draft many important bills. For five years
he had been chairman of the municipalities
committee and also held the office of
deputy speaker during that period. Al-
though he ranked high as an orator, Mr.
Allen. on account of the delicate state of
his health, took very little part in debates
in the legislature, but when he did take
{he floor his utterances always command-
ed the close attention of the house. It
has often been said of Mr. Allen that he
wag the best informed lawyer of his time
