The young men
do not seem to be much the werse for
their dangerous experience.

TORK LUMBERMEN

AND

FARMERS LOST $200,000
BY DEFEAT OF RECIPROCITY

Astounding Figures Showing What a Blow Misguided Voters
Struck at Prosperity of New Brunswlck—Some Cases in

Detail. -

(Fredericton Mail.)

Ex-Alderman Walter Boyce, is the larg-
est individual shipper in this locality. and
he does not conceal the fact that is has
been his banner year. In she month of
February he shipped no less than 8,000
barrels of turnips to the United Btates,
and he has since disposed of 4,000 addition-
al barrels, making a total of 12,000. The
duty on turnips is twenty-five cents a bar-
rel, so that on the entire shipment he
was obliged to pay tribute to Uncle Sam
to the tune of $3,000.

Mr. Boyce has shipped to the American
market so far this season, about 4,000 bar-
rels of Dotatoes, which were purchased
from farmers in the counties of York and
Sunbury, The duty on. the shipment
amounted to $3,000. Mr. Boyce has also

| chipped 1,600 tons of pressed hay to the

United States this season on which he
payed duty at the rate of $4 a ton or a
total of $6,400

The statement may seem gurprising but
nevertheless it is true that Mr. Boyce
in a period of six days this spring dis-
persed among the farmeérs of this section
the sum of $20,000, in exchange for pro-
duce. At Cardigan Station in one week
a representative of his paid out for pro-
duce the sum of $6,000.

Thomas Gray, a leading farmer of Kings-
clear, raised two acres of potatoes last
year. He kept sufficient for his own use
and for seed and disposed of the balance
to Mr. Boyce, for the tidy sum of $397.

Mr. Boyce is only one of a number of
people who are making large shipments of
| farm produce to the United States this
8eason. T. Allen, of Penniac, has al-
ready sent iorw&rd 1000 tons of hay and
be has 500 tons yet to go. Canadian hay
is now quoted in “the Boston market at
$31 a ton. Tt sells here for 811 and $12,
but duty, freight and other charges ecat
lup a good share of the shipper’s profits,

Those who are in a fair position to
make a correct estimate declare that the

junfortunate defeat of reciprocity in Sep-

tember last has already cost the farmers
{and lumbermen of York at the very least
the large sum of $200,000. Taking into
consideration the quantity of lumber and

| produce which is going forward from this

county every week to the market of the
United States we believe the estimate to
The demand for
our farm produce from across the line
has been very keen this year but it is
nothing to what it would have been had

our entire orop of potatoes to Uncle Sam
and then turned around and 1mported a
supply for our own use at the same price
which the Yankees are paying for theirs,
less twenty-five cents a bushel duty.

Some figures relating to our export trade
with the United States, supplied by Mr.
W. W. Boycey a local produce shipper,
are found in another column of this issue
and certainly make interesting reading.
Mr. Boyce says that he paid out the sum
of $20,000 in six days to the farmers of
this section in exchange for produce which
he sent to the United States. He also
says that he has so far this season ship-
ped across the line 1,600 tons of hay, 4,-
500 barrels of potatoes and 12,000 harrels
of turnips. He purchased them from peo-
ple of all shades of politics, and we are
.not aware that as a result of the trans-
action, the parties to it are any less de-
voted to British institutions than they
were a year ago. Certainly they have an-
nexed a lot of American greenbacks, and
we sincerely trust, for the good of the
country that they will annex all they can
lay their hands on in the same way.

Flag-flapping Tory politicians and news-
papers are constantly singing the praises
of the wonderful home market and there
are one-horse farmers in some sections of
this country whbo apparently take some
stock in what they say. They evidently
are unaware of the fact that the price
of farm products is regulated by the law
of supply and demand, and if it were not
for the large guantities purchased in Fred-
ericton for shipment abroad the prices
would be a great deal lower than they
are. Why a score or so of up-to-date
farmers could easily raise all the produce
that the Fredericton market requires’”One
Kingsclear farmer alone last year raised
1,600 barels of potatoes or sufficient to
supply every family in Fredericton for
two months.

The quantity of produce shipped out of
York county to the United States this
season seems large, but after all what
does it amount to. - Why, we should be
sending fifty times that quantity across
the line every year and we would be doing
it if we had free access to their great
markets. All of the butter and cheese

| produced in this province last year could

be consumed in the city of New York in
a single day. All of the eggs laid in New
Brunswick in 1811 would not last New
York more than two or three days, while
out total potato crop would be put out
of sight in less than a fortnight in that
griat city. We have a fertile soil in New
