The Case Of the Queen vs. Charles Ring 

charged with selling liquor without license 
.Came before the Police Court this morning 
and oecupied over an hour in trial. Mr.
R. J. Ritchie appeared lor the defence. 
Policeman McLaren testified that on the 
evening of the 22od ult. he entered the 
house where Ring lived and passing into 
the kitehen in the rear of thejjar saw seve­
ral persons sitting,two of them apparently 
ubder the influence of liquor. Ring was 
at thé table eating bis supper and the door 
leading to the bar was locked He called 
Ring to open it which was done and they 
entered, Ring going first and shotting the 
door after him. When tliey first entered 
a light was burning and a bottle was on 
the counter. Ring blew the light out and 
taking the bottle jumped over the counter. 
McLaren got the bottle and found it 
mined liquor. He also found liquor in 
some other vessels near by. The defence 
alleged that Ring was not proprietor oh 
the shop, it having always been kept by 
his mother, and that be should not be held 
responsible. An old pensioner who lives 
with Mrs. Ring also swore that he had gdt 
no liquor from the shop since May, and 
that he only bought liquor once in thirteen 
week, when his pension was paid. Tl% 
Magistrate stated his utter disbelief of this 
story and said that from what he knew of 
the men’s fondness for liquor be would go 
through a stone wall to get drank. 
Mr. Ritchie made a favorable address, al­
leging that no ease had been made ont far
