We should be thankful
for the absence of beggars, the scarcity
of street musicians, the mildness of the
weather, and many other things. We
only suggest a few for the purpose of
starting our readers on the path of in-
quiry. To-morrow is the day on which
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mer should diligently search their me-
mories and loek abroad for things to be
thankful for. If they do so they will be
gurprised at the number and importance
of thie favors they are enjoying. ~Look
at Spain, cutsed with clvil war; France,
trembling on the verge of revolution;
Great Britain, psﬁraliied with labor dif-
ficulties; the States, smitten with yel
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low fever, convulsed by a financial pan-
ic, and suffering an epidemic of defalea-
tions. Even the Catholics should cease
grumbling at the sehool tax, and thank
God that their Church property is not
appropriated by the Government as it is
‘in Rome, under the shadow of the walls
that hold the Supreme Pontiff. Let us
all be thankful for one day: all the rest
of the year may be employed in grum-
bling and growling.

The Kaisers Umiting.

The motive of Emperor William's
visit to Vienna is disclosed in our dis-
patches to-day. His policy is to make
an alliance with Austria on the Roman
and other questions. The defeat of Sa-
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dowa would seem to be forgiven by
Austria. The day for revenge has, at
least, passed away, and there is nothing
to prevent a close union of the two na-
| tions. Not even the towering ambition
of Bismarck proposes the dismember-
ment of Austria for the purpose of seiz-
ing its Germanic provinces, and, the na-
tions being no longer rivals for the lead-
ership of a great race, may well become
friends and ‘allies. Germany has taken
the lead in a czsade for the nati naliz »
tion of the Church—its freedom from
papal rule—and the rescue of the youth
of the land from exclusive clerical teach-
ings, and the movement has extended to
Switzorland and other countries.. The
| Pope'is, of course,employing all his tem-
poraliand spiritual jpower to maintain

the
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hisefipremacy over the Church, and the
Church’s hold on the education of the
masses ; and the German Kaiser wants to
indnce Austria to join him in his at-
tempt-to have the youth taught that
their first allegiance is due to their
country instead of the Pope. The Aus-
trian Emperor may be persuaded to join
in the movement, and he may fear to
embark on so troublesome an under-
taking. He would, no doubt, like to
have his subjects free from papal inter-
ference, but he may fear that he cannot
induce them to be free. He knows that
- | the Church has the stronger hold om
many ‘of his people, and he will not
rashly come in conflict with her.

The Ida "Assault Case in Court—The Rival
Lawvers—Forbzs on the Press—Kerson
Forbes - ““A Mean, Cowardly, Unmaxly
Assault.”

The case againstthe Captainof the Ida,

for assaulting his mate, was continued

in the Police Court yesterday afternoon.

For the defence Mr. McNally was called.

His testimony was unimportant. Hewas

one of the men who went down with the

Captain to the brig, and waited on deck

.while the assanlt was committed in the

cabin. James Gordon Forbes, Esq., the

counsel for the defence, then addressed
the Court, taking exception to the infor-
mation, which was for an aggravated as-
sault. He claimed that an assault of that
kind could only be committed with some
weapon. John Kerr, Esq., for the prose-
cution, briefly replied. Mr. Forbes com-
menced his address and comments on the
evidence. He characterized it as rather
a very extraordinary case, and he spoke
of the comments made by the pressas un-
fair, unmauly, and unjust. He asked
members of the press to think that some-
time their position might be the same as
his unfortunate client’s. They might
stand as strangers in a strange dock. He
produced a TRIBUNE, which he said con-
tained a full account of the case before it
was tried. [This account will be found
to be borne out by the evidence.] From
this account he read aletter aldressed by
the counsel on the opposite side to Supt.
Gibson (which he pronounced Jibson),
which was, he said, unkind and calculat-
ed to inflame the public mind. To prove
this he referred to the hisses with which
some of his brilliant utterances had been'
received by the mob collected in the room
during the trial. He would like to know
in what other Court such a thing would
be tolerated, and he would like to teach
gentlemen of the press that they cannot
publish what they please,and advise them
to learn a lesson from the Tichborne
trial. [Loud laughter.] He would ask
if there was mno power to stop
the scurrility of the press. [Increased
laughter, while the ex-Alderman’s eyes
glared wildly.] The Magistrate here inter-
posed and said that, after sixteen years
experience on the bench, he was inclined
to believe that the press had done as
much to put down crime, by giving pub-
licity to deeds of violence, as he had him-
self. [Cheers.] Mr. Forbes continued,

and, for a few minutes more, went on i

the same strain, saying he would compel

members of the press to temper their
zeal with some judgment. He then com-
