If it were not for the hope of obtaining jus­
tice from the Liberal party which now appears 
to be approaching to power in Mexico, the 
President should recommend the taking pos­
session of a portion of Mexico sufficiently 
large to indemnify us for all our claims and 
grievances against her. Refers to that por­
tion of Northern Mexico which borders on 
our territories, and says there are consider- 
tions which claim our attention there. We 
are interested in the peace of that neighbor­
hood. The lawless Indians enter our settle­
ment in Arizona, and there seems to be no 
other way in which this difficulty csn be rem­
edied than by establishing military posts is 
Sonora and Chihuabus. He recommends 
that this should be done in view of the fact 
that Mexico itself is in a state of anarchy and 
imbecility, and therefore unable to protect its 
own frontiers.

With regard to Spain, be refers to the 
causes which have delayed the appointment 
of a successor to Mr. Dodge at the Court of 
Madrid, and says Mr. Preston will go out 
with powers to settle our difficulties with that 
country if it be possible to settle them.

He next adverts to Cubs, and says that 
that Island ought to belong to us, and recom­
mends that steps be taken for its purchase, 
as we obtain all our new territory by honor­
able negociations, Cuba should not be aa ex­
ception.

With regard to the Tariff the President re­
affirms his former opinions in favor of specific 
duties on certain articles, and submits the 
whole tarriff question to the consideration of 
Congress.

He then calls attention to the Pacific Rail­
road, and refers to the Overland mails as 
showing the practicability of the route.

Among other subjects be reiterates bis re- 
commet dations to establish a territorial grant 
in Arizons.

The expenses of the Government for the 
next fiscal year, according to the Treasury 
report, are stated at $73,217,917. 46 of 
which show a diminution on expense* of the 
last year of $846,898,51. The quantity of 
public lands sold during the five quarters 
ending 30th September was $4,804,919, for 
which was received $2,574,192. The mil­
itary land warrants located amounted to 6,- 
993,110 acres. Over 10 millions acres of 
land have been sold, under the Graduation 
Law of 1854, at the price of 12, cents per 
acre. Over 15,000,000 acres have been 
surveyed, and are ready for market in Kansas 
and Nebraska. The report of the Indian 
bureau states the whole number of Indians 
within our limits at 350,000. Over 393 
treaties bare been ratified by the Indians 
sice the adoption of the Constitut on by 
which we have a squ red 583,163,88 acres of 
land. The commissioner thinks we have 
made mistakes in removing the indians from 
place to place, in assigning them too much 
land, and in granting them too large annu- 
ities.

THE UNITED STATES AND 
HAYTI.

[From the London Times.]
The details of a grievance said to bare 

been sustained lately by the Haytien Guv- 
ernment at the bands of the Washington 
Cabinet has just transpired, and seem not 
without importance, although the case will 
probably be found to have arisen from the 
absence of sufficient explanations. About a 
year back a party of American citizens es­
tablished themselves in the island of Navazs, 
about 30 miles from the Haytien coast, and 
which is claimed as a dependency of that 
country. Their object was to ship cargoes 
of an inferior kind of guano found in great 
abundance there. On learning ths facts the 
Haytien Government sent two commissioners 
to examine. They found a regular establish- 
ment, consisting of a wharf, boats, houses, 
and fifty workmen, provided with a couple of 
four-pounders and other weapons, and that 
guano was being actively collected. There­
upon, the Haytien Government senti formal 
protest to the American Agent at Port au- 
Prince, to be forwarded to Washington, 
and waited the arrival of orders to the inter­
lopers to withdraw. On the 15th of August 
last, however, two American men-of-war, 
the Saratoga and another, visited Hayti, and 
notified that, so far from the Washington 
Cabinet having any intention to comply with 
the request made, the vessels bad come to 
protect the alleged intruders, and to warn 
the Government of Hayti not to interfere 
with them. The ground assigned was that 
by an act of Congress of the 18th of August 
1856, the American Government bad been 
authorised to pro'ect citizens of the United 
States who may di-cover guano in any island 
“not within the lawful jurisdiction of any 
other Government.” Having given this 
notice, the Saratoga, without waiting any 
reply, sailed off. The Haytien Government 
then sent a new protest to Washington, and 
in this position the affair at present stands. 
It is evident from the notice given by the 
Saratoga that the United States are disposed 
to deny the Haytien jurisdiction. On the 
other hand, Hayti asserts that upon that 
point, from historic precedents and actual 
facts, there can be no question. Happily, 
matters of this description are now beyond 
the possibility of permanent dispute, since 
he laws that them are so well de fined. The 
United States showed in the analogous case 
that occurred with Peru about five years 
back that they were prepared to, deal with 
such cases according to exact and liberal in- 
terpre’ations, and there is reason to antici- 
pate that, if the Haytien proofs are as irre­
fragable as they are represented and believed

She had all the symptoms of a commencing 
decline, and she was determined to “keep 
up” until the close of the session.

