The beefeaters of England are not so 
fortunate as they thought they were 
going to be.

ILSON'SSince the change of the Government 
it has been frequently hinted and almost 
semi-officially announced that the present 
Parliament will be dissolved and recourse 
had to a general election. It is gener- 
ally supposed that as soon as the 
Mackenzie Ministry has been long enough 
in office to have looked round and made 
the dispositions which are necessary for 
persons assuming a new duty such as 
they have undertaken, they will proceed 
to what is now the great business of the 
hour—an appeal to the electorate, on the 
question which has so long been before 
the country. There are few things so 
disagreeable to men engaged in public 
life as elections, and the country partici­
pates in the annoyance they create ; but 
the benefits of self-government cannot be 
attained without the sacrifices which 
belong to it, and notwithstanding the 
short period which has elapsed since the 
last general election, we believe that the 
Pacific Scandal will not be adequately 
and satisfactorily disposed of until the 
appeal has been carried from the repre­
sentatives of the people to the people 
themselves. This we take to be the 
natural outcome of all that has been 
done—the aim to which all the labour 
and controversy of the last six months 
has tended. The theory of the late 
Opposition and of the promoters of the 
enquiry into the Pacific Scandal is that 
a considerable number of the members 
of the present House of Commons owe 
their seats to the money which Sir John 
A. Macdonald and Sir George E. Cartier 
obtained from Sir Hugh Allan, and this 
has, in fact, been proved. . It is evident 
that the new Ministry cannot accept, 
with honour, the support of men thus 
tainted with the corruption which they 
have condemned, even although they 
may have promises of a support of 
twenty or twenty-five majority. Honour 
requires them to act upon the convictions 
which they have made public in England, 
no less than iu Canada, and safety, as 
usual, is to be found iu following the 
path of honour.

HEAT or Rooss.—The investment 
of fifty cents for a ther mometer will 
make paying returns iu health. The 

.great tendency in winter is to keep rooms 
too warm. The foundation of pneumonia, 
pleurisy, and pulmonary consumption is 
frequently laid iu over-heated, ill-ventil- 
ated apartments. The inmates become 
accustomed to breathing hot, close air; 
the system is toned down and relaxed, 
and a slight exposure to cold aud wet 
results in serious illness. “Some years 
since," says a medical writer, “we called 
one winter evening on a friend, whom we 
found iu a cosy sitting room, with a 
large fire, a low ceiling, aud the* beat 
ranging about the eighties. She was 
suffering from a severe cold, but could 
give no account of how she took it. A 
month later she was prostrated with 
pneumonia, and she and her sister died 
within a week of each other, and were 
buried in the same grave. The intelli­
gent use of a thermometer would doubt­
less have saved both of those valuable 
lives. The mercury in the tube should 
never be permitted to stand above 
seventy. If that temperature is not 
sufficient to give warmth, it is au indica- 
tion that the person does not take suffici- 
eut exercise, aud the cure-for it is more 
miles aud more flannel. Iu the coldest 
weather, when the ground is like stone 
under the feet, when there is no drip 
from the caves, aud when snow lies ou 
the roof, rooms should be ventilated. 
Pure air should be admitted through 
open doors and windows, so that the 
oxygen consumed by flame and by re­
spiration may be replaced, aud the effete 
aud poisonous matters thrown off by the 
body thoroughly driven away. As one 
of our best writers ou household science 
remarks, ventilation is a question of 
money. But how much wiser is he who, 
while willing to pay a large coal bill, yet 
enjoys fresh air iu his winter sitting room, 
than he who keeps everything shut up that 
heat may not be lost, aud has a long 
doctor’s bill to settle in the spring, aud 
mayhap a grave to be cut through the 
frozen turf. 4

There was a serious riot at a meeting 
in favor of "home rule" in Kilkenny, 
Ireland. The mob stoned the police, 
who charged upon them andmade several 
arrests.

Colonel G. T. Denison has been ap­
pointed special Emigration Commissioner 
to Great Britain by the Ontario Govern­
ment. His mission is to have special 
relation to the late visit to this country 
of Messrs. Arch and Claydon.

Owing to the Hon. R. W. Scott’s 
resignation of the Commissionership of 
Crown Lands it necessitates some re­
arrangement of the Ontario Cabinet. 
A representation of the Eastern section 
of Ontario, and also of the Roman 
Catholic interest, may not always be 80 
fittingly and popularly arranged as in the 
case of Mr. Scott. It is understood that 
the Ontario Premier will appoint Mr. 
Fraser, the Member for South Grenville 
as the representative of those interests, 
which it is expected will give general satis­
faction. But being a comparatively 
young politician it is unlikely that the 
important office of the Crown Lands 
will be given to Mr. Fraser. The Hon. 
Mr. Pardee, a gentleman of large experi- 
ence and extensive knowledge of Pro- 
vincial affairs, will in all probability 
receive the Commissionership lately held 
by Mr. Scott, whilst Mr. Fraser will 
take the charge of the Provincial Scare 
tary’s Department.—Free Press.

The other side 
of the story is that Wednesday last a 
constable of Lonoke countys obtained a 
warrant for some colored men who 
had stolen hogs. He fell in with five 
white men who bad started out on a 
bear hunt, including three of a respect­
able family known as the Eagles, Bob, 
Dock, and Bill, and a Mr. Sullivan.— 
They came across thirty negroes, 
who had been drummed up to meet 
them, and the three Eagles were killed 
and Sullivan mortally wounded. Sheriff 
McClintock of Lonoke county summoned 
fifty men and started io pursuit of the 
murderers. Another interesting Ar- 
kansas peculiarity was illustrated at 
Little rock on the night of the above 
tragedy. A peddler named Peter Carmon 
drank some whiskey in a barroom, and 
denounced it as filthy stuff, refusing to 
pay for it. A dispute followed in which 
a stranger named Bennett was shot.

The members of the French Cabinet 
tendered their resignations to President 
McMahon on Wednesday evening, but 
be refused them, and they subsequently 
expressed their intention of remaining 
in office* until the interpellation con­
cerning delayed elections is disposed of.

advanced from Dunquat, a fortified
