There is some confusion as to what Mr. J. A.
Macdonald actually said 1a reply to Mr. Dorion’s
enquiry as to the intention of the Ministry on
the Upper Canada School Question. Aceord-
tag to one version which we have seen in some
of our Upper Canada exchanges Mr, M‘Dunald
replied that it was not the intention of the Minis-
try to do anything for the Catbolies of Upper
Capada, because they the saidd Catholec manor-
ity, were quite content with the law as it stood ;
according to the version that appeared in the Par-
liamentary report of all our Montreal papers,
Mr. M¢‘Donald’s reply was to the eflect
that the Ministry bad no intection of doing any-
thing for the Catholic minority of Upper Can-
ada because they—the Ministry—were perfectly
satisfied with the existing law. We copy from

HIS LORDSHIP BISH9YP  LYNCH’S .S8EJOND

| LECTURE ON THE POPE'S ENCYCLICAL.

On last Sunday evening, his Lordship Bishop
Lynch, delivered his secoad lecture on the Ea~
cycheal. Tue Cathedral was deasely thronged
by an immense audieace priacipally composed of
men, and, as oo the former occasion, wclading a
large number of Protestants. The lecture em—
braced Sacialism, Communism, Clerico-liberal
Societies, Bible Societies, and Secret Societies.
His Lordship was listened to throughout with
marked and respect{u! aitention.

Upon entering the pulpit, his Lordsbip ad-
dressed an eacaest and foreible advice Lo Uie
members of the Hibernsan Benevolent Society,
counselling them aslovers of peace and order, to
give a good example to uthers by. refraining rom
their aunual Procession, this year. The request
so eloguently urged by Il Lordship, will, un
doubt, meet with that prompt and ready obedience
which Catholics are accustomed o yield to the
wholesome exhortations of their ecclesiastical su~
periors, '

His Lordship then spoke as follows :—

In the 8th chapter of the Book of Klings, we
read that the Hebrews getting tired of the govern—
mest of God, by bis prophet Samuel, demnanded to
be governed by kiogs, and God was angry with
toem and said to Samuel s prophet: * Hearken
to the voice of the people mn all they say to thee,
for they have not rejected thee, but Me, that I
should not reign over themn.” Modern Society,
engulphed in the same abyss of vice as the Jews
were, cry out, ¢ we den’t want God to reignover
us throngh the Church, give us kings, worldly men
like ourselves, time serving slaves of passicn, a3
we are who cannot rebuke our vices whifst indulg—
ing m enormous crimes themselves—men of hes
and dissimulation who reject every religious con—
trol. Look at the exterior of society, 12 our time
sumptuous pulaces, luxurious decorations, costly
dress and orpament—splendid Jaiuls and Po»
Houses, brilliant theatres, magmficent hotels, gold
and silver dazzle on the side—board of the castle,
and the poble occupant protests and declaims
against the precious vessels employed o the ser—
vice of the temple of God. Amidst all this, the
poor are scorned and despised. A proud and
giddy people are dancing around the funeral pile
of their country and their liberties, Privace ex~
travagance and public ruin, debts accumulating
with taxes—1il} al} assert there must be universal
repudiation and final bankraptey.

Look into the interior of society and you open
a white—washed sepulehre, Insubordination of
youth, dishonored old age, dissensions 2nd divi-.
sions, backbiting and calumny, wretched gentry
urder faded silks and twice dyed ribbouns, the
marriage Ue iosecure, divorces may now be ac—
vounced as regularly as births, marnages and
deatbs, druokenness and iafamy that cannot be
mentioned abound, clnldren learning vice so
young tkat they are not ashamed of it, while true
religion and fasting, and holy prayer, and humble
conlession of sins ordered by the Bible, are only
to be practised by weak. minded women and
children. Our Liord tells us of the latter tines
to which weare fast approachiag, 1f we are not al-
ready arrived at them: * Think you,” said He,
« 1 shall find faith on earth when I come. Sias,
httle heeded and called vice—circumventing and
usury, and the oppressions of the poor. 1,500,000
people banished from their bomes to improve
their country.

Aand for the affars of State : what corruption
and bribery at elections—self interest placed be—
fore public good and patriots become mere place
hunters. Kings and Emperors can rob on a
large scale and appropriate to themsefves the
dorminions of their weaker neighbors ou the plea
of public good and national progress. And ihe
King robber is called a great hero —might hold-
1bg the place of right. Buta poor mau steals a
fittle bread for Lis starving family, and behold,
the disgrace of a prison awaits bun. The mighty
ones of the earth arrogate to themselves the right
to change the meaning of wWords whez it suits
them, and call war peace, and peace war. The
Ewmpire is peace, when the Empire has deter-
mned on war—misery 18 called prosperity for the
cuantry. Europe enjoys the highest civilizition,
and 1s gaining the top of the mountain of pros—
perity, while 1t takes 5,000,000 of armed mzn
not to count palice, and speods over £100,000,-
000 to keep the peace and guard theterruory
from robbers!  Yes, King~robbers — gallan
men—heroes, A power 1o conguer gives a
right to cosquer. A few sympathetic words o
eppressed nationalities or a letgned word of en-
couragement to hasten their slaughter and subju~
gation. Sianding armies must be reduced, but
every invention for wholesale slaughter must be
adopted. Weare in the age of large kingdoms
for Kings, and large estates for Lords, and these’
must be acquired by all means, and no prophet of
the Lord dare offer a rebuke ; and this is chris—
tian civitizatton and progress of the 19th century.
The Pope raises bis voice, and proclaims the truth
of God am:d this chaos of conlusion, he condemns
errors which bave been, and it stll practised will
continue to be ruin of society.

Among the first to which we will call your at-
tention 1hbis evening is Socialism, Communism,
What do these terms mean 7 what is their doc-
trine ? The communists proclaim that society
was first established on false principies; and they
wish to correct the error, and recoanstruct it on
the basis of bnman reason. They wish to sub-
stitnte  for religion, science—{or government,
universal family compacts—tforlaws, maw’s com—
mon sense or Jostinct—and for the present dis-
tribution of the things of this world, a peseral
division of property, equalizing tae fortuues of
all men, regardless of the vested rights of the pre—
sent owners, regardiess of the frugality, econowy,
ingenuity, enterprise, and industry of the present
ewners, nor lakiog into account the vice or ia~
dolence of the recipicats. They seek, also,
social and political equality, as if all men were
equally ‘alented, equally virtuous, and cqually
adapted 1o all states of life. They seek, wnore-
over, to change the status of the famly, aud to
place woman in the enjoyment of the sawe rights
and privileges and 1n tbe same sphere of action
a8 man. No later than the yuar 1848 this new.
