SCHOLARSHIPS

Leonard Wolinsky Scholarships: awarded annually to two York students
for one year’s full-time study in Jewish Studies at an Israeli university.
Value of the award is $2000.

Abraham Isaac Silver Scholarship: awarded every second year to a York
student specializing in Judaic studies for one year’s full-time study in
Judaica at an Israeli university. Value of the award is variable. (To be
awarded in 1984).

Hebrew University Scholarship: awarded annually to a York student for
one year’s full-time study in Jewish Studies at the Hebrew University,
Jerusalem. Value of the award is tuition and room.

Scholarships are open to any full-time York University student who has completed at
least one full year at York. Preference will be given to students-completing their second
year of full-time studies and who are concentrating in Jewish Studies. The academic
record of applicants will be given considerable weight. To qualify, students must meet
faculty requirements for study abroad, receive approval of their course of study in
Israel from their faculty and major department, and be accepted by the Israeli

Applications should be submitted no later than February 15 for awards to begin in the
following September. Awards will be announced on or about March 30.
