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Whereas appeals—strikingly familiar to those of 1917-—are again
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beirig made to the noble ideals, sympathies, and emotions of
the American people; and

Whereas the threat sof war fer %he*U mﬁﬁ States 1s imminent
today—another war whose pubhshed purposes, are again
clothed in idealism—the hour has come for the American
people to have a full and complete knowledge of the war
aims ‘and peace conditions of the belligérent powers; and of
any and all secret treaties, to the end that before the Nation
becomes involved in another foreign war we might know for
what we fight; Now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That it is the sense of the United States Senate
that the President of the United States, through the State De-
partment, request all belligerent gﬁvemménts to proclaim
publicly their respective war aims and peace conditions and

any and all secret treaties for disposition of territorial spoils.
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
