21, The troops that would be most readily 
available for supporting the British force starting 
through Burma and/or Malaya, would logically be those 
at present making up the Canadian Army Overseas,
Apart from the fact that they will have been working 
closely with the British for many years, they v.lll 
be In a position to be moved east together with the 
British formations so allotted,
22, The Canadian troops assigned to the attack 
from the Pacific, for the same reasons would be best 
supplied from the Army In Canada, Already at Klska 
a start has been made In working under American 
Senior command., and once the decision is made to 
participate in' this way, training with American 
troops and equipment, and under American senior 
Commanders can be immediately Intensified,
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
