The market 
for winter wheat flour is fairly well supplied at 
present due to the increased offerings and the de­
mand is steady, but the sales are principally in small 
lots and only a moderate amount of business was done 
at $11.40 to $11.50 per barrel in bags, ex-store.

In the spring wheat flour trade millers in most 
cases have withdrawn their travellers from the road 
for tho time being owing to the increasing scarcity of

One large firm 
reports that a consignment of fish despatched from 
Manitoba on Feb 19, had not arrived over a month 
later. Qulte a little sensation has been caused among 
the general public regarding the destruction of a 
quantity of food materials, which was held in cold 
storage too long. Statements are freely made that 
the loss was deliberately caused with the idea of 
keeping up prices. It is inevitable that there should 
be some losses in this, as in every business. Public 
demands vary. * At the present moment 
is demanding fresh haddock and cod, and the froz­
en varieties are passed by.

A larger quantity of fish is being taken from the 
water than ever before, but so much is being sent 
overseas that the markets are not likely to be glut­
ted.
