Province, and of the Society's tions gene-
radly —after which, a Branch Society was formed
under cireumstances which au, well for its
ultimate efficiency. Subscriptions, to the amount
of three pounds four shillings and threepence,
were entered into; and these would doubtless
have been doubled if the evening had been fine,
It is expected, notwithstanding, that over five
pounds will be eollected. All present seemed
deeply interested.

On the following day I returned to Bridge-
water, and attended the meeting, which, thou,
small on account of the extreme cold, the dark-
ucss of the night, and the iey state of the réads,
resulted well.

“ This society was formed on the 20th July,
1840, and after having been the mcans of assist-

publtic:— Tn—June, 1848, however, vigorous-ex-
{ ertions were made for restoring its usefulness,
| and happy results accompanied them. A num-
ber of ladies from the several Protestant eongre-
gations in the Town, enlisted in behalf of the
Commitfee, to visit each ward, and solicit con-
tributions—two of them going in company. The
diffusion of a stirring appeal to the benevolent
feclings of the people, which bad just been large-
| ly distributed, served as sn excellent pioneer,
| and the result was an immediate collection of
nearly nme pounds.  This sumn was transmitted
to the Auxiliary in Halifax, aud its reeeipt was
| acknowledged in the Report of the i
{ year. By means of that welcome sum, a consid-
erable number of Billes and Testaments were
| procured, and placed i charge of Mr. Gaetz,
vho, ever since, has gratuitously and efficiently
acted as our Depositarv.  As the stock bas from
time to time become low, new supplies have-been
procured.  Nurserous copies have been tuit-
ously presented for the use of Sunday Se in
our poorer and more distant settlements, and a
copy has been put en board of many of our fish-
ing and otber vessels ‘for the use of theirerews.
A written note from any contributor, counter
signed by a member of the Committee, recons
mending the gift of a Bible or Testament to.a
| poor or destitute individual, meets a ready com-
| pliance
Since the period referred to, €1 Bibles and
| 174 Testaments have been sold, or gratuit
| distributed,—and there are now in the Deposi:
| tory 13 Bibles aud 16 Testaments. There gré
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
