There would be the
morning scene ; the bright sun gildiog the win-
dow panes, while the agsembled family bent
their baeesin prayer, or listened to the Word of
God, reverently read from the big old Bible.

Thoroughgood was a ruined man.

I remember, too, st another party, that a
thoughtful, but kind-hearted man, took occa-
sion to weave into his conversation the sorspw-
ful tale of a poor widow who dwelt within half a
mile of the place. She was one of the many
who walked in the shadowy paths of life. Her
sick busband, before his death had exhausted
her slender supplies, and one article after ano-
ther was ungrudgiogly parted with, to fiad him
medicines and little indulgences. She loved
him ; and we can part with all that we have for
those that we love. When be died, the poor
widow and ber three children were left unpro-
tected.

It is a fearful thing when a hegrt, almost bro-
ken with sorrow for the dead, is troubled with
fear how to provide for the living ; and when &
griping grasp-all of a landlord comes in at such
a time to take the defenceless mourner by the
throat with his ¢ Pay me what thou owest !” this,
without God’s sustaining grace, must be little
short of distraction.

Thou shalt surely give him,
and thy heart shull not be grieved whea thou
goest unto him”’ * Acd if," said be, ‘ God’s peo-
ple were required to do this for a distressed bro-
ther, what ought we to do for an sfflicted sis-

As a musicisn tunes bis instrument to prepare
for hermony, to would 1 willingly tuue your
Desrts Lo all thatis true aud honest, acd just
and pure, and iovely and of guod report.—* Does
the kettie boul ?’ shuuid be a note of preparation,
not for title-tattle, insinuations, and malice;, snd
scandal, but for all that is friendly sad kiod-
bearted, benevoleat sad generoas.

Cast away, then, scandal from your tea-table,
as you would a stinging-nettie from a nosegay of
sweet flowers ; and when the welcome inquiry,
Does the ketde boil P’ reaches your ears, let
it excite within you a heart full of kindly affec-
tions, so that the social circie may be litup with
cheerfulness and joy, aod blessed with harmony
and peace.— Domestic Addresses.

Eemperance,

Teetotalism.

There are many amongst those who stand
aloof from the temperance movement, who say
that with ali our ¢fforts, we have done little or
nothing—that there is still 28 much drunkenness
as ever there was ; and there sre those, even
amongst ourselves, who look around upon so-
ciety as it is, and see tke same reckless indiffer-
ence to the truths we have endeavored so long
to teach ; intemperance still “ mowing its thou-
sands down ;" misery, poverty, and crime still
stalking about the streets, as if mo ¢ffort had
been made to stay their progress ; snd these also
are ready to exclaim, we have toiled all might
and bave caught nothing ;" * We have as it
were, brought furth wind, we have not wrought
any deliverance in the earth.” It is not well to
be so much elated with the work we have alrea-
dy done, that we neglect the work we bave to
do ; but it is not well 1o be so much discourag-
ed with the progress we have made, as to des-
pair of doiog any good. Iiis not well to be thus
discouraged, even if, from a firm belief that we
are doing our duty, we still continue to do our
appointed work, in spite ol its apparent useless-
ness ! snd with us, as temperance reformers, it
is not neces<ary. Muny of us are apt to err ia
the other extreme ; we are hopefui, perhsps too
hopeful—to happy to think*that our particular
efforts will produce the particular good we de-
sire ; but we bave, indeed, great cause for en-
coursgement—great reasun to be hopeftl.

If toere is still a grest deal of ifitempersnce,
there are also some millions of teétotalers. Of
these many thousands were oncé intemperate,
and many thousands more would, in all proba-
bility, have become s0, Liad they not ceased to
take mtoxicating liquors.  Several thousands
reclaimed, and sev-: . wde diore prevent.

