Mr. John Needham has been clerk of
the parish of Barwell, in the Diocese
of Peterborough, since 1837. His
uncle, Joseph Needham, was parish
clerk for eight vears before him, and

previous to that time his father and
grandfather were parish clerks for
thirty-five and twenty-one vears re-

spectively, so that altogether the Need-
hams have held the office for 110 con-
secutive vears.  Mr. John Needham,
who is ninety-five vears of age, has
attended 543 weddings, and in his ca-
pacity  of parish gravedigger has
buried 2,430 persons.

The west front and tower of the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre, North-
ampton, are in great need of restora-
tion.
