Sheriff Kirby, of
Cowlitz county, and Detective Samuel
Simmons, of Portland, arrested him
and found on his perrson Shanklin’s
watch and keys. Stickles maintained
his innocence for a time but finally he
made a partial confession, implicating
his neighbor, Edward Pierce. Stickles
asserted that the was present wheh the
murder was committed but that Pierce
did the shooting. After it became
known that Stickles had made a con-
fession there were threats ot lvnchmg
and the sheriff took the prisoner _to
Tacoma for safe keeping. While in jail
there he joined the Salvation Army
and soon thereafter made a full confes-
sion that he commifted all three mus-
ders and that Lie was alone in-the mat-
ter. His motive was robbery in hoth
murders.. On his trial
he pleaded not gnilty, his defense
ing that he inherited a ériminal
position to the extent thst he was not
accountable for his actions. His
