AN ADMISSION OF INJUSTICE
The Minister of Justice has failed to 

rise superior to party considerations in 
the contempt of court matter, and has 
offered a lame apology for the action of 
the Court, wherein he violates the very 
principles laid down in his report to the 
Privy Council advising interference in 
the Cayley case at Calgarry. But the 
Minister of Justice dealt a severe blow at 
the Court and at Judge Fraser, which 
does not appear to receive that recogni­
tion on the part of apologists for the 
Judges which might be expected. The 
minister in his speech declares his opin­
ion that when Judge Fraser discovered 
that his fixing the date was wrong, he 
should have corrected it What does 
this imply T That there was a power of 
correction vested in the Judges and the 
Court, and that neither exercised that 
power, but permitted a gross miscarriage 
of justice to pass unaverted.

The apologists for the judges have 
always ignored this fact, and striven to 
make it appear that the court was com­
pelled to rule as it did. The defendant, 
on the contrary, held that though the 
ruling of the court on the six months’ 
limit was correct, yet that the court had 
power to interfere if it choose and undo 
the wrong. That interference could have 
taken the form of fixing a date anew, 
and such a course would have been 
clearly within the province of the court. 
Mr. Hawke both in the columns of hie 
newspaper and when pleading in his 
behalt before the court, firmly tool: that 
ground, and their honors always ignored 
the point.

The statement of the Minister of Jus­
tice, however, challenges public attention 
smew to this point Since it ? 
the opinion of Mr. Thompson within the 
power of the judge or the court to cor­
rect the mistaken ruling, and neither 
the judge nor the court did so correct it, 
ie it extraordinary that Mr. Hawke 
should have denounced in such vigorous 
terms the decision Î The fact is that the 
more this whole matter is being ventilat­
ed and discussed, the more astounded is 
the public at the oourt’a proceeding. The 
statement by the Minister of Justice, 
though not intended to be such, yet is a 
severe censure of the Supreme Court's 
action in reference to the dismissal of 
the Westmorland election petition.

The Court’s conduct in sustaining Mr. 
Wood's counsel on appealing against a 
ruling of judge Fraser in fixing the date, 
for which he had dearly contended, was 
manifestly open to grave exception in 
the light of the practice in the Courts.

Apart from all this, however, even if 
there were no means of redress, it must 
•trike the public as being grossly unjust» 
that a client'» case should be thrown out 
of Court by no fault of his own, but 
through the blander of a Judge, without 
any right of appeal on the client’s part 

Then the circumstance that Judge 
Fraser is charged with being intoxicated 
wfea»g|8!ee'oheeteron the election trial, 
hek stytied the public. It is useless 
subsidised journals at this late day to 
deeiy the charge ; because too many 
people testify its accuracy. The court 
too, would not, if the charge were un­
true, have taken such pains to convince 
the public that it did not punish Mr. 
Hawke tor having preferred this charge, 
and it would not have ordered the 
elimination of the charge from his sworn 
statement if the judges did not know 
from enquiry that the charges possessed 
foundation.

The opinion is steadily prevailing that 
to the injustice done the petitioners in 
oosmeetion with the Westmorland peti­
tion, the Supreme Court has added an­
other injustice in the vindictive sentence 
and penalty imposed upon Mr. Hawke, 
who protested manfully against the first 
wrong.

It" libel suits have been rare in the 
Farmer’s own experience, the fact may 
be duo rather to its poverty than to its 
virtue. But because this fact may have 
screened it in the past, it does not 
necessarily follow that its position is any 
better to-day. The Farmer’s bumptious 
bravado recalls an incident which hap­
pened not long since at a provincial bank. 
A merchant named Jones entered the 
leak, and asked the manager to renew 
at its face a dUcounted note which was 
falling due. Banker Smith replied that 
they did not do such things, and the 
merchant must pay something on the 
note. Jones insisted that the bank must 
renew his note at its face value and 
added “You must know, Mr. Smith, that 
there are two periods in a man’s finan­
cial history when he can afford to be in­
dependent. The first period is when he 
has lots of funds and can liquidate all 
his liabilities promptly, and the second 
stage is when he has no funds at all and 
it is impossible to collect from him. I 
have reached the second stage.” The 
banker took the hint and renewed the 
note, hoping Micawber-like that some­
thing might turn up. Our contempor­
ary’s independence of libel suits surely 
has not such a foundation T

OTTAWA JOURNALISTS 

Protest Against Mr. Hawke’s ImprU-

The following resolutions were passed at 
a meeting of the Ottawa newspaper press 
on Tuesday, May 1st :

PROTEST AUAISST HAWKK’S IMPRISONMENT.

