13 years old. There are several more 
suspicious places in the grounds about 
the ruins, and the authorities resume 
the search to day with the chance of 
finding more bodies.

Conjectures and Details.
Further excavating which may reveal 

more Bodies on the corpse-strewn farm 
of Mrs. Bella Gunness, a mile north of 
here, is promised for to day by A. F. 
Nmutzer, sheriff of Laporte* Coimtv. In 
addition, Ray Lamphcre, who is held on 
a charge of having caused the deaths of 
Mrs. Gunness and her three children, 
who were incinerated in a fire which 
destroyed their home on April 28. will 
be subjected to another examination be­
fore Justice Smith. It is the hope of 
Mr. Smith that Lamphere will shed light 
on the bodies found in the barn vard of 
the Gunness home yesterday. One is be­
lieved to Iw that of Andrew Helgelein, 
of .Mansfield, S. D. Another may be 
that of Jennie Olson, a foster daughter 
of Mrs. Gunness, who disappeared in 
1906. A third is partially accounted for 
as that of an unidentified man. who vis­
ited the place two or more years ago. 
The other skeletons, thought to be those 
of children, are unexplained, although 
laimphere told the sheriff last night 
that a child had disappeared from the 
farm some time ago.

Sheriff Smutzer advanced the theory 
that some of the bodies may have been 
sent .here from Chicago in an effort to 
cover up crimes in that city. He has 
asked the Chicago police to investigate 
the antecedents of the Gunness woman, 
she having lived in that city prior to 
her appearance here in 1 IKK).* But even 
if these mysteries are solved there re­
main yet Hip puzzling incidents sur­
rounding the burning of the house when 
Mrs. Gunness and her children met their

Two of these children. Myrtle, aged ! 
11. and Lucy, aged 4. bore the patro­
nymic of Sorenson, having been liorn to 
Mrs. Gunness by her first husliand. The 
third was Philip Gunness. aged 6 years. 
Sorenson died suddenly in Chicago prior 
to 1900.

That the fire which caused the death 
of these children and their mother was 
of incendiary origin is the firm belief 
of the ijrval authorities. Also they 
have a suspicion that Ray lamphere, 
driven by jealousy, was the man who 
started the fatal blaze.

Except Lamphere; Joe Maxson. who 
was employed on the farm for a brief 
period, is the only one who can give the 
authorities any light on the mystery, 
and lie knows hut little. However, lie 
gave a graphic, description of his at­
tempt to save Mrs. Gunness and her 
children from the fire, this being cor- 
rolmrated by neighbors of undoubted 
integrity. lamphere spent the night of 
April 27 at the home of Mrs. Elizabeth 
Smith, a negress in I.aporte. Whether 
he had time to reach the Gunness farm 
before the fire started is not known.

More Bodies.
Laporte. 1ml.. May 6.—It is reported 

hut not yet confirmed that three more 
bodies have lieen found in the cellar of 
the Gunness house.

LUCK AGAINST HIM.
Street Car Fender Saves Life of 

Would-be Suicide.
New Y or IT, Mnv 6.—The fate which 

blocked John C. Larsen’s effort to 
earn a living as an engineer on the 
New York Central Railroad again 
interposed its hand to-day when Lar­
sen attempted to commit suicide hv 
throwing himself in front of a street 
car. In consequence Larsen was sent 
to a hospital, bruised and battered, 
a prisoner charged with attempted sui­
cide. Larsen had been a fireman and 
engineer since 1884, but was discharg­
ed when the operating force was re 
duced several months, ago. To-day 
when he threw himself in front of 
the car the fender caught him-and 
dragged him for some distance, 
flicting painful but not dangerous in­
juries.

Washing Delicate Embroideries.
Make a good lather with soap and 

warm water, adding one-fourth of a 
tenspoonful of powdered borax -to each 
quart of water. Place the articles in au 
ordinary glass fruit jar. then nearly fill 
the jar with the lather. Seal tightly, 
shake the jar a little, and place it in 
bright sunlight for 24 hours. Of course, 
if the weather is cloudy, the time should 
be allowed for. Turn the jar a round oc­
casionally, so that the sun may pene­
trate every part. When the time i* up 
poiir off the lather, press the fabric 
gently, then rinse several times in clear, 
soft water. Return it to the jar with 
more clear water, set it again in the 
sun. changing the water daily, until the 
material is white. 1 recently renovated 
a bit of fine old band embroidery, which 
had become as yellow as .-itfrom by

What the Railroads Do For Us.
(Gilson Willets in Leslie’s Weekly.)

Kansas farmers needed loo.000 har­
vest hands. What would those farm­
ers have done if the railroads had not 
produced the 100.000 by means of 
spécial rates? The railroads brought. 
1.000.000 visitors to Saratoga last sum­
mer, and 3.000.000 to Atlantic City dur­
ing the year, and 40.000 to the Maine 
woods, and 200.000 to a G. A. R. en­
campment, and 50.000 to a C’hautnugua 
assembly. Those people put a heap 

. of money into circulation. That travel 
created jobs galore. We all benefited 
because the railroads hustled and got 
the people out. That’s how the thing 
works positively. Now see how it 
works negatively. I was in the North- 
west( opened, built up. develop d. and 
populated by Hill's railroad) last fall 
when there was so much freight to 
be moved that shippers complained 
because the\ couldn't get ears. Un­
reasoning anti-roilroadites hit the 
Northwest soon after that—and now 
up there are nearly 100.000 empty, 
idle cars. There's nothing to move. 
1 was in Florida this winter when the 
“anti” business compelled the South­
ern railroads to take off some of their 
crack trains and to shut up most of 
their big shops. Travel was only half 
what it was in other winters. Result, 
only half the number of jobs open to 
you and to me.

A year ago the railroads them­
selves employed 1.300.000 men. Three 
hundred thousand of those men have 
been thrown out of jobs by the “anti. ’ 
How many other fellows’ jobs have 
been affected by that laying off of 
railroad men? The Pullman people 
alone a vear ago gave employment *o 
18,000 men. with $10.000.000 in wages. 
A couple of thousand men were dis­
missed. It was only that the rail­
roads “held up” orders for Pullman 
cars, but also because the .14,000,000 
passengers who travelled on 8,000 
Pullmans did not represent enough 
business. “Anti” again. Railroad 
development itself gives jobs and cir­
culates money to an extent not dream­
ed of until you get the facts. Ex-Sen­
ator Clark, of Montana, spent $20,000,- 
000 out of his own pocket, building 
the newlv completed Salt Lake Rail­
road. That employed 5.000 men for 
three vears. H. M. Flagler paid out 
nearly $10.000.000 in wages on his 
new terminals in New York. These 
and a score of other “developments’* 
in the railway world have been check­
ed by the “anti.” Public hysteria on 
the subject of railroads has caused 
head railroaders to order ' ueir en­
gineers to “stop work wherever pos­
sible.’* ___ ______
