RESULTS OF CO-OPERATIVE
PERIMENTS WITH AUTUMN
SOWN CROPS,
and ten farmers
throughout Ontario conducted experi-
ments with autumn sown crops during
the past year. Reports have been re-
ceived from thirty-six of the counties
of the province.. Those counties which
furnish the greatest number of good re-
ports of successfully conducted experi-
ments were Middlesex, Huron, Brant,
Norfolk and Muskoka. The experiment-
ers deserve much credit for the good
work which they have done, not only
for themselves, but for the farmers gen-
erally. Average results of the earefully
conducted co-operative experiments with
autumn sown crops are here presented
in a very concise form,

Winter Wheat-—Four varieties of win
ter wheat were distributed last antumn
to those farmers who wished to test
some of the learing varieties on their
own farms. The average yvield per acre

SALT-RISING BREAD,

This recipe is unfailing:

Slice two medium potatoes thin, add
to them two tablespoonfuls of corn meal,
one teaspoonful of sugar, one-half tea
spoonful of salt. Pour over this two tea
capfuls of boiling water and place in
warm palce over night.

In the morning stir and strain out po-
tatoes, and to one pint of the liquid add
one teaspoonful of soda and one-half
teaspoonful of salt, Thicken with flour
and place in warm water to rise, then
proeceed as in any salt-rising bread, and
the result will be most gratifying.

KEEPING VEGETABLES CRISP,

Wash your green vegetables, such as
lettuce and spinach, inclose in covered
dish and let stand. Vegetables treated
in this manner will keep fresh and crisp
for days.

TO TIGHTEN LID ON GLASS JAR.

Break white of an egg into a saucer
and dip the rubber and lid of the jar
into the egg and place them upon the
jar and tighten and there will be no
danger of the fruit fermenting.

TO PEEL TOMATOES.

To peel tomatoes without scalding
rub the back of a knife over the entire
surface of the tomato, thus separating
the thin skin from the tomato. Break
the skin at the stem part and gently
pull it away from the tomato. In this
way tomatoes may be prepared without
the semi-cooked taste which scalding
gives them.

| the co-operative experiments with dif
ferent fertilizers applied to winter wheat
| the average yields of grain per acre for |
five years are as follows: Mixed fer
tilizer, 25.2 bushels; nitrate of soda, 23.8
bushels: muriate of potash, 22,0 bush-
els, and superphosphate 7. bushels
The unfertilized land gave an average
of 19.9 bushels per acre. The super
phosphate was applied at the rate of
320 pounds and the muriate of potash
and the nitrate of soda each 160 pounds
per acre. The mixed fertilizer con
sisted of one-third of the quantity of
each of the other three fertilizers here
mentioned. The usual cost of the fer
tilizers as used in this experiment
between $4 and $5 per acre.

Fodder Crops—In each of six years
the seed of hairy vetches and winter
rye has been distributed throughout
Ontario for co-operative experiments in

testing these erops for fodder purposes
In the average of six' years' experi
ments, the hairy vetches produced slight
ly the lmg«ul vield of green fodder per
acre, but in 1009 the largest yield was
produced by the winter rye.
