The Kennedy Prohibition bill hss become 
law in Iowa.

If a young man begins at the age of twenty 
years to drink bnt one glass of beer a day, at 
five cents.a glass, by the time he is forty 
years of age he will have spent $1,222.75.

Great interest is felt at Plainfield, N. J., in 
the temperance mqvement. Meetings are 
being held day and night. Over 2,000 per­
sons bave signed the pledge within a week.

The Ellenvilie ladies who threatened to 
boycott business men who did not vote the 
temperance ticket are iubilant because a no 
license excise commissioner was elected by 
over a hundred majority. Ten towns in the 
county voted ûo license.

Bishop Wigger, of Paterson, N.J., three 
years ago prohibited the sale of liquor on Sun­
days. Wm. Hayden and his wife disobeyed 
the bishop, The Haydens poth died on Fri- 

" the bishop prevented fuaepd

-, elected a no license excise commissioner 
at the late election. The township has long 
been a strong license district, but last sum­
mer a license was granted to a man who open­
ly sold beer on Sunday in front of a camp­
meeting ground. This caused a revulsion of 
feeling.

A public convention of the temperance 
workers in the united counties of Northum­
berland and Durham will be held in the Son’s 
hall, Cobourg, Tuesday, March 25th, to con­
sider the propriety of submitting the Scott 
Act to a vote of the electors. A full attend­
ance of temperance workers from all parts of 
the counties is requested. Every organiza­
tion is urged to send representatives, and 
correspond with J. J, Ferguson, secretary, 
Cobourg.

Amendment, to the Crook. Act Asked for.
A deputation of temperance workers waited 

upon Attorney-General Mowat and Mr. Hardy 
on Friday for the purpose of pressing upon 
them the desirability of amending the Crooks 
Act. Dr. Snelling, one of the deputa­
tion, suggested that no liquor shall 
be sold to any person under 18 years 
of age ; the prohilÉting of licenses 
being issued to all eBibitions, theatres, 
public balls, public parks, &c. ; redac­
tion of tavern licenses in cities, two for the first 
1,000, and one for each additional full thou­
sand of the population ; the number of shop 
licenses to be reduced to one for each 400 of 
the population up to the first 1,200, and one 
for each full 5,000 afterwards : increasing the 
price of licenses to such an extent as would 
sweep away many groggeries at present in 
existence ; the prohibition of liquor selling 
on vessels ; and in the case of a conviction 
for a this# infraction of the law, besides a 
fine of $50, imprisonment for three months.

The Scott Att in Oxford, 
Woodstock, March 11.—A large meeting 

was held in the Town hall, Woodstock, last 
night. Addresses Were delivered by Rev. 
Messrs. McKay, Williams, McMullen, and 
Brethour, from Halton, and Messrs. J. Harri­
son. Milton, and RobL McLean, Toronto, for 
the Act, ami against by Messrs. Tizard and 
Lee. The Police Magistrate of Oakville, was 
prevented from coming through sickness.

□ed with the meetiaç*, ;

Tilsonbdrg, March 11.—The Music hay 
in this town was packed to the doors this 
evening, many having to go away. Mr. R. T. 
Williams occupied the chair. The speakers 
against the adoption of the Scott Act were 
Capt. McBride, of St. Tnomas, vice-president 
of the Ontario Trades and Benevolent Asso­
ciation, and Mr. Tizard, barrister, of Oak­
ville. The speakers in favour of the adoption 
of the Act were Mrs. Youmans, Rev. J. S. 
Ross, and Rev. D. L. Brethour, of Milton. 
Great enthusiasm was evinced in favour of 
the Act.

Crooks Act Amendment.
Sarnia, March 10.—At a Scott Act meet­

ing held in the Royal Templars’ hall, Sarnia, 
Rev. Wm. McDonough in the chair, the fol­
lowing resolution was passed with strong 
leelmg ;—“ Resolved, that we express with 
alarm onr disapproval and intense indigna­
tion at the action of the Local Government 
in proposing to amend the Crooks Act, there­
by destroying its efficiency relative to the 
sale of liquors with groceries as set forth in 
section 24 of the License Act of Ontario, 
whereby we. with other municipalities, passed 
by-laws this year to cause the separation of 
liquors from groceries and any other com­
modities agreeable to such statute. That wo 
consider such action on the part of the gov­
ernment at the present time as unfair and 
uncalled for," thereby depriving the commun­
ity of the only resource they had to advance 
prohibitory measures, and that instead of 
retrograde action we insist on advanced 
legislation to promote the cause of temper­
ance, irrespective of any party, and that we 
demand it in the name and on behalf of 
suffering humanity, women and children, 
who are counted as so many souls in grant­
ing a license. We therefore earnestly and

Boring a period of four 
years the rats in the forests multiply m in­
credible numbers. But this ia followed by 
the 15 years of bamboo growth, when it 
ripens no seed. Then toliowe the rat famine, 
and their emigration to the cultivated fields, 
destroying everything edible in their path.

Projected Attack npon the Ontario Par­
liament Buildings.

Last week the news was wired from Hali­
fax that a warning had been received there 
that an attempt was to be made by Femaus 
to blow up the Government House and other 
public buildings in that city. About the 
same time the provincial authorities in To­
ronto were apprized that a plot was being 
perfected by Fenians at Buffalo to destroy 
the ProvinciarParliament buildings and Gov­
ernment House by dynamite. The Govern­
ment did not place much reliance upon 
the story, but decided that it would 
be well to take precautions against 
any possible attack which might he made. 
This was thought advisable, it is presumed, 
not because of the vaine or architectural 
beauty of the old pile, but because of the 
valuable records which are preserved therein. 
The Government detective staff, under Mr. 
Murray, were put on duty, aud special con­
stables were placed on patrol in and areund 
Government House and the Parliament build­
ings. Six men were put on dntv on Wednes­
day of last week, and have been continued 
ever since. Three of them go on at six 
o’clock in the evening and continue until nine 
o'clock, when they are relieved and the other 
three take their places, and so on every three 
hoars until mormug. . •

The 
longest incumbency in modern times anpeara 
to have been that of Speaker Onslow, "in the 
reign of George the Second, It lasted thirty- 
four years.

Among other 
articles were a dozefl 36-gallon casks of wine 
and several casks of Burton ale. A large 
concourse of persons assembled, purloining 
varions articles, and broaching the casks.
