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WILL THERE BE A DARK HORSE?

At a Liberal convention held here
i

last Tuesday, Mr. W.B. Snowball 
of Chatham secured the nomination 
of the Liberal party and on Wed 
nesday at the Conservative conven 
tion, Mr C.P. Hickey of Chatham 
received the nomination of the 
ConsfervatMe pfarty. Bot(i gently 
men are residents of Chatham, so 
this ambitious town should at 
least be well satisfied in-so-far as 
the matter of candidates is concern­
ed.

The two conventions were well 
attended and while the Liberals 
had a large number of aspirants to 
choose from, (apparently too many) 
the Conseivatives on the other 
hand had only one name placed 
before them. This state of ai- 
fairs made the Liberal selection a 
rather dTfftcult one, while that of 
the Conservatives was a very easy 
matter to decide and the work of 
the Conservative delegates was 
eimply a matter of saying “aye1

Mr. Hickey was nominated by 
Mr. A.A Davidson who, in a glow­
ing tribute to Mr. Hickey, pointed 
out his qualifications as standard 
bearer of the Conservative party. 
This nomination was duly seconded, 
a motion to close nominations Im­
mediately followed,—Mr. Hickey's 

nomination was then put to the 
meeting by the Chairman In the 
usual manner and Mr. Hickey was 
declared chosen unanimously. The 
business of the convention was 
thus completed and the speech- 
making was the next order of the 
day.

w Not so easy was the work of 
the Liberal delegates. Three 
names, those of W.B. Snowball 
Chas. J. Morrissy and Dr. F.C. 

McGrath were placjed before the 
convention to be balloted on. The 
result of the flrst vote eliminated 
Dr. McGrath and the fight narrowed

the flrst ballot the possibility Is 
that Mr. Morrissy would have 
been the choice of the majority 
of the delegates. Be that as it 
may, Mrl Snowball Is the selection 
of the party and with him they 
must win or lose.

With both party conventions over, 
it would appear as if the decks 
could be cleared for battle and the 
important issues of the day be 
presented to the constituency by 
the candidates. But apparently 
such does not seem to be the 
case, if one can judge from the 
many èxpressions of dissatisfaction 
heard on both sides. Many Liberal 
supporters and many Conservative 
supporters are not by any means 
satisfied with the chosen candidates 
and it is alleged that it is not only 
possible, but very probable that 
before very long a third man will 
be in the field, who will run as an 
independent. s

If such a candidate is brought in­
to the fight, a prediction of the re­
sult of the by-election would be a 
most difficult matter. He would 
be a serious obstacle for both 
parties to contend with and one 
which neither party could afford to 
look upon lightly. Many former 
supporters of both parties are of 
the opinion, that In consideration 
of the general dissatisfaction, which 
they claim has been expressed from 
all sections of the country, a third 
man in the running would have 
an excellent chance of winning the 
seat. The possibility of a dark 
horse appearing is current talk 
and may put an altogether different 
aspect on the present situation.

At Fredericton
Blight cases have been entered on 

the docket of the Court of Appeal 
tor the September session which 
opens at Fredericton today. One of 
the out standing cases on the docket

Northumberland County has had 
its second visit from Rt.
