_Mr. Laurier in Good Fighting Trim, and Lively in 
his Criticisms of the Government.

MR. FOSTER ACKNOWLEDGES A BIG DEFICIT.

Other Speeches in the Debate on the Address.

The Governor General’s speech at the 
’opening of the Dominion parliament Thurs­
day ar Anoon, will be found on our first 
page. Ihe ceremony was performed amid 
the usual display, the weather especially 
being most propitous. Tbe scene in the 
great parliament square at three o'clock, 
was enhanced by the attractiveness of green 
lawfis, floating banners and crowds of sight­
seers. Facing the imposing parliament 
buildings, the Guards, in scarlet and gold, 
were drawn up immediately in front of the 
main entrance, which was guarded by Do- 
roiniqjTyolice. As the hour of three chimed 
out from the great tower, tbe little flag 
over the Governor-General’s office was run 
up as a signal to the artillery on Nepean 
Point to fire a salute of twenty-one guns. 
Presently the flashing, bobbing helmets of 
the Princess Louise Dragoon Guards, who 
acted as an escort, were seen at the gates, 
and the Governor-General drove up in a car­
riage drawn by four black horses, with pos­
tillions. In the carriage with His Excel­
lency were Mr. Arthur Gordon, C. M. G., 
secretarÿ. and Capt. Urquhart, aide-de-camp. 
Lady Aberdeen had already driven up, es­
corted by two dragoons, and accompanied 
by several lady members of the vice-regal 
household. As His Excellency alighted, 
"uniformed footmen with three-cornered 
hats, operfed tbe carriage doors, tbe guard 
presented arms, the band played the nation­
al anthem, and Lord Aberdeen entered the 
building.

The Senate Chamber.
In the Senate chamber there was not so 

large an attendance of ladies as usual, but 
still nearly all the seats were occupied. 
The scene was not so brilliant as on former 
occasions, partly because the order respect­
ing decolette dresses was relaxed,and the ma­
jority appeared in gowns which came close 
up to the throat. To many this seemed an 
improvement on the fashion of former 
years. To His Excellency’s right stood the 
first minister, Sir Mackenzie Bowel 1, who 
with Messrs. Ives and Angers, appeared in 
court uniform. A brilliant military staff 
stood on either side of the throne, and im­
mediately in front of tbe throne were seated 
-Governor Schultz of Manitoba, and Govern- 
Macintosh of the Northwest Territories. To 
the left of the throne were seated Her Ex­
cellency Lady Aberdeen, and Lady Tweed- 
mouth, wife of one of Lord Roseberry’s 
minister’s. Immediately behind Her Ex­
cellency was Madame Laurier, Lady Caron, 
Lady Tupper and Mrs. Geo. E. Foster. Her 
Excellency was accompanied by Hon. 
Gordon and Oswald Gordon as pages, dressed 
in costumes of the time of Henry VIII.

Some Exquisite Toilettes.
The fair readers of The Hbbald will be 

t interested in knowing what some of the
prominent ladies wore at the opening.

The Countess of Aberdeen was attired in 
a magnificent gown of brocaded satin which 
in some lights took a bluish grey and in 
-others a pink. It was made with a very 
dong, though not a court, train, and flounced 
around the edge of it. The bodice was

__ __-■ much trimmed with exquisite lace, and
Her Excellency wore a handsome diamond 
necklace and tiara of the same gems in her 
hair. She wore long gloves to match the 
gown and carried a large bouquet.

Lady Tweedmoutli, Lady Aberdeen’s 
sister-in-law, wore a gown of thick mourn-- 
ing silk much trimmed with jet. Bodice 
same as skirt and heavily ornamented with 
jet"; black feathers in the hair and black 
gloves completed tbe costume.

Lady Caron wore a French gown of 
black, brocaded in blue, with a moderately 
long train. The short bodice was eflect- 
ively trimmed with silk velvet of an un­
usually pretty pale blue. Black gloves 
were worn with this costume and feathers 
to match tbe blue trimming were placed in 
her hair.

Lady Tupper wore a gown of rich black 
brocade, the skirt being handsomely trim­
med with jet. Bodice of same material as 
the skirt and trimmed with jet and lace, 
with sleeves of the same. Lady Tupper 
wore no ornaments but carried a magni­
ficent bouquet of pink roses and wore a few 
in her hair. The whole costume was most 
effective.

