In the present government the
leader surpasses the large number
of the departmental heads in elo-
quence alone. In other respects
he has yet to prove that he is the
equal ‘of Mowat, Cartwright,
Paterson, Blair, Davies, Tarte or
Fielding. These comprise & great
galaxy—itoo great probably for
faithful sabmission to the voice of
a party chief. - However, this can
be said: Mr. Laurier has proved
himself able for any position in
which he has yet been placed, and

Mr. Fraser, like most other
people, thinks Mr. Laarier made a
mistake in not selecting his cabinet
from such material as the people
had elected, and gives expression
to that thonght in these words:
