IMMEMORIAL OUSTOM OF THE CHI;IRCH
SINCE THE TIME OF THE APOSTLES
—NOT A PART OF THE OCATHCLIC
DOCTRINE.

(Most Rev. Monseignor “ebastian Mar-
tinelli, Apostolic Delegate to the Unit-
ed States, in Harper’s Bazaar.)

Some weeks ago the Christan
world was startled by the announce-
ment that the reigning pontiff,
Pope Leo XIII., had dispensed
the Catholic Priests thronghount
South Americs from the law of
celibacy, and that he would follow
this decree at the proper lime by
permitting all priests throughout
the world to marry. A long

Father—the rendion of the Christian
Oburches—was nsed to give this
statement a semblance of trath, In
the entire Christian world only. the
Oatholic Chuich requires the celi-
bate life of the clergy, so fervently
advocated by Chbrist and those to
whom - be delegated the power of
teaching His Word. There were
those who feigned belief that, so
anxious is Pope Leo to regraft all
the sects upon the parent stem, be
would be willing Lo sarrender one of
the cherished traditions of Chuiph
discipline.
AN IMMEMORIAL CUST 'M DATING BACK

TO THE TIME.OF THE AP. STLES.

Celibacy bas been gn immemorial
custom of the priests and bishops of
the Catholic Church, dating back to
the time of the Apostles. Taking
the words of opr Divine Lord, “There
are eunuchs that havp made *hem-
selves enouchs for the kingdom of
heaven's sske. He that can receive
it let bim receive it,” tbe Oburck
has enforced celibacy on ber min-
jsters, There bhas never been a time
when she did pot commavd in un-
mistakable terms that those who de-
sired to become sbephepds of the
flook should deny 1he flesh snd give
themselves up to the bigher life of
gelf-abnegation and pacrifice. There
bave been timer when, owipg to the
herdness of beart and the perversity
of humsan pature, she bss been ob-
liged to tolerate the marrisge of
portions of ber priesthocd ip certain
gountries apgd under oertain eondi-
tions ; but she bsp always done this
mowillingly, and for tbe pole reason
that it would prevent greater evils.

Thbis error
will be regdily perceived by a know-
ledge of Gregory’s action and the
pepal legislation which bas followed
it. It is entirely disciplinary in its
character, afd in po sense is an
artiole of faith. It is often believed,
tco, that all Cetholio prieets make a
vow of celibacy whjch is also incor-
rect. The Catholic Churob bolds,
as decreed by Gregory VIL and the
pontiffs who have followed bim, that
the major Holy Orders are a ban to
matrimony. This papsl mandate
renders the marriage of a priest,
deacon or snbdeacon, duly ordsined,
not only unlawful, but oull and
void, according to the Church, and
ia Catholic eountries rull and void
according to the” law of the land.
The marrisge of a priest; deaéon or
subdeacon is regarded ly io
the same light ae the marrisge of a
divorced person whose husband or
wife is living. Ih the sight of the
Obureh it is concubinage, aud not
matrimony. Those who receive the
major Holy Orders place it beyond
their power to contract matrimony,
but, as explained before, no vow of
celibacy is taken. This olass of
priesthood is known as secalar—
those who are directly under the
control of bishope, and net in the
monastic orders or minor religious
communities. i

STATUS OF CELIBACY IN THE CATHOLIO
FHURPH.
