When the Church and State in 
France finally parted company many 
country priests found themselves 
suddenly faced with actual deelitu 
tion. The immediate question was 
how to live until some arrangement 
could be made by the disturbed 
Church to oome to their aid. They 
had been accustomed to privation on 
their tiny salaries ; but, deprived cl 
these, they were confronted with a 
really terrible sitoation. Many of 
them lived in pariehee loo poor to 
help; many otbere in districts as 
anti-Christian as China, where only 
* few women rloog to the cld faith 
and the ptiest bad held the fort 
year after year against an unbelief 
that at times took the form of active 
persecution. Such priests oould not 
abandon their poets in the hour of 
defeat, and how were they to provide 
for their daily necessities while they 
carried on the services of the little 
neglected obnrobes 1 Their moment 
of hesitation was brief. An inspir­
ing book, an appeal to their fervor 
and to their self-respect and the 
thing was done. They set about 
earning their own livings in addition 
to carrying on their work as priests.

There are now scores of the clergy 
sdl over France in the field or in the 
workshop who are in whole or in 
part earning their daily bread by 
keeping bees or chickens or raising 
vegetables or making tables and 
chairs or clocks. The movement ia 
organized as the All anoe of Work- 
men priests ; they help one another 
with suggestions as to possible 
markets for their wares, have made 
one of the religious j mrnals their 
organ, and have se< urei the co­
operation of seonlbt publications. 
Their aim is to gather together those 
priests “ who wish to fulfill their 
duty in every respect, who intend to 
be slways and everywhere faithful 
to their spiritual mission, and who 
eee in mapnal labor a present neoee- 
eity, healthy, useful, in conformity 
with the social conditions of the im­
mediate future and with the tradi­
tions of the past.

SEPARATING WHEAT FROM 
CHAFF.

Such are the motives of the alli­
ance. It was not suggested by the 
authorities of the Church and would 
never have been asked from the 
priests. It is a willing offering from 
the country clergy, sn effort to help 
the Church through its time of 
trouble. Also, perhaps, in many 
minds, it is welcomed as a way of 
eeparating the wheat from the chaff, 
or perhaps discouraging from enter­
ing the priesthood those who have 
seen in it chit fly the means of a re 
apeotable livelihood. It seems to 
many that it is a sort of purification 
process, a return to the spiritual sim 
plioity of apostolic times. It was 
with some such argument that the 
Originator of the idea, M. Balln, 
cure at Parnay, Maine-et-Loire, 
opened the b ok that has attracted 
60 much attention in Franco. The 
idea jof following so closely in the 
etepe of Jesus the carpenter, of Peter 
the fisherman, of Paul tl e tentmaker, 
seemed to him infinitely noble and he 
made it seem so to bis fellow clergy, 
He pointed out the necessity, in snob 
* time of crisis, of preserving sbeo- 
luto independence and self-respeo', 
owing no man anything. To accept 
money that would have to oome out 
of the pocket of rich men might 
open the way for dio'ation by them 
in delicate matters. A priest, he 
said, should always be in a position 
to make use of the apostolic words, 
*' Tby money perish with thee." 
France stood in need of the sight of 
en independent clergy, earning their 
bread by the labor of their bands 
end serving the altar with no thought 
of gain thereby. And, he added, 
the Carpenter’s Son would not think 
the Sacred Host dishonored by the 
touch of hands oalloused with toil.

Mr. Balln pointed out further that 
tradition wes all on the side of 
manual labor among priests. He 
followed the course of the idea 
through the centuries and produced 
a long list of venerated names of 
those who did not “ est bread for 
nought at any man’s hand, but in 
labor and travail, working.day and 
night."

During the French revolution 
when, far more than now, the people

turned from the religion of their
there, the priests were- forced to 

earn their bread, and among them 
were many of the noblest names in 
France. The rules of the Church 
did not in any way forbid such a 
proceeding. A priest was not per­
mitted to enter into trade for gain, 
but to earn bis living was another 
matter. Mi. Balia contended far­
ther that by thus coming into con­
tact with bard actualities the clergy 
oould not but gain in wisdom and be 
better able to understand the needs 
of those about them. “ We will thus 
fill up the gulf between us and the 
men,” he says, " for whether we like 
it or not we must admit that in the 
great majority of our parishes we 
have only women in onr audiences, 
while the men—T mean those who 
still remain sufficiently well-disposed 
—look upon us as the representa­
tives of a religion that -has nothing 
real, nothing practical, that oaunot 
be joined to actual life. When they 
see that we are not afraid to work 
for our breed they wifi loee, little 
by little, this false notion. When 
they eee us working as they do they 
will be more inclined to pray as we 
do.”

The cure of Parnay did not stop 
with theory only. His little book 
was eminently practical, not to ssy 
sociological. After the argument as 
to the dignity of manual labor for 
the successors cf the apostles he set 
lo work to analyze carefully the 
needs that country priests might 
supply. He did not concern him­
self with the clergy of the cities, for 
their time wag likely to be fully 
occupied in many ways and tbpir 
future oould be more easily assured. 
The cases especially before him were 
these like bis own, He himself has 
held a parish year after year against 
endless opposition on the part of his 
free-thinking neighbors, making a 
little progress and grateful for any 
advance in the face of such difficul­
ties. There are scores like him in 
France, privates in theebproh milit- 
ant, devoted, patient, resourceful. 
To ask for anything from their hand­
ful of parishioners would be prepos­
terous—everything depends on such 
a priest retaining the respect of his 
neighbors and their belief in his 
honesty and manhood. For this 
they have fought many years, 
aid to imperil it would bring tbpir 
lives’ work to nothing,

URGING PRIESTS TO EARN 
MONEY.

