Rome, M»y 5th, 1912. 
From every poiot ol view tbec ele- 

bration ot the Peace o( Constantine is 
now certain to be a glorious success, 
as is proved by the results of the 
latest meeting of the Superior Coun­
cil—which Pius X charged wiih the 
management of all arrangements con 
nected with the event—held at the 
residence ol His Eminence Cardinal 
'/assetU, Protector of the Council 
Letters were read by the General 
Secretary, Commendatore de Mar- 
ruccbi, from bishopa of varous coun­
tries promising cooperation, and also 
a communication from the Holy 
Father saying that be baa already 
acquired a site for the church, which 
will be built on the Tiber, near the 
Mulvian Bridge, on the field where 
Maxenlius suffered defeat at the bands 
of Constantine the Great, exactly 
-ixteen hundred years ago. Several 
decisions of the Council were then 
submitted by the President, Prince 
Chigi, to the Cardinal Protector, 
and received the unqualified approval 
of His Eminence. Though the full 
programme of the celebration is not 
yet prepared, a good deal of it is 
already known.

The period of festivity will open in 
1913 on Low Sunday, the chief event 
being a Pontifical High Mass by His 
Holiness Pius the Tenth in S.Peters at 
the tomb of the Prince of the Apostles. 
Pontifical High Mass will be cele­
brated also in S John Lateran’s, S. 
Mary Major’s and other historic 
basilicas, as well as in the Catacombs 
of S Callisto and of S Agnes outside 
the walls of the city. A comtuemor 
alive medal of the centenary will be 
struck by the Holy Father, and wi 
recall all the great events connected 
with the liberation of the Church 
from pagan persecution.

It goes without saying that quite a 
itetature may be expected during the 
period of universal rejoicing, one in­
teresting publication being an English 
translation of Le Catacombs ed il 
Protestamesimo— The Catacombs 
and Protestantism—of Commendatore 
Marrucchi. This book will be in 
the hands of the publishers within six 
weeks

Louisiana Centenary.

One of the most interesting features 
in today’s issue of the Acta Apos- 
tolicae Sedis, the Vatican bulletin, 
deals with the canonical erection of 
the Confraternity of Qur L'dy of the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus in the Church 
of the Missionaries of the Sacred 
Heart in Qu bee. In an Apostolic 
Letter, the H >ly Father, while refer­
ring to the good of religion accruing 
from the confraternity, grants this 
body the faculty of affiliating branches 
over the whole of Canada. Probably 
the nex‘ issue of the buileetin may 
contain a report of a case which the 
S. Tribunal of the Rota decided on 
the first of this month in lavor of the 
Order of Friars Minor, This lawsqit 
concerned a strip of property con- 

ected with the Franciscan Church 
nd Friary of Woodford, London, 

England, and has been before the 
R >ta fqr oyei 9 coqple of years. The 
decision of the Tribunal orders that 
the house and garden shall belong 
exclusively to the sons of 8. Francis.

That North America, Canada and 
Australia should exhibit tender feel­
ings towards Ireland, now that her 
long night is closing and that her 
bath of blood la gone for ever, is not 
to be wondered at. But the Irish 
colony in Rome got a pleasant sur­
prise in the warmth of the felicitations 
given to Erin triumphant by the press 
of the continent of Europe since the 
introduction of the Home Rule Bill. 
For a great number of the continental 
nations had forgotten that Irish saints 
of old had brought them the Faith 
and sealed it with their blood ; that 
others of them, France and Spain 
especially, bad to acknowledge aome 
of their braveit soldiers to have been 
wild geese of Brin. Only the edu­
cated classes remembered that Irelano 
was not a county separated by a river 
from her richer sister. Now all is 
remembered. Her biltle for the 
Faith is lauded and her struggle for 
liberty is touchingly referred to. Up 
to a dozen or fifteen years a^o Rome 
was the happy hunting ground for the 
anti-Irish intriguer. In the Roman 
press malicious hands penned reports 
vilifying everything per lining to 
Ireland. An old lady, H——, who 
tnirabile diem, was once young and 
now gone to glory, is believed to have 
been the one who bid translated 
1 Parnellism and Crime ’ into Italian 
and circulated among the Cardinal 
of the Curia her well-known hatred o 
the Irish nation. For several years 
this bas been a thing of the past 
Let us give honor wbeye honor is due 
now before the curtain falls on the 
black old scene. For years the Irish 
residents in Rime have annually for 
warded as a body a substantial sum 
to the Irish Parliamentary Party 
During a. long period Irishmen 
home are irrdeb ed to the Very Re 
Father David Fleming, O. F, M 
Consultor to the S; Congregation of 
(fie H. Office, and Very Rev, D 
Hagan of the Irish College, for grea 
service rendered in Rome to protect 
the name of Ireland from obloquy 
and private intrigue at the hands of 
hereditary foemcn.

The centennial of Louisiana’s ad­
mission into the American Union 
was celebrated in New Orleans 
April 30, with elaborate ceremonies. 
Secretary of State Knox represented 
the President, and many governors, 
foreign diplomats and consuls and 
other dignitaries attended. Arch­
bishop Blenk delivered the invoca­
tion, and Secretary Knox, speaking 

front of the Cabildo, the famous 
Spanish Government House, on the 
pot where the State flag wae first 

unfurled, reviewed the consequences 
of the Lousiana Purchase, which 

ronght us territory from which 
have been carved thirteen great 

ate», with a present population ol 
18,000,000 as compared with 60 
000 in 1803. He paid tribute to 
the patriotism of the French popu­
lation which made Jackson’s victory 
possible, and predicted that Ne 
Orleans, now next to New York in 
foreign trade, will, on the oomple 
tion of the Panama Oanal, be the 
great entrepot of North and South 
America. The Mississippi was, he 
said, of inestimable value, despite 
ta present ravages, which baa ten­

dered homeless a quarter of a mil 
ion persons and destroyed aome 
$10,000,000 worth of property. He 
promised government assistance in 
rebuilding the broken levees and 
taking measures to prevent future 
nundatimis. —America.
