Destroyed* By Fire

At New York, on Aug. 10th, 
th î- monthly report of the United 
States Stores Corporation, made 
public, showed 4,830,324 tons of 
unfilled orders on hand on July 
31st. This is a decrease from 
unfilled orders on June 30th, 
which were 5,117,868.

A general notice sent out from 
Winnipeg reached Toronto late on 
the night of the 10th of August, 
advising Railway officials that no 
further farm hands would be re­
quired for the present, and, as a 
result, Harvesters’ Excursions for 
the 17th and 21st'of this month 
bave been cancelled.

The crew of the Newfoundland 
fishibg schooner Stanley Frank 
was brought to St. Pierre, Mi­
quelon, on August 10th t>y the 
Italian steamer Valdieri. She 
collided with the little vessel «va 
fog ‘early on, the previous' day, 
sending her to the bottom. The 
accident occurred while the 
schooner was anchored.

At Portland, Maine, on August 
10th, the Canadian schooner Ka- 
duskak was permitted - to land 
18,000 pounds of halibut, seven 
swordfish and a quantity of salt 
fish. Permit was given upon re­
presentation - that Captain Bert 
Payzant was unaware of the can­
cellation of the war-time privilege 
for Canadian vessels to land fish 
at Ünited States ports.

The following information 
comes from Hamilton, Ohio : The 
man who stole-a bass drum and 
got away with it went one better 
here today. Hamilton police are 
looking • for a thief who_stole a 
fruit orchard of 150 trees. They 
were new trees just set out 
or so ago. The only clues 
police have are a few —
footprints in the place where the 
saplings were.

On the night of August 13th 
the cities of doverville and 
Johnstown and other nearby 
parts of Hamilton County, New 
York, were in complete dark neea 
for two hours, and all electric 
power entirely suspended for that 
peridd. A flock of blackbirds 
alighted on the high wires about 
two miles from dtvwrville, caus 
ing the short circuit burning off 
and the wires dropping to the 
ground in the midst of deac 
bodies of birds.

Fanned by a wind blowing in­
shore off Lake Deschenes with 

gjjle-like velocity fire which 
broke out at the stables on the 

bit property on the south side 
Main street, Aylmer, P. Q, at 

,15 o’clock Wednesday after­
noon of last/week, swept across 
the town in a diagonal, north­
easterly direction with amazing 
rapidity, , burned to death D. 
George Lortie, 72, a prominent 
citizen, destroyed 100 stores and 
residences, left about 700 people 
homeless, and caused property 
loss totalling between $600,000 
and $700,000. Within an hour, 
the best section of the quaint 
and picturesque old lumbering 
town and former Ottawa county 
town was but U waste of smould­
ering ruins. From the very out­
set the tire, which had its origin 
near Peter Clment’s pool room at 
the southeast corner bf Main and 
Brancroft streets, assumed the 
proportions of a conflagration,» 
the flames leaping across Main 
Street, darting, as iti were 
from building to building, and 
devouring everything in their 
path which covered a width of 
lour blocks, About an hour after 

started, the fire had spent itself 
on the cxtreuAe northerly out­
skirts of the town, bu^ not before 
most of the finest commercial 
and residental buildings, includ­
ing prosperous business establish­
ments, stately and manorial stone 
résidences, survivals of Aylmer’s 
beat days, comfortable and bright- 
looking homes, and the humble 
and unpretentious frame dwel­
lings of scores of workers, had 
fallen an easy any ready prey 
before the untraraelled onrush of 
the flames. Aylmer in the Pro­
vince of Quebec, is about 9 miles 
from Ottawa, on the Opposite side 
of the Ottawa River, and before 
the tire had a population of about 

,000 people. It was quaint 
picturesque town and a place of 
popular resort in the summer.
