We, the non-commissioned officers and
privates of the Goderich Garrison Artillery
Company, would respecttully present you
with this address on the unhappy event of
your being dismissed from the bdnnher
Militia force of Canada.

It was with feelings of pain that each
member of the corps read of your dis-
missal—your dismissal for what ? for an
act of which each of us feels proud: of
stating a truth and adhering to it, snd
for giving that truth publicity in the
public press, whén you and your company
were misrepresented both 1n our owm
town ard at Headquarters, you availed
yourself of an advantage the right of all
British subjects, of publishing in the
local press a plain, unvarnished st.tement
of facts which cannot be denied, meithcr
contradicted. We have also understood
that a Court of Enquiry was held at Strat-
ford on the correspondence between you
and Captain Seymour, the result of which
has not been made known, although you
have made frequent appheations at the
office of the Adjutant General for a copy
of the papers.  We also fear that wisre-
presentation, backed by undue influence,
such as you would scorn to use,

used. Nearly the whole of the members
of this company are aware of the corres-
pondence which between you and
Captain Seymour, and also to the Govern-
ment; and we heartily endorse every
word of it. Your dismissal is therefore
our dismisshl, we have shared your honors
which have nou been a few—we now share
your disgrace and feel proud in sq doing ;
konowing that although your actions are
not understood and appreciated at the
office of the Adjutant General——they are
understood and appreciated by almost the
whole of the inhabitants of Goderich and
the surrounding country.

Since you accepted the office of Captain
of our company you have been zealous at
all times for our improvement in military
knowledge, you early made yourself
wmaster of Company and Battalion drill,
and you were ever reudy and anxious to
impart it to us, and we feel that you were
go far successful as to enable us to appear
at inspections and reviews with credit,
second to known in the “field, and so ex-
pressed by the commanding officers. ln
dismissing you we feel that one of the
best militia officers 1n Cavada has been
lost to the serviee.

You have bevn uniformly king to every
one of us, consequently you sre el w
each ; we therefore teel & heartfelt sorrow in
thus being compelled to part, But, Sir, you
can leave the service knowing that you have
acted uprizbily and houesily in your -
ter as an officer and defy the world to polnt
their finger to & single act unbecoming the
gentleman, (that is, if we take the ancient’
rule as our guide, but according to the new
ruie us laid down in Canada truth must
not be spoken, wuch less publisbed). This
must be your cousolation—it is ours ; and
should the Government at any time reiract
their ovder and so satisfy your wounded hon-
or as to induce you to accept your commis. *
sion, once more rest assured that each one of
us to a man will . rally rousd you agesin.—
Therelore, once more assuricg you of the
sympathy of your company, we bid you Fare-
well.
