This was March, 1921,
and they extended to June, 1922.

Mr. Winter drew attention to one
of a larger amount than any other.
It was for $3,000. Witness replied
that Miss Miller often did not get the
amount she asked for. Amongst the
1.0.U.’s put in evidence nvas a mnbte
of Mr. Meaney's, referring to an
1.0O.U. for $2,000 which was mislaid.

Mr. Wintér next produced an 1.0.U.
for $4,000 written on paper of the
LController’s Department. This, wit-
ness admitted, wu writterr in his of-
fice.

Amongst the IOU's ‘was -a ‘deposit

'slip of the Bank of Commerce which

purported to show that $500 had been
deposited to the credit of R. A. Squires
by Miss Miller. This, witness said,
had been given him as a voucher, The
aggregate amount of the IOU’s and
ctheques was $22,885.

All this money was paid Miss Miller
by witness peérsonally. In reply to
counsel, witness said he had had pri-

Miss Miller had told him the money
paid ‘to her was for Sir Richard
Squires’s purpose, From time. to time

Insect Blood Cure
for Tuberculosis

French Doctor Finds that Moths

. Thrive on Leprosy Germs,

A cure for leprosy and tuberculosis
provided experiments now being con-
ducted can he perfected, has bzaen out-
lined by Dr. Metchnikoff.

Dr. Metchnikoff, who is a mamber
of the Pasteur Institute, made his an-
nouncement to the Biological Society.

He explained that the grubs of
moths and beps were injected  with
unusually strong inoculations of
leprosy and tuberculpsis germs.

The insects appeared to thrive on
the .germs and ‘developed into healthy
moths and <bees, although the injec-
tions were made at the .chrysalis
stage.

i)r Metchnikoff claimg that the

: germ-destroying phagacytes of cer-

tain insect blpod are mare aotive than
those in human blood.—Central News.
