The Ontario Bank.—We are glad to 
see by the report presented at the annual 
meeting, lately held, that this Bank con­
tinues in a most prosperous condition. 
The profits of the last year, after payment 
of all current expenses, and making pro­
vision for ipterest on Deposits, and dis­
count on U. S. current funds is $220,331, 
and when the balance at credit of profit 
and loss from last year is added, it gives 
a total of $243,730 after making the 
necessary appropriations in the shape of 
dividends, &c., the balance carried over to 
credit of profit and loss account for next 
year is $25,240 against $23,429 of the 
previous year. The total assets are put 
down at $5,386,360. The Hon. J. Simp­
son was re elected President, and Mr. T. 
N. Gibbs, M. P., Vice-President. * The 
directors are Hon. John Simpson, Hon. 
W. P. Howland, T. N. Gibbs, J. P. Love- 
kin, Wm. McMurray, James Dryden, and 
Capt. P. T. Haynes. While speaking of 
the Bank we may refer to a false impres­
sion formed by some of our readers in 
regard to the report of the Finance Com­
mittee at the late meeting of the County 
Council, in which they recommended that 
the special account the County had with 
the Bank should be closed. Some took 
this to mean that the County had with­
drawn its account from the Ontario Bank, 
which is not the case. As heretofore all 
the banking business of the County is 
done with the Ontario Bank.

Canada Presbyterian Church Synod.
Hontreal, June 15.

The discussion on the organ question, 
which occupied the most of Saturday, 
was resumed on Monday. Three or tour 
amendments were proposed, some In favor 
and some against the use of Instrumental 
music. At last Dr. Jennings moved that 
the overture be laid on the table. The 
debate being closed, the Synod proceeded 
to vote, when the amendment of Dr. Jen­
nings was carried successively over the 
amendments and the main imtion, being 
finally affirmed by a vote of i26 to 30— 
the decision of the Synod being that the 
overture should be laid on the table.

It was decided that the next meeting of 
the Synod should be held at Hamilton.

The report on Foreign Missions was 
then read. The report spooks of the 
work of Mr. Nesblt, in the Sascatchewan 
Valley, and of Mr. Mathieson, in Red 
River; recommends that Mr. Nesbit be 
allowed to establish a school for the In­
dian children ; and also, that an addi­
tional missionary be sent to British Colum­
bia. Should a new field be opened up, 
they suggest China as the most desirable 
place. Balance on hand at the beginning 
of the year for foreign missions, $4,806 ; 
received, $3,341 ; expenditure,$5,790; bal­
ance on hand, $3,360.

On Tuesday the Synod proceeded to 
consider an overture on marriage with a 
deceased wife’s sister. Several speeches 
were delivered, and motions tabled, when 
the Synod adjourned at six o’clock.

This Council met pursuant to adjournment 

on the 15th instant, the Reeve in the chair- 
members all present. Mr Easterbrook moved, 
seconded by Mr. J. Kean, that R. Storey be 
paid the sum of $3 for » sheep killed by dogs, 
also the sum of $8 to Samuel Cox for one 
sheep and two lambs killed by dogs, both 
claims being duly certified. Carried. Mr. 
J. Kean moved,seconded by Mr Easterbrook, 
that whereas complaint is made by W. Job, 
of Div. 47, that there appears to have been a 
sale of'timber on the allowance of road in the 
said Division, during last year, which sale is 
reported not to have been duly advertised 
and fully carried out—Resolved, that the said 
W. Job be instructed to exercise his office as 
Road Overseer, in ordering the removal of 
tree tops, and the sale of any timber in said 
Division which has not been legally sold and 
fully carried out. Carried. Mr Easterbrook 
moved, seconded by Mr. Ramsay, leave be 
granted to introduce a lly-law to raise by as­
sessment the sums requisite for County and 
Township, as well as for School purposes, for 
the present year ; and also to receive the By­
law appropriating certain sums of money for 
the. improvement of roads and bridges, and 
that said By-laws be read a first time. Car­
ried. They were read a first time. Mr. 
Easterbrook moved, seconded by Mr. Kean, 
that the report of the Committee appointed 
to examine the roads in this township be re­
ceived and adopted. Carried. Mr. J. Kean 
moved, seconded by Mr. Ramsey, that the 
By-law providing for the assessment of this 
township for County and Township purposes 
for the current year, and the By-la 
appropriation .
of roads and bridges be referred to a Com­
mittee of the Whole forthwith. Carried. The 
Council then went into Comjnittce of the 
Whole, Mr. B. Kean in the chair. The By­
laws were filled up, and.the Council having 
resumed, were read the third time an^ pass­
ed. The Committee appointed to examine 
the roads in the upper part of this Township 
(composed of Messrs. Easterbrook, Benj. II. 
Kean and Campbell) reported that they had 
examined the following places and found it 
necessary to expend the following sums at

The Seeforth Murder.
Last week we gave some particulars 

about the murder of a man and his wife 
named Malady. In the Township of 
Tuckeramith'on the 9th Inst. The Victims 
of the assassin or assassins’ hatred, were 

of Ireland, and had only been 
married about seven months, Previously 
they had both been married, and Malady 
had a grown-up family by his first wife. 
It would seem that the latter were dis 
pleased with their father for marrying a 
second time and when he brought his 
wife home, those of them who were at 
home immediately left their father’s place, 
at the same time threatening the life of 
their stepmother. On Sunday, one of 
the deceased’s sons-in-law,named Kehoe, 
with his wife, proceeded to the house to 
pay a visit, and, as was their custom, 
entered by the backdoor. This they found 
ajar, and. Immediately on entering, they 
were startled to find the floor of the 
kitchen spotted with blood. Proceeding 
to the hall, what was their horror to find 
Malady lying with his head projecting 
from the bedroom, having his brains 
blown out by a pistol shot. The next 
object which met their gaze was still 
more blood curdling,being the dead body 
of Mrs. Malady, her head literally chop­
ped in pieces with an axe, which still 
stood by her, and the room, floor, walls 
and ceiling covered with blood. The 
horrors of the sight beggars all descrip­
tion. Kehoe at once alarmed the neigh­
bours, and a large number of people 
were soon on the premises. Coroner 
Coleman was also called, who placed a 
constable in charge of the bodies. One 
or two other medical men being called, 
a postmortem examination of the murd­
ered people took place. In the meantime 
a number of tracks leading towards the 
river were discovered, and on being 
closely examined disclosed that the 
murderers (for there were the tracks of 
two) had approached the house—one with 
nothing on his feet, and the other with 
only bis socks on. Suspicion seemed at 
once to point to no less a person than 
Malady’s own son ; and a brother of one 
of decosed’s sons in-law was also suspect­
ed as having been an accomplice. These 
men were at once taken into custody. 
It would seem as if some boot marks 
were found, and on examination were 
found to correspond with the boot worn 
by one of the prisoners. The evidence 
of a large number of the witnesses 
seems to lead unmistakably to the deed 
having been committed by the young 
Malady and his accomplice, whose name 
is Donovan. The family were not noted 
for their excellence of character, the de­
ceased having spent a considerable time 
in the Penitentary, and the younger 
members were far from being angels.— 
Mrs. Malady was enciente at the time she 
was murdered, which fact in itself creat­
ed a good deal of jealousy—the father