We have no doubt that the reaction which 
will take place after the examination will, 
with her previous condition, send her to an 
early grave—as it has done in multitudes of 
similar cases before. Parents ought to re­
member, that reviewing studies for an ex­
amination is for the glorification of the teach­
er, without any commensurate advantage to 
the scholar.

A young lady, the hope of a widowed 
mother, and both poor, wrote, only in June 
last, that she was at school, preparing her­
self as a teacher, witha view to support her- 
self and mother, by obtaining a position in 
the school of which she was then only a 
scholar; but, in order to do that, it was 
necessary that her examination should en­
title her to a diploma. How long and how 
hard she bad been striving, we do not know; 
but the struggle had been so severe, the 
tension so great and coatinued, that she 
writes:

“A weakness and drowsiness has come 
over me, from which I cannot arouse myself, 
and causes me almost to despair of recovery. 
Mere talking is a weariness. It seems as if 
1 shall never feel wide awake again. I feel 
as if I could sleep forever. This sleepiness 
is experienced, not only at noon at night, 
but also in the early morning. Having al­
ways ranked first in my classes at school, I 
bsve endeavored, the present year, to main- 
tain my position ; but I feel that my health 
is not equal to the task. It seems that the 
faculties of my mind are not what they once 
were, especially my memory. The time is 
drawing near when the diploma will be award­
ed to our class, The apprehension of a fail­
ure, on my part, weighs heavily on my mind; 
and fail I must, unless I can be aroused from 
my stupid state. The very efforts I make 
to keep myself awake io the day-time, often 
make me sick at heart.”

Here is the case of a young brain stimu­
lated to sheer exhaustion, while all the pow­
ers ef life were failing with it. Out upon it, 
we say. Let the barbarous customs of the 
school-room be abolished ; and let parents 
and teachers understand, that education can 
be so conducted as to make it a self-buoyant 
process, from the commencement of the 
alphabet to its successful close. Really com - 
potent teachers can make it a delight, instead 
of a bunrden and a bore—can make it the 
meat and drink of those who learn. These 
are practical teachers, and deserve treble 
salaries, with the respect and thanks of all 
the humane.—Ilall’s Journal of Health.

REMARKABLE CREDULITY.
We find in the Washington Star, aa 

account of a little sharp practice on the 
part of a soi disant Gipsey woman, who, if 
she is not really a fortune teller, evidently 
knows bow to find simpletons . Her victim 
was a man named Cornelius Clark, of Wash- 
invsae west to Clerk’s house, after having

told, ard was refused by Clark; whereupon she gravely informed him that be had a 
child which had been sick for several years, 
and that she could cure it in a few days. 

Compi-tely mystified by the woman’s histe, and desirous to afford his child relief from 
its unfortunate complaint (it having been 
subject to violent fits for a long period.) 
Mr. Clark brought hie child into the pre­
sence of the pretended sorceress, who ine 
stoutly named its complaint and proposed to 
cure it in about three weeks. She demand- 
ed, and received, a retainer of $5, and then 
performed some hocus-pocus over it, and 
laid i' io bed. Under its head she placed the 
$5, wrapped in a piece of paper.

Each day she visited the child, and each 
day demanded additional money, which 
Clark gave her, in sums varying from $5 
to $40 at a time, and which she always 
placed under the child’s bead, and strange 
to say, the little sufferer, who had been 
accustomed to almost daily atacks of its 
dreadful distemper, remained entirely free 
from them during the three weeks that this 
‘medicine woman” attended it. At last, 
when Clark bad given her all his ready mo- 
ney, amounting to about five hundred dollars, 
she informed him that she was about to 
place a spell upon the patient which would 
forever relieve it of its pains ; but that she 
would require the sum of $2,000 to perform 
the operation with. Completely "bamboos’- 
el” by the arts, Clark went away snd 
mortgaged his bouse and lot to the Bank of 
Washington for two thousand dollars, receiv­
ing from the clerk twenty $100 notes, 
which he placed in the gipsey’s hands, and 
which she disposed of as she bad done with 
the previous amounts. She then made be, 
victim shell ou all the jewellery and silver 
ware in the bouse, consisting of a gold watch 
and ehaio, a number of bracelets, ear rings, 
ficger-rings, breast-pins, gold shirt studs, 
neckiaces, silver spoons and goblets, to tbs 
value of about five buodred dollars, which be 
placed in her hands.