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Neither is the dimiaation ia the consump ion of
intoxicating liquors so small that it has only
been inferred from the fe-t that many have ceas-
ed to consume. It is a fact within the reach
of our cuiculatiog power . In plain figures the
Chaneeller of the Excbe: ier has lately shown
that the consumption of alt in 1849 was onme
million quarters less tha: in 1839, the consump-
tion of spirits one millic . gallons less, and of
wine seven hundred thou :and gallons less ; and
if this be but lictle, it is : omething. It is equal
0 & saving in hard cash (o the country in the
year 1849, compared wiia 1839, of £6,000,000;
whilst the population will kave increased probe-
bly 10 the extent of 3,000 000, £8,000,000 spent
in useful articles of furniture and clothing, in-
stead of in irjaring the health and property of
the country, will bave called into employment
some thousands of lsboring wmen, who would
otherwise have been dependent on the city er
the poor-rates. But the probability is thet had
no check been given to the drinking habits of
the community, by the diffusion of information
respecting the character of these drinks, and the

dencies of these habit sum as much sbove
that spent in 1839, as it is now below, would
in 1859, bave been spent in the purchase of in-
toxicating liquors ; and, as a result, s fearfully
sugmented amount of misery and poverty would
have threatened the safety of our social institu-
tions themselves.

But the good which the temperance move-
ment has alresdy effected, does not rest here.
Twenty or thirty years ago the childrea of Great
Britain were educated in the belief that intoxi-
cating drinks were, st least to & certain extent,

y. The children st the present time, or
by far the greater portion of them, are educated
in the belief that those liquors are unnecessary
as o constaat beverage, and dangerous as s luz-
ury. We know, indeed, that multitudes are in
the constant practice of willfully persisting in
practises which tbey are aware are not only
wrong, but are leading them to ruin ; yet we can-
not but believe that a change in the opinions of
a nation will produce s change in the character
of the nation. And if, in the next generstion,
or in the few that shall immediately sucesed, in-
temperance shall still prevail to a deplorable ex-
tent, it will no longer, as at present, prove the
ruin of any who really desire to sct rightesusly.
— Temperance League.

Legislation.

Effective legislation in aid of te mperance
must stact from the position that druskenness is
not merely ap injury inflicted by the liquor-seller
on the drinker, but is itselfl a crime on the part
of the druokard. Will you allow me to express
my opinion that on this point the moral sense of
the ¢community has been to some extent misled
by the Temperance Reformation? We have
neard and read so much about the wickedness of
moderate drinking, that we almost forget the
crime of drugkenness. The drunkén man—and
still mcre the babitual drunkard—is held up be-
fore us, not as an object of moral abborance,
but as an object of pity, and we are required to
veat our moral indiguation on the guilty authors
of his degradation—the liquor-seller sad the
moderate drinker. Now, it seems to me that in
this respect the Temperance Reformation needs
to reform itselfl a little, and to plant itself more
distinctly upon the first principle of the whole
movement—namely, that voluntary self-intoxi-
cation is a heinous sin sgainst God, and & mis-
chievous crime against society. It is just here
that the impression must be made upon the
coascience of the individual and upos the moral
sense of the community. Let us talk less sbout
* the poor drunkard,” the unfortunate * victim,”
and a great deal more sbout the guiity drunkard.
Let the pulpit insist that the wan who, under
whatever pressure of temptation, makes himeelf
druok falis int) s shameiul sin, snd wrongs
not only his own soui, bat all who have any
rght or interest in his well-being and well-Joinge
Iif the preacher spends his bresth in trying to
prove that the temperate drinker is no better
than the drunkard, or perhaps even worse, his
hearers, if they believe him at all, will enly be-
lieve that the drunkard is no worse than the
temperate drinker, and perhaps even better.
But let the puipit insist intelligently on the guilt
and shame of drunkenness as a sin against God,
and a crime egainst man, and conscience will
respond from every pew. Then may the pulpit
thnoder, * Woe to that man by whom the offense
cometh.” Just in proportion to the moral re-
probation of Crunkenness, it will be easy to make
men feel their responsibility to keep each other,
by all reasonable hopefulness, from that deadly
and shameful sin. The eriminalify of dranken-
ness must be the underlying thought of all our
efforts in the way of moral suasion, snd of all
reasonable and effsctive legislation in aid of
temperance. No legislation in aid of temper-
ance can be permanently effective which does not
begin with expressing unequivocally the public
reprobation of intemperance, babitual or occe-
sional. Letdrunkenness be punished impartial-
ly, with the severest penalties which the aggre-
gate moral sense of the commaunity will justily,
and at the same time let the old principle, that
intoxication is no excuse or pallistion of any act
¢omymitted under its infl , be rig ly in-
sisted on.