P. D. Rosa moved, seconded by J. 1

“That whereas Mr. John T. Hawke, re­
cently a member of the Press in Ottawa, has 
been imprisoned in Fredericton, N. B., for 
alleged contempt of court;

"And whereas this meeting of Ottawa 
newspaper men ie informed that Mr. Hawke’i 
alleged contempt of court consisted in criti­
cism of a judge after the conclusion of the 
case with regard to which the judge’s con­
duct was commented npon, and not while 
the case was rib judicr, and when it was 
therefore a public record;

"And whereas It is a right of British sub­
jects to criticise the public acts of public 
men, within the bounds and subject to the 
penalties which the ordinary law of the land 
prescribes;

“And whereas Mr. Hawke* was not called 
to account before his peers but was accused, 
tried, convicted and sentenced by the court 
which he criticised;

“Resolved that this meeting protests 
against the procedure and imprisonment of 
Mr. Hawke, and call npon the press gener­
ally to protest against the injustice to which 
we believe him snhjected."—Carried.

JUDGE PHASER.

T. P. Gorman moved, seconded by W. A.

“That whereas John T. Hawke has in con­
nection with hie trial in Fredericton, N. B., 
for alleged contempt of court charged that 
Judge Fraser, of the Supreme Court of New 
Brunswick was under the influence of 
liquor while acting in a judicial capacity;

“And whereas, this charge has not been 
denied, nor Mr. Hawke allowed by the 
Supreme Coart of New Brunswick to give 
evidence ia proof of it, nor Mr. Hawke pro­
ceeded agaioet under the law of libel;

“Resolved, that this meeting request the 
Minister of Justice to investigate the truth 
of the charge made, and if it proved untrue 
to take proceedings against Mr. Hawke un- 
der the law of libel with a view to having 
him punished with due severity; or if the 
charge prove true, to impeach Judge Fraser 
with a view to removing him fior 
bench as unfit to be trusted within the dis­
pensation of justice between man and n 
Carried.

DELEGATES APPOINTED.
A. J. Magurn moved, seconded by M. 0.

•That copies of the above resolutions be 
sent to the minister of justice, the press of 
other cities, the Canadian Press Associa­
tion and the press gallery of parliament, 
also that the Canadian Press Association 
and the press gallery be requested to take 
official cognizance of the matter. Also that 
the press gallery be requested to permit dele­
gates from this meeting to lay the above re­
solutions before them at as early a date as 
possible.’’ Carried.

CALL A CONVENTION.
The Tory press has unanimously de­

fended Mr. Hale’e betrayal of his con­
stituents ; and is enamored of the 
member for Carleton’s ability and 
qualities.

D» Criminal Kpidemlca Hare Tbelr Ori­
gin In tbe Secret Springs oi NetureT 
It has lieeii frequently noted tliat there 

are epidemics in suicide and in other 
crimes. A criminal epidemic peculiar to 
Chicago, and to one or two other citi< 
liaving a large floating and vicious class 
population, is that of Sunday murders, 
which are the results of a day of idlem 
spent in the open saloons, where the vilest 
and moat fiery liquors are sold. Murders 
wilh peculiar features often occur in 
groups in all parts of the country* It has 
been traditional In France that epidemics 
of suicide return in regular cycles, at 
each recurrence oÇ the suicidal furor, the 
successive victims of their own murder­
ous hands vieing witli each other in the 
greater ghastliness of the tragedy that 
they enact. During one of these periods 
a suicide literally “capped the climax” 
by leaping from the top of a tower, 200 
or 300 feet, to the pavement below.

Stories of wife murders in many parta 
of the country, relieved by a few excep­
tional murders of husbands by their 
wives, reach the press and the public si­
multaneously from many different 
sources. “Murder is in the air’’ has be­
come an habitual expression from the re­
turn of these bloody times. In the days 
of bauk burglaries—now much less fre­
quent, owing to the protections that sci­
ence has provided for money vaults—it 

* was not often that a single robbery was 
reported—they “came in battalions." 
This was not because the sumo gangs en­
gaged iu many different enterprises, but 
because a universal similar impulse per­
meated the minds of tlai criminal class 
devoted to these forms of guilt.