Hon. Mrs. Herbert wore an exquisite cos­
tume ol black satin on Lyon, skirt and 
bodice both trimmed with jet. Round her 
neck were six strands of beautiful pearls, 
diamonds, stars and several syliite ostrich 
tips in the hair completed the costume.

At a reception after the state dinner at 
Rideau Hall on Wednesday night, Lord 
Aberdeen wore a handsome scarlet uniform. 
Lady Aberdeen’s dress was a beautiful bro­
cade of pale blue and yellow. She wore 
her tiara of diamonds and other diamonds 
as well as a beautiful necklet of emeralds 
set in diamonds.

Mrs. Gordon, of Ellon, wore black silk 
covered with flowered net and trimmed 

r with bands of irridcscent passementerie.
Hon. Mrs. Herbert wore a beautiful gown 

of pale pink satin with flounces of fine 
pointed d’alenson, and ornamented with 
silver beads. She wore also a necklace of 
diamonds and a collar of pearls.

Lady Tupper's gown was brocaded satin 
in a light shade of petunia. The bodice 
and sle^'i were also trimmed with tbe 
brocade and lace.

Miss Caron wore cream crepon over silk. 
Tbe skirt was made in flounces edged with 
Valenciennes lace.

The Honored Dead.
On the government side of the house the 

most noticeable object was the vacant place 
which last session was occupied by the 
Premier. A massive floral pillow upon^he 
desk bearing the words, “ His memory 
green,” was the outward symbol of the re­
gret which was in the minds of all, shading 
their enjoyment of meeting friends and ac­
quaintances. Tbe Liberals share the feel­
ing of the Conservatives upon the death of 
their chieftain, and the Conservatives speak 
kindly words of him whose place upon the 
Liberal side was also vacant and upon whose 
desk a floral tribute bore evidence, spelled 
out in blue immortelles that the Hon. Felix 
Geoffrion was “ Gone, but remembered.”

The air of the chamber was heavy with 
the unusual perfume of hyacinths and 
Easter lillies. Many of the treasury benches 
were unoccupied. Those pressent, how­
ever, were Messrs. Foster, Daly, Haggart, 
Wallace, Wood and Costigan. Sir Hibbert 
Tupper and Sir Adolphe Caron were also 
present to see the culmination of the leader­
ship succession question.

Mr. Foster, the new leader of the house, 
and Mr. Laurier, the Liberal leader, were 
both looking well for men who were re­
cently on the sick list.

The Manitoba School Question
forms a leading topic in the discussion 
among members of both sides of the house. 
The first parliamentary moye was made 
Thursday by Mr. Charlton placing a motion 
on the order paper for a return of all papers 
and correspondence. Mr. Lariviere also 
placed a similar motion on the paper.

Last session Mr. Turcotte, the member 
for Montmorency, was convicted of having 
held a contract with the government for 
supplying the Quebec citadel with pro­
visions but he was whitewashed by a party 
majority. Mr. Edgar \ will enquire in 
whose name the contrast stood for 1894, 
and the expired portion of 1895.

Mr. Mulock gives notice of a bill to re­
duce the salary of the Governor General. 
It is understood that it proposes to reduce 
the salary from $50.000 a year to $25,000. 
Mr. Mulock also gives notice of a bill 
respecting the Senate and the House of 
Commons—a measure designed to prevent 
members travelling on railway passes and 
charging mileage at the same time.

The speech from the throne is notable for 
omitting any reference to the Hudson’s 
Bay railway aid or to the report of the pro­
hibition commission.

In the Commons.
In the House of Commons, Mr. Speaker 

took the chair at fifteen minutes before 3 
o'clock. There was almost a full attend­
ance of members, and, during the waiting 
period until the summons of His Excel­
lency should arrive, there was much bustl­
ing up and down the aisles, and back and 
forth across the floor, with handshaking 
and a babel of cheery greetings, and every­
body appeared glad to see everybody else. 
Tbe spirit of mutual good will which the 
politicians bring to Ottawa fresh every year 
was in the scene, and pity it seemed that 
the friendly flower should be doomed so 
soon to shrivel and die in the artificial at­
mosphere of political warfare.