So, with a view to the hundreds 
of cases like his own, the author of 
the notable little book outlined the 
agricultural situation, dwelling on 
the tendency, universal but nowhere 
more marked than in France, for the 
ambitious to forsake the country to 
seek a “ liberal" career elsewhere. 
The French peasant is under any 
circumstances the most essentially 
conservative mortal in the world, 
and, with the progressive element 
thus removed from the land, there 
is less and less likelihood of bis 
accepting new ways until they have 
been demonstrated to be good. 
Here, said Mr. Balia, was a field for 
the country cares. Let them show 
the peasants what might be done 
with specialized culture.

Going yet further into details, an 
array of facts was presented to show 
the needs of special districts, to point 
out the advantage of certain crops, to 
impress on every country priest that 
there was a way for him to earn his 
livelihood if he would only study the 
conditions in his neighborhood. Then 
he instanced several prlesti who had 
•'ready done some such work either 
to help their parishioners or to eke out 
their infinitesimal incomes. One 
had kept bees and also learned to 
make hives expertly. Another bad 
the true trick of setting pheasants. 
Another cultivated a fine variety of 
asparagus. Another had established

himself as • successful psstrymsker, 
partly supporting the needs of • fash­
ionable partlssier oil a neighboring 
town, where materials where not as 
cheap aa in- the core’* quiet village 1

In addition to cultivating the earth 
and using the products of the country 
in one way or another, there wai a 
field in mechanics, too. Many priests 
were not in a position to become suc­
cessful market gardeners, and many 
might have so much mechanical skill 
that it would be a waste of time not 
to follow their natural bent. So for 
these many suggestions were made, 
and instances quoted of priests who 
were sufficiently proficient to give ad­
vice to beginners. Carpentry work, 
too, was successfully practiced by 
some. The lesser arts, woodwork, 
painting of photographs, even, were 
within the artistic powers of jmsny 
priests. One cute already supported 
himaelf by painting postal cards, by 
reason of an ingenious eye for novel 
processes and quaint effects. As 
soon as one of his little tricks ia dis­
covered and applied by other* he is 
ready with another one, and is alarays 
a trifle ahàtd of mote commercial 
dealers.
8UGORSS OF M BALLUIBBOeK.

The cure of Parnay did not send 
out his book until there were priests 
eoeough at work to give him an op­
portunity to point out what was being 
done in a practical jray. When it did 
appear it created no little stir. It 
was so spiritual and so practical at the 
same time that not even the sternest 
anti-clericals would ssy anything 
against it, and in more than one anti 
clerical paper there appeared appre­
ciative mention of its common sense 
and high idealism. It is a combina 
tion that appeals strongly to French­
men . The most practical people on 
esrth in these daily affsirs, they love 
the “panache," the waving plume of 
the helmet of chivalry that has come 
to stand for all that is done in a fine, 
noble-spirited and picturetque way.

There ts plenty of "panache" about 
the work these country priests have 
undertaken. For years they have, 
many of them, known every insult, 
they have been stoned and spat upon 
and threatened with death, and they 
have gone on, often through personal 
danger, opening their finie empty 
churches every day lest some one 
should want to come in to pray after 
the manner of their fathers, living on 
next to nothing, rewarded if they 
were finally, after years of work for 
the community, allo.wed to pass with 
silent respect. And now the climax 
has ccme with the stopping of the 
pittance that at least supplied them 
with meat once a week and potatoes 
the other six days.

So there is the situation, and there 
are the country prieits facing it in the 
njost practical way, the way, too, most 
likely to win for them the confidence 
of their very unconfiding neighbors. 
Already their advertisements appear 
in rural papers, brief, business like, 
and infinitely heroic under their 
commonplaceness. Do you want 
printing done on a small scale ? Do 
you want bas reliefs on stone or wood? 
Do you want stockings without seams? 
Do you want disinfecting and sweet­
smelling pastilles for the sick room ? 
Or good "vin ordinaire" at 3 cents a 
quart ? Or honey, or candles for a 
shrine, or a clock made, or a bicycle 
mounted ? You may even have some 
kind of tailoring done I

Truly, if the future belongs to the 
working class, as is so often pointed 
out, the French country clergy are 
going to he very much in touch with 
it, And, leaving out the question of 
the possible economic advantage to 
the country by the turning of so many 
trained minds towards the solution of 
problems in remote districts, the spir­
itual benefit must be incalculable,— 
N. Y. Sunday times.

Oo Thursday, August 15th, a new 
shrine was opened in Canada which 
promisee to be the Mecca of pil­
grims. The shrine is called Mar­
tyr’s Hill, the scene of the martyr­
dom of Fathers Brebeuf and Lale- 
mant, who suffered a most cruel 
death at the hands of the Iroquois on 
the 16th and 17ih of March, 1649. 
The shrine was blessed Thursday by 
Most Rev. Denis O’Connor, Arch­
bishop of Toronto.

The shrine is situated in the seo- 
.ond village of St. Ignatius, about 
three miles from Waubaueheae, in 
the county of Simooe, Out.

Through the untiring efforts of 
the well-known archaeologist, Father 
Jones, S. J., the exact spot on which 
the Jesuit missionaries, Brebeuf and 
Lalemant, were massacred, on March 
16 h and 17ib, 1649, was definitely 
located. This venerable spot, in 
early times the site of the Huron 
village, St. Ignaoe II., is situated on 
Lot 4, on the seventh Concession of 
the Township of Tay, Simooe county.