ed by sleep ; it then follows, that the more 
w- work, the more we study, the more sleep 
we requi e.—To ascertain how much sleep 
each one needs, we will give a rule present­
ly ; but II is useful to know, that nature will 
not lake too mueb sleep, except by violent 
and artificial means : if forced upon her long, 
obesity, or other form of destructive diseaee, 
is inevitable ; but if we attempt to rob the 
body of its requisite amount, debility of body, 
madness of mind, or premature death will 
always result, if this violence is persevered in. 
_ There are persons whose voraciousness of 
time is such, that they consider, that the 
hours spent in sleep, beyood the briefest 
number, are hours lost; that if they can go 
to bed very late, and get up very late, it is 
so much added to life. We once beard a 
man say, that no time should be lost, that 
a book should be always at baud, so that in 
waiting lor dioner, or a friend, we might 
read, even were it but a line. He practised 
this. Hi- was accounted one of the greatest 
minds in the nation; his writings will live 
when the names oi the Presidents will be 
repeated but once in an age. He Jost hie 
mit d, aud died io hie prime! The truly wie 
will, therefore, yield themselves to nature’s 
apportionment. It is a law of our being, as 
beneficent as it is wise, that if we are let 
alone, we wake up of ourselves, as soon as 
the system b 5 taken an amount of repose 
proportioned to the exertions of the previous 
day, and the usual ones of the day follow- 
ing. All that remains, therefore, for us to 
do, is to aid nature in the outset, or rather 
a oid acting in such a way as to interfere 
with her operations, by simply going to bed 
at a regular hour, with a mind, and body, 
and stomach unoppressed with the cares 
and Ib is and food of the preceding day, 
and ‘o ar se in the morning as soon as we

I the 4 y-ume. It is scarcely possible for 
any one to pursue th s course rigidly, if in 
m-derate health, without io a week or two 
usmalty securing the following delightful re- 
su’ts; an ability to go to sleep within a few 
moments of laying the bead upon the pillow; 
of sleeping soundly all night and of waking 
up, refreshed, within a very few minutes of 
the same time, for weeks together, giving 
us perhaps an hour more io mid-winter 
tl an HI summer-time, because mind and body 
and digestion are more vigorous in winter, 
when nature favors us by giving longer nights.

The discovery of the immense treasures 
contained in the “Canada Honda” has put 
the whole Province in commotion, for every 
one is getting ready to gorge himself with the 
seductive metal.

it ie not even necessary to dig into the earth. 
The processes hitherto known in this Pro­
vince are very imperfect ; the only machin­
ery existing being that of Messrs. Zuviria 
and Rodriguez, who will undoubtly obtain 
fabulous results, as long as others do lot 
arrive to compete with them. The want of 
hands hitherto so severely felt in that locality 
will completely disappear, and we have no 
doubt of the abundant success that awaits 
the multitudes that will flock to the placers, 
thristing for the coveted metal. This im­
portant discovery will make a new era for 
the Province of San Luis, that must inevit- 
ably escape from its natural inaction, to take 
part in the movement that will be caused by 
the thousands of individuals that flock to the 
country that proffers them such treasures.”

WASHINGTON, Dec. 4, 1854.
The President opens by congratulating the 

country on the contrast of the agitation which 
existed in Kansas a year ago with the peace 
and quiet which now prevail. Refers to the 
Lecompton Constitution, and teaffi'ms his po- 
sition on the subject. Thinks that if Kansas 
bad been admitted with that constitution, the 
same quiet would have been secured at an 
earlier day. Being perfectiv willing to ac- 
quiesce in any other constitutional mode of 
settlement, be signs Mr. English’s Bill, and 
it is probable that when Kansas again ap­
plies for admission she will have the popula­
tion required in that bill. He goes at length 
into that subject, ard recommends the passage 
of a general law, so that no State shall be 
admitted unless she has a population sufficient 
to entitle ber to one representative.

Congratulates Congress on the settlement of 
the Utab affair without bloodshed, comp’i- 
ments the officers of the Army ; expresses 
satisfaction with the coarse of Governor Cum- 
ming ; and honorably mentions Col. Kane.

Refers to the importance of treaties recent­
ly negotiated with China and Japan, and 
thinks that the result in the former case 
justified our neutral policy.

THE RAILROAD.
It was fondly hoped that the Broceville & 

Ottawa Railroad would have been, in a few 
days, opened for traffic between Brockville 
and Perth, but these hopes have, for the pre­
sent, been deshed to the ground, by the oc­
currence of another difficulty which bas 
brought operations to a complete stand-still.

Our cotemporaries, who are in a position 
for obtaining correct information have given 
so many versions of the affair, all differing one 
from the o her, that it is really difficult, at a 
distance, to ascertain the true state of the 
matter. We will have to content ourselves 
by copy ing some of their comments, for the 
information and interest of our readers. The 
Standard, in accounting for the matter, and 
explaining the difficulty says :-----" When
Messrs Dales took the contract for building 
the Road, the partner bad to pay out to the 
sub-contractors end others, a much larger 
amount of money for work done on the road, 
than be was receiving from the Company ;and 
as be then stated, that his arrangements for 
procuring money frem bis friends were not al­

together completed, be asked the Company 
to endorse his paper for some considerable 
amount, which the Company consented to do. 
He (Mr. D.) got the ir notes discounted at the 
Bank of Upper Canada, by placing what Mu­
nicipal Debentures he bad received, as partial 
security. These notes were afterwards pro­
tested and returned to this country. The 
Bank of Upper Canada sued the Company 
for the balance due on these notes, obtained 
judgement, and issued a writ against the ef­
fects of the Company.