A curious study might be made of the 
causes of epidemics of crime. In super­
stitious times all evils were attributed to 
the influence of adverse stars. This may 
have been an approach to scientific truth, 
or its advanced slrndow. That meteoro­
logical conditions seriously affect the 
health and spirits—and affect some more 
seriously than others—is a fact of such 
every day experience that it is no longer 
regarded as phenomenal. The causes of 
meterological change must be the causes 
lying back of the pervading disposition 

m witnessed to commit peculiar 
classes of crime. A suicidal atmosphere 
must have its origin in some of the secret 
springs of nature.

Advanced speculation has recently at­
tributed cyclones, earthquakes and other 
terrestrial disturbances to great cliangee 
in the surface of the sun or in the super­
heated ether surrounding it. Sun spots 
and eruptions of solar flames have been 
frequently noted as occurring synchronic- 
ally with devustaving hurricanes, tidal 
waves, upheavings of the ground or 
scorching summer heat. A scientist, who 
has made this and kindred questions a 
serious study, lias advanced the theory 
that when numerous deaths by paralysis 
or paralytic attacks are simultaneously 
reported, they are the result of such dis­
turbances in the sun as are called sun 

A theory quite as plausible as this 
might attribute epidemics of crime to 
similar influences, by which weak ree- 

are overthrown and murderous in­
tents are kindled in excitable minds with 
destructive tendencies. There are causes 
for all things in life and nature, and no 
study of Sticb pauses is in vain.—Ghioago 
Journal,

Editor Hawke.

An American View--A Voice 
from Manitoba.

Jailed Without a Trlal-TheWrong 
Man Punished.

An Amerleaa View.
The Bangor (Me.) Commercial gives 

an editorial resume of the Hawke con- 
tempt of court case and afterwards 
tinues :—“In the meantime, Hawke is 
in jail at Fredericton, where he is sere­
naded by bands, interviewed by repre­
sentatives of the leading papers in the 
Dominion, visited by many distinguished 
people and bis case ie going . before 
Parliament. He is allowed to write for 
his paper, which ie naturally enjoying a 
boom hitherto unparalleled in its history. 
In short, from a business point of view 
Hawke’s conflict with the judges and 
consequent imprisonment bids fair to be 
the most paying hit that he has made 
foi a long time.”

Halifax Cuboniclb:—A sentence of 
two months’ imprisonment in a county 
jail and a $200 fine, with the insulting 
ad,htiooal judgment from the bench that 
in default of payment of the fine he will 
receive a farther dose of the jail, end all 
because Mr. Hawke sought to tell the 
truth in the interests of the country- 
such a judgment loses every trace of the 
spirit of dignity, and seems to manifest 
the mean spirit of revenge. If this sen­
tence bad been pronounced by an inde­
pendent tribunal the case would be dif­
ferent; but is it in the nature of things 
that a tribunal should be independent in 
it» judgment when the tribunal itself is 
the real accuser ? It is the bench that is 
now on trial before the grand assiza of 
tbe whole people, and the judges have 
reason to feel much more uncomfortable 
on that bench than has Mr. Hawke in 
the York county jail. * • • Mr.
Hawke has the sincere sympathy of his 
fellow journalists. The essential badness 
of the laws of legal procedure which pro­
vided no relief from the ettect of a judge’s 
blunder brought about an irritating set 
of circumstances that caused bis present 
trouble, and now he lies condemned to 
fine and imprisonment, practically with­
out a trial, for tbe merits o( his case have 
never been enquired into, and he has 
never been before a disinterested tribun­
al. II this is freedom, we should like to 
know what is tyranny.

A Voice from Manitoba.

Winnipeu Sun : The case of editor 
Hawke, of ihe Moncton Transcript, now 
undergoing imprisonment for contempt 
of court, is naturally exciting consider­
able excitement throughout the Domin­
ion. Mr. Hawke charge-1 drunkenness 
against one or more of tie New Bruns 
wick judges.. He was not allowed to 
attempt to prove bis charges. The 
ground was simply taken by the judges 
that he had no right to criticise ; that, 
in fact, they were infallible and above 
newspaper criticism. We fancy no such 
doctrine will be tolerated, and that the 
reeultofMr. Hawke’s imprisonment will 
be an amendment to the law rendering 
impossible such high-handed proceed- 
ings as those lately taken by the New 
Brunswick judges. We firmly believe 
that the bench should not be made the 
subject of indiscriminate newspaper 
attack, in the same manner as members 
of parliament and other public men. A 
contrary course would do much to soil 
ermine, and to reduce the respect usually 
laid to its dignity. At the same time if 

, udges misconduct themselves in such a 
manner as to create public scandal they 
need not expect comment will not be 
made upon the fact, or that they can 
throttle criticism.