Liberal Notables.
The Liberal leader, with a red rose in his 

button-hole and a healthy complexion, 
which reflected some of the ruddiness of his 
boutonniere, moved about among his fol­
lowers, welcoming them with that courtly 
cordiality which is a part of the secret of 
his influence over men. In the front Op­
position benches sat Hon. David Mills and 
Sir Richard Cartwright, whose long terms 
of service are leaving upon them few marks 
of the wear and tear of politics ; Mr. Charl­
ton, indefatigable as in years past, and al 
ready having given notice of the first 
public bills of the session ; Mr. Patters»n 
of Brant, resting from the arduous cam­
paigning from which the call of parliament 
released him ; Dr. Landerkin, with a radius 
of merriment about him ; Whip Suther­
land, Mr. Edgar, Mr. McMullen and the re­
mainder of the Ontario contingent.

Debate on the Address.
Friday afternoon the House of Commons 

took up the debate on the Address, which 
was moved by Mr. Bennet of East Simcoe 
and seconded by Mr. Belley of Chicoutimi, 
both gentlemen speaking at some length,

HON. MR. LAURIER
followed and was greeted with great ap­
plause. He seemed to be in perfect form 
and made an exceedingly effective speech. 
After the regular compliments to the mover 
and seconder of the speech, the leader of 
the opposition delighted his followers and 
entertained the galleries with a choice sar 
castic arraignment of the government for 
the delay in calling parliament together 
and the dissensions existing in the cabinet. 
He expressed his astonishment that neither 
in, the address from the throne nor the two 
speeches had any explanation been given 
of thedate calling of parliament. The gov­
ernment stood guilty of a breach of duty 
to the House and to the people. It was 
with much satisfaction that His Excellency 
again sought the advice of the house ; why 
had not that advice been sought sooner ? 
(Cheers.) When parliament was called, it 
was -not from any motive that could see the 
light of day, but because the gentlemen 
who adorned the treasury benches were not 
able to have a mind of their own. The 
government seemed like one of those sultry 
streams, smooth on the surface, but muddy 
at the bottom, and bubbling with mephitic 
gases. All winter the cabinet wasj divided 
into two rival factions, squabbling and 
fighting. (Cheers.) One was in favor of a 
session and the other of a dissolution, and 
he paid them the compliment of saying 
that when they chose the former,

They Did a Wise Thing.
It was true the government bad tnuch to 
meet, the Minister of Finance especially 
having to face the spectre which he expected 
last year, but they bad the majority, which 
would back them and swallow the pill, no 
matter how bitter it was. If a dissolution 
had been agreed upon, that majority would 
have vanished in the morning rays Of an 
April sun. (Cheers.)

We have had evidence of it, and the wis­
dom of their course was fully vindicated on 
the 17th of April, two days ago. There 
were four elections on that day. The Lib­
eral party, as Mr. Bennet says, offered no 
fight in Haldimand ; it is a little family 
quarrel, which I will leave for them to 
settle among themselves, but as to tbe 
other three, I claim a victory for the Liberal 
party'. (Applause.) I claim a victory for 
the Liberal party, not only in Vercheres— 
there is not ,much to be proud of in Ver­
cheres, after all, becouse it is an old Rouge 
county—but I claim a victory in Quebec 
West, which is an old Conservative constit­
uency, and my' friend Mr. Bennet said a 
moment ago that there were two Tories in 
it. To some extent it is true, but there was 
a Tory and a Tory ; on one side was Mr. 
Dobell, whose record was above suspicion 
and on the other side there is our old friend 
Mr. McGreevy', who is well known in this 
house. And, sir, I will quote Mr. Bennet 
from

The Programme of Mr. Dobell:
I shall use my best endeavors, if elected, 

to have measures carried which will benefit 
the Dominion, increase its foreign trade, 
remove obstacles to a closer and freer trade 
with our sister colonies and the mother 
country ; and I shall not cease to advocate 
reciprocal trade on fair and just terms with 
our great neighbor, the United States.’’ 
(Liberal Applause.) I don’t observe much 
cheering on the other side of the house. 
Now, let me give you the opinion of a min­
isterial organ of the programme of Mr. Do­
bell : “ Mr. Dobell’s platform embraces 
reciprocity with the United States, freer in­
tercolonial trade, and closer foreign trade 
relations, superinduced by more liberal 
terms than we now possess. Of course this 
is a programme to which Mr. Laurier could 
impose no objection, since he has opinions 
of a similar nature himself. Mr. McGreevy 
we take it, has not lost faith in the National 
Policy which he helped to create.” Well, 
iir, it is a matter of record that the Liberal
arty unanimously supported the candidat- 
e of Mr. Dobell ; it is equally a matter of 

record that the Conservatives supported 
the candidature of Mr. McGreevy, and I 
presume that Mr. McGreevy’s health is suf­
ficiently restored to allow him to take his 
place upon the Conservative benches.