Hawke’s anxieties or designs or martyr 
dom. Hawke may deserve all he is get­
ting. The point ie that he is getting it 
from a Star Chamber. Let a jury try 
Hawke and if they send him to j ill we 
will congratulate ourselves that venom­
ous journalism has met proper punish­
ment. 'Ihe point in the Hawke case is 
that a British subject has been jailed 
without fair trial by a tribunal which has 
misused its opportunities and powers in 
order to avenge its own wrongs. Any 
mab in Ottawa has as much right to 
shoot down in the street a neighbor 
whom he chooses to fancy has wronged 
him as the judges of New Brunswick 
have to jail a neighbor whom they chose 
to think has wronged them. In each 
instance it is simply a case of arrogating 
the right to judge and punish one’s own 
grievances. Than this nothing c^n be 
more hurtful to the true interests of jus­
tice. It is justice we are concerned for; 

for Hatrke.

A Voice irom the Ibland.
Ch.xrlottetown Patriot : We are glad 

to see by our telegram that Mr. Davies 
has announced his intention of bringing 
up the case of Mr. Hawke, committed 
for contempt by tho Supreme Court of 
New Brunswick, because of his strictures 
on Judge Fraser’s action in the West­
morland election case. In our opinion 
the learned Judge brought more con 
tempt upon the Court than anything Mr. j 
Hawke could do. We would suggest to 
the New Brunswick Supreme Court that 
it should commit Judge Fraser for what 
he did, and thus relieve the other mem­
bers of that tribunal of their share of the 
contempt for which Mr. Hawke is im­
prisoned.

Wblcb the More Dlegrneeftil.
London Advertiser : Uur esteemed 

contemporary the Toronto Empire says 
that Editor Hawke was “deservedly 
punished tor a disgraceful attack upon 
judges.” Casuists can tell us why it is 
more disgraceful to say that a judge is 
drunk on the bench than it is for the 
judge to be drunk on the bench.

A Chance for Reform

Bangor Commercial :—Whatever may 
be thought by the various provincial edi­
tors of the judgment of Mr. Haxvke in 
his attack upon the supreme bench 
New Brunswick or any member thereof, 
none of them, so far as we have seen, 
deny that Judge Fraser was on the oc­
casion named by Editor Hawke alto­
gether too drunk to do business accept­
ably in an official capacity. If all that is 
said by the papers be true, or even half 
of it, there is a chance for extensive re 
form in the New Brunswick judiciary.

A Judicial Outrage.

Ottawa Fbke Press:—In delivering 
judgment against Mr. Hawke the chief 
justice of the supreme court of New 
Brunswick threatened the press with 
heavy penalties if they ventured to fol­
low, even remotely, the example of tho 
Transcript editor. The prea«, he said, 
had a right to criticise the decisions ot 
the court, but had no right to expect an 
unwarranted license. Judging from the 
decision in the Hawke case it appears to 
be the supreme court of New Brunswick 
and not the press, that seeks “su unwar­
ranted license." The judges ot that 
court seem to desire a license to appear 
on the bench in a state of intoxication, 
to give absurd and contradictory deci­
sions, and to bring the whole administra­
tion of justice into ridicule and contempt, 
without being subject to press criticism. 
The press does not ask for nor expect 
any license to commit a wrong, or to un- 
juaily criticize judges or public function­
aries, but they do demand and intend to 
secure, before they have done with the 
business, the abolition ot the right now 
possessed by any man who may happen 
to get pitchforked upon the bench 
through political influences, to imprison, 
after a sham trial in which the person 
who claims to be aggrieved is both com­
plainant and judge, any journalist who, 
in the discharge of his duties, directs 
public attention to what he regards as 
misconduct or partially on the part of a 
judge or court. * * e The judge who 
respects himself and his court has noth­
ing to fear from press criticism, and in 
precipitating war between the bench 
and the press the supreme court of New 
Brunswick has taken a moat effective 
method of depriving itselt of powers to 
which it has no tight, and which Lave 
been scandalously abused.