Mr. Laurier referred in feeling terras to 
the

Death of Sir John Thompson,

expressing his belief that for ages in Canada 
his name would be surrounded with a halo 
of imperishible fame.

Mr. Laurier dwelt on the difference in 
tone between the speeches of the mover and 
the seconder this year and last. They had 
to adfflit that the country is suffering from 
a deficit, but where, then, was the virtue of 
the National Policy ? Was it not intended 
to remove depression at that time and to 
prevent it in the future? The present de­
pression was the ugliest and most ill- 
visaged that had ever made its appearance. 
There was a falling off in revenue, ever in­
creasing, and this was what the hon. mem­
ber for East Simcoe called by the deluded 
name of depression. It would be idle to 
think that the present depression was a 
simple recurring one. The evil was of a 
more alarming character, and due to a 
more abiding cause : the enormous public 
debt which burdened the country and the 
high tariff which had been imposed under 
promises of development which never 
materialized. In the early days of the 
National Policy the fears of members on 
both sides of the house had been calmed by 
the promise of a large immigration, which 
would help to bear the great outlay then 
entered upon. Sir Charles Tupper made 
these statements more than once, and forti­
fied himself by a letter from the Deputy 
Minister of the Interior, Burgess, who esti­
mated that the amount which would be 
realized from the sale of agricultural lands, 
coal lands, mineral lands, timber dues, 
grazing rents, and mineral royalties from 
Jan. 1st, 1883, to Dec. 31st, 1891, would be 
$58,000,000. Not a cent had been added to 
the public funds by this source ; there was 
not enough to pay the salaries of tbe officials 
of the department. But the debt was there 
to be paid — to be paid out of tbe hard 
earnings of the people, and wrung from 
them by the •- 1 - ’ v

Relentless System of Taxation.
That debt was incurred under false pre­
tence, and the tariff'was imposed under 
false pretences. The primary cause ot it 
was the high tariff—(cheers) — imposed 
and maintained by the gentlemen on the 
other side of the house — a tariff under 
which the tilling of the soil was rendered 
valueless. The farmer had to pay artificial 
prices for all he wished to buy. He had to 
sell ill the cheapest market and buy in the 
dearest. The only course to follow to re­
move the depression was to adopt some 
sensible scheme of taxation, which would 
make this a cheap country to live in. (Op­
position cheers.) This Was not to be ex­
pected from the other side of the house, 
but would be possible when the little oper­
ation of the 17th of April was extended 
to the whole country. (Oncers.)

Referring to Newfoundland, Mr. Laurier 
pointed out the necessity for the settlement 
of the French shore dispute before the 
colony il admitted into the union.

The language of the speech regarding tbe 
Manitoba school matter was very discreet. 
The onier was termed a decision, but, as he 
read'll, it was simply an invitation to the 

amtoba government to remedy the pres, nt 
state of affairs, but an invitation couched

In most Unfestimate Language.
The tone should not have been a dictatorial 
or.e, such as pervaded the order, but should 
have been a conciliatory one. For bis part, 
he believed the government had shown a 
sad want of discretion. The first thing 
they should have done was to appeal to the 
government of Manitoba to redress the evil 
it had created, but, instead of that, they is­
sued the remedial order. The language of 
the order bore one meaning in one place and 
another meaning in another. It had one 
meaning in Catholic constituencies and in 
Protestant constituencies another. In Ver­
cheres and Antigonish it was a pledge to the 
people that the government haidetermined 
to interfere, and in the Protestant county of 
Haldimand the order was said to be simply 
the first and the last of the action to be taken 
by the government. Even the previous 
speakers had taken different views of the 
order. The Conservative press had galled 
upon him to advise the advisers of His Ex­
cellency, but he was not ready to advise His 
Excellency’s present advisers. His policy 
had been asked for, but it was not for him 
to rush in where these angels (pointing to 
the members of the government) feared to 
tread. (Laughter). The government never 
consulted me when they brought in their 
gerrymander act of 1882. The government 
never consulted me when they brought in 
their franchise act of 1885.

one end of the Dominion to the other. 
That this point was well-taken the Opposi­
tion cheers proved. The serious depression, | 
he said, would not pass away as easily as the 
Finance Minister imagined. Sir Richard j 
devoted the main portion of his speech to | 
an expose of the financial situation of the 
country. The government had been either 
most careless or most reckless. Warnings 
had been unheeded. Their attempts to 
meet the deficit of a million and a quarter 
last year consisted in giving a quarter of a 
million to conciliate the brewery interest, 
another quarter of a million to conciliate 
the Tupper interest, three-quarters of a 
million for an Atlantic service and subsidies 
to railways amounting to several millions. 
How much they were pledged to the Hud­
son Bay railway and other enterprises he 
did not khow. They had brought down 
supplementary estimates of $1,300,000. 
These were some of the precautions the 
Finance Minister took to fulfil his promises 
of economy and meet the deficit. He took 
Mr. Foster to task also for publishing in the 
Official Gazette that the current fiscal tran. 
sactions up to 31st of March, showed a sur­
plus of $708,000, when the actual fact was 
that we had a deficit for the nine months 
ending 31st March, of $5,016,000.

Mr. Foster repudiated responsibility for 
the misleading statement, and practically 
acknowledged that it was a misleading state­
ment.

Sir Richard then absolved him from par­
ticipation in what looked like a trick de­
signed to affect the bye-elections, but noticed 
that leading ministerial papers used the 
false statement editorially to mislead the 
people. The deficit for 1895 might reach 

,000,000 or even exceed that figure. Like 
Aaron’s rod, it swallowed up three deficits 
of the Mackenzie regime, The government 
was a twenty-knot government in the way 
of going to leeward, particularly in the 
matter of deficits. These hits were much 
enjoyed by the Opposition. In conclusion 
Sir Richard promised to do his best to pro­
tect the Finance Minister against his col­
leagues in the matter of economy.

HON. MR. FOSTER
thanked the leader of the opposition for his 
kind remarks, and assured the house that 
he would try and uphold the honor of the 
position he occupied. This was practically 
Mr. Foster's first appearance as the leader of 
the government, and he was rather nervous 
when he rose to speak. He offered the 
house three reasons for the late date of the 
meeting of the house : The death of Sir 
John Thompson, the hearing of the Mani­
toba school appeal and the negotiations 
with the Newfoundland delegates. Allud­
ing to the factions in the cabinet, he gave 
the opposition a chance for a laugh by stat­
ing that, if such fights had taken place, he 
himself had escaped unscathed. The planks 
in Mr. Dobell's platform in Quebec West 
were naively claimed by the Minister of 
Finance as being the property of the Con­
servative party, and he joined his colleag­
ues in the assertion that the National Pol­
icy has been a buffer to soften the depress­
ion in its results in Canada. The loyalty 
of the government to the motherland was 
again shown by tbe speaker in his refer 
dice to the severity of the depression in 
Britain, which he attributed to the free 
trade principles existing there. The deficit

Would not Have Occurred,
argued the Finance Minister, if the taxation 
in the years 1890-94 had been kept up as it 
was up to 1890. If sugar were kept at the 
old figure those years, there would have 
been no deficit, but on the contrary, a clear 
record and the taking off of six to eight 
millions dollars from the public debt. 
The deficit did not come out of the 
people's earnings, but out of their savings, 
from taxation remitted and from decreased 
purchases, owing to the economy always 
practiced in times of difficulty and depres- 
siop.

The Manitoba school question was han­
dled most gingerly by the speaker in the 
“one word,” which he devoted to it. This 
was prefaced by a statement that it was 
singular and unusual that in the series of 
contests just ended, tbe leader of the oppo­
sition had taken no part and had satd noth­
ing. He reviewed the history of the case 
briefly, with the object ot showing that the 
government had been justified in all it did. 
It was objected that the order had two sides 
to it. That was not so. The order was 
simply the ordér. (Ironical laughter from 
the opposttion.) The difficulty, if it was to 
be cured, was only to be cured by Manitoba 
itself. The words with which the lion 
gentleman concluded the reference were; 
"I trust that she will do her own work as 
best she can do it, and that she will find the 
means to make those things smooth which 
are now rough.”

SIR RICHARD CARTWRIGHT.
Sic Richard Cartwright delivered an ad­

mirable speech, which was attentively lis­
tened to by both sides of the house. He 
roundly condemned the calling of the 
session at such a late period, and showed 
from the records that the Mackenzie govern 
ment called the house uniformly in the 
month of February. It was no light matter 
to disturb the business community and the 
public service as the present late session did. 
The idea that Sir John Thompson's death 
formed one of the reasons was inconsistent 
with the fact that a government which could 
not attend to public business, could 
enter on an electioneering campaign from

SIR HIBBERT TUPPER.
Sir Hibbert Tupper made a brief speech, 

received in silence by the Ministerialists. 
He wished to explain first that he never 
charged tbe Ministerial and Opposition 
press with falsehood. If the French treaty 
involved the Tupper interest he welcomed 
the alliance of the" French Liberals of 
Quebec. After indulging his propensity 
for taking a fling at England and her agri­
cultural depression be repudiated the two 
voices of tbe government on the school 
question. In Antigonish he had subscribed 
to a speech delivered by Dr. Montague in 
Haldimand. The Liberal candidate in Ant- 
gonish had been elected because he en­
dorsed the school policy of the government, 
and promised to support the government 
in carrying it to its logical conclusion. He 
protested that the government did not de­
sire to assume the role of a dictator to 
Manitoba, but tbe order to be legal bad to 
be to a certain extent, because it bad to con­
tain a direction.

Hon. David Mills, in resuming the debate 
on the address Monday afternoon, made 
two departures — a short speech and a joke 
or two. Mr. Mills is, in private, very fond 
of a good story, and has quite a stock to 
draw on himself, but beyond the time- 
honored Crockett and the coon illustration, 
he seldon ever favors the house with his 
wit. He referred to the flight of Mr. Foster 
from Kings Co., N. B., to the county now 
represented by Mr. Temple, as an act which 
showed that Mr. Foster would not put his 
trust in Kings, and had fled to the Temple. 
Speaking of the admission of Newfound­
land, Mr. Mills declared that Canada would 
not agree to an arrangement by which 
France would be made for all time to come 
a substantial factor in tbe government of 
Canada. This means, that jn Mr. Mills’ 
opinion the settlement of the French shore 
question should precede union.

Sir James Grant, Ottawa city, declared 
straight for remedial legislation restoring 
separate schools in Manitoba.

Mr. Patterson, of Brant, made a brief and 
playful speech, speaking of Sir Hibbert 
Tupper as the cat which came back, and 
made some fun out of Mr. Foster’s reasons 
for the late date of the session.

Messrs. Davin and Casey contributed to 
the debate, which was adjourned on motion 
of Mr. McM ullen.

In the Senate.
Messrs. Primrose and Arsenault moved 

and seconded the address in the senate 
Mr. Scott, one of tbe few Liberals left in 

the senate, condemned Manitoba for over­
turning separate ichools, and declared 
there was no such thing as provincial rights 

Premier Bowell, after eulogizing the late 
Sir John Thompson, dwelt on the'Manitoba 
school question at some length. He re" 
ferred to his attitude in 1863, when he op­
posed separate schools ; but pnee they were 
established under donstitutiinal guarantees, 
he was not in favor of abolishing them.

“ I am,” he said, “a very strong believer 
jn provincial rights, and for that reason I 
voted for the Jesuit’s Estates Act, and came 
near losing my election for it. I carry out 
the same principal in this. I hope Mani 
toba will act and relieve parliament from 
dealing with the question. If they are 
patriots they will do so. If they desire to 
continue to be fire brands, they will reject 
all overtures and throw back the fire brands 
upon us. All I can say is that when that 
time comes, they will ^find the government 
of this country quite prepared to assume 
the responsibility, no matter what the re­
sult may be.” The Premier took occasion 
on this his first appearance in parliament as 
leader, to again read Dalton McCarthy out 
of the party.
